HISTORIC RELIC

Through the -foresight of R. D.
Cummings, publishcr of The Ash-
croft Journal, the - British Colum-
bia archives in Victoria have been

PRESERVED

enriched by the addition of an ex-

tremely interesting old volume.
This is none qther than the orig-
inal land nregistry book of the
Crown Colony of-British Columbia.
This relic of the Fraser River
gold rush days was discovered in’
Yale in an old disused building by
Mr. Cummings, who at once rec-
ognized its historic value. He at
once forwarded it to Dr. W. K.
Lambe, provincial archivist, who
has placed it in safety in the
vaults of the provincial library.

The volume, which is leather
bound and in an excellent state of
preservation, throws an interest-
ing light on the early days of the

province and the inception of the

Government authority on the

mainland.

SNOW PLOWS HAVE TOUGH JOB
KEEPING HIGHWAY OPEN -

. The exceptionaly heavy falls of
snow which have swept over the
Province during. the . past. two
weeks have not passed over the
Cariboo. ‘The lower Cariboo High-
way has been blocked at the lower
‘end and ‘it is still impossible to
reach the coast by road. Travel be~
tw’cen Quesnel and Williams Lake
is extremely difficult, a very large
.amount of gas being needed. and

low gear used all the way. The

Prince George road has suffered
chicfly from drifts, especially at
the North end. At one time there
were three Prince George plows
trying to clear a passage. In this
respect - Quesnel is fortunate in
having a rotary, the only satisfac-

‘tory method of clearing this kind’
of 'stoppage. The .Quesnel-Barker-
-ville road has been more . fortunate.

Canadar‘s statesmen and legisla-
tors at the present moment, and
the pros and cons of the question
are being battled out in the House.
~ With nearly every nation of any
“economic importance -entered in

a great armaments race, and with

the mother country appropriating
vast sums for the building up of
out-of-date and small army, navy
and air branches, it would appear
that Canada should reorganize and
modernize her own forces to help
the defence of Empire,if necessary.
Great Britain has found out since
the Great War, to her cost, that
the only safe defence in modern
Europe, is preparedness

Unfortunately, there is a factmn
in ‘Canada which contends that
Great Britain, and indeed, the Un-
ited States, would be forced to de-
fend Canada. in the event of war.
It is high time thatt Canadians
should realize the fallacy of this
belief. While Canada, it is true,
does not have to rely ent1re1y upon
her own arms, iti is time we con-
tributed to the defence of Empire
as our sister dominions and com-
monwealths are doing. The altern-
ative will be that Canada undoubt-
edly will be considered a parasite
in the Empire group of nations,
and will receive but scant notice
should the rest of the Empire be
hard pressed.

TO SEE A CORONATION

LREADY London has begun its

preparations for the corona-
tion. Westminster Abbey has been
given over to those responsible for
arranging the great ceremony for
May 12.

In the Mall, in front of the Ab-
bey, down Constitution Hill, and
on other parts of the process1ona1
route, extensive scaffolding is-ar-
ising which will seat thousands of
spectators. Seats in houses, in
shops, in clubs and.in flats are be-
ing advertised at anything from
elght guineas upward for the ben-
efit of those who wish to see the
procession,

English men and women have
always flocked to royal corona-
tions. For centuries they have been
willing to pay good money to get
a glimpse of the proceedings. The
price at the coronation of Edward
I, who ascended the throne in 1272,
was half o farthing. So much did
he add to the prestige of the mon-
archy that, when his son, Edward
II came to the throne thirty-five
years later, the value of a good
view point had risen 100 per cent.

From then onwards, prices rose
steadily to tuppence at the coron-
ation of Henry V; Henry VI had
several coronations, and, accord-
ing o a well known rule of econ-
omics, prices consequently fell.
they recovered, and appreciated to
fourpence when Heary VIII as-
sumed the crown.

Coronations in those days were
much more merely local affairs
than they are now, and the value
of money was greater. In view
of changed circumstances, prices
for the present coronation are not,
perhaps, unreasonably high—
Christain Science Monitor.
