Coroner s Jurf Brings 
In Verdict of Suicide 

CARIBOO GOLD QUARTZ 
OUTPUT FOR FISCAL Y E A R 

In a report of the progress of the 
Cariboo Gold Quartz Mine during 
Ithe 1937 fiscal yeax% R. R. Rose 
has made the following report. 

For purposes of comparison the 
figures have been segregated.

Before Coroner H. J. Gardner, 
on Saturday, Feb. 27, an inquest 
was held upon the circumstances 
in which Harry Larsen met his 
death in a West Quesnel cabin on 
the morning of Feb. 22. The jury 
consislted of Herb. Brown (fore­
man), H. G. Andrews, S, Hilbom 
Jr., H. W. Warden, L. L, HUl and 
F. Healy. 

Dr. G. R. Baker was first called 
to give evidence and testified that 

•the deceased was a .man of about 
50 yê .j-s of age. Cause of death 
was from a bullet wound. The shot 
entered the head from the left 
side about two inches above the 
ear. It left about three inchs a-
bove and about one inch in fronfb 
of the right ear. Death was almost 
instantaneous. In the opinion of 
the witness the shot was fired by 
his own left hand, judguig from 
the position of the wound and the 
crippled state of the deceased's 
right hand. Deceased could not 
have fired with his right hand. It 
was the most natural way in which 
a gun could be held and there were 
powder burns on the head. There 
were no other marks of violence. 

The second witness was Miss 
Dorothy Stuart. She explained 
that she had arrived in Quesnel 
from, Prmce George in October, 
1936. She had stayed with the de­
ceased in his cabin a shojt time 
before he went to work on Cim-
ningham Creek. He returned to 
the cabin just before Christmas 
and drank, considerably during 
the holidays. He started drinking 
again on February 13, and from 
then on until the time of his death 
had been in more or less of an 
intoxicated state.- Wjitness . ex­
plained that she had been suffer­
ing from influenza for some time 
before the day of the tragedy and 
had been afraid of the behavior 
of the deceased, who was conjtin-
uously handling a revolver. When­
ever he left the house and when 
he was at Cunningham' Creek he 
carried this gun m a shoulder hol­
ster. On Feb. 19 she asked George 
Butterfleld (to take the gun away, 
but Larsen would not allow this. 

Oh Sxmday, Feb.. 21, three .visi­
tors arrived at the cabin,;Bert Lee, 
Tom Scully and a Norwegian. At 
•th^< tiiiiCv'-cf-r-thciE-^arrival- witness-
was lying ill in bed; deceased was 
intoxicated. During the afternoon 
there was much drinking and ev­
eryone became more or less drunk. 
She was sick and did not have 
more than two drinks. She asked 
ScuUy to hide the gun but did 
not have the opportunity of giv­
ing it to him. On Monday morn­
ing Larsen asked her to go to 
Quesnel for some liquor. She re­
fused, and he said he would get 
up and make some coffee. He got 
up, kissed her and went into the 
pantry. She heard a shot and a 
crash. Witness rushed in/to the 
pantry and found deceased lying 
on his back and side. She picked 
up the gun and tried to lift him 
up. She then v/ent to the door and 
called for Bert Lee. Putting on a 
coat and slippers she ran to Lee's 
cabin, staying there until the ar- I 
rival of the police. There was no 
one else in the cabin that morn­
ing. She had never had a serious 
vlded her. with board and lodg-
quarrel with Larsen. He had pro-
ings and nothing else. 

Following this witness, Bert Lee 
and Tom Scully gave corroborajt-
ing evidence. Lee spoke of finding 
the body in company with H. J . 
Hatt, another witness. Geo. But-
itei-fleld confirmed ithat he had 
been asked to hide the gun but 
had been unable to do so. 

The- last named witnessV were 
all neighbors of the deceased and 
mentioned in their evidence that 
Larsen had seemed morbid for 
some time, and that he had been 
drinking heavily for a week prev­
ious to the tragedy. 

Constable G. F, Bradley was the 
last witness. He testified to being 
called to the cabin of the deceased 
on the morning of Feb. 22 at about 
10 a.m. He found Larsen lying dead 
with signs of a gunshot wound in 
the head. A .38 calibre revolver 
was lying on the couch hi the liv­
ing room. There were five live 
shells in the gun and one empty 
case under the hammer, A searcli 
revealed a spent bullet lodged in 
a can of syrup on a shelf. The 
(trajectory was in line with where 
the deceased might have been at 
the time of the shooting. Records 
from the liquor store showed that 
in the past few days the deceased 
had made extensive purchases. 
There was also evidence to show 
that Itwo bottles of i-ubbing alco­
hol had been consumed. 

After the evidence of the Con­
stable the coroner put the case 
in the hands of the jury, who re­
tired for 20 minutes and then re­
turned with a verdict of "suicide 
while of unsound mind."

Small Freight Carriers 
Needn't Pay Insurance 
Small freight carriers will ben­

efit under the new regulations of 
tiie "Highways Act" recently an­
nounced by Hon F. M. ilVEacPher-
son in Victoria. A major change 
will relieve operators- of freight 
carrying vehicles from the need of 
carrying uisurance by waiving 
proof of financial responsibility to 
applicants of this kind of licence. 

In future small freight carriers 
will be In the same class as private 
cars, where the owner is only ob­
liged to take out insurance after 
being involved in an accident for 
which he was to blame. 

Another amendment provides 
for special permits to be granted 
for the purpose of carrying child­
ren In school busses to picnics, 
concerts, etc. 

The scale of fees for public car­
riers has been simplified and In 
future licences may be paid for 
in pant year periods with the or­
dinary one twelfth monlthly re-
nuctlon. A minimum period of 
three months must be taken out. 

Small operators will be allowed 
to carry up to 300 pounds of 
freight privately without taking 
out limited carriers licence. Local 
truckers in the interior will be 
permitted to use the provincial 
highways within the municipality 
without taking out a licence.

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TOUR OF CANADA? 

T HERE is a co):imittee in Lon­
don, Eh^., ft present organiz­

ing tours foi- British schoolboys to 
spend their summer holidays in 
Canada. We can only imagine, 
froni the program submitted that 
the committee is composed of ig­
norant Englishmen or hide-bound 
eastern Caiiadians. 

It seems that these lads are to 
be taken for "tour of Canada." The 
route mapped out comprises a visit 
to the cities of Quebec, Montreal, 
Ottawa and Toronto and a trip to 
Niagara Falls. This will be fol-
towed by a journey down the Hud­
son River to New York. There is 
no doubt that this itinerary will 
be a pleasant break in the gene­
ral hum-drum of school life, but 
why is it called a "tour of Can­
ada?" 

Every, lad at home has been fa­
miliar since childhood with stories 
of he praires, the wild west and 
the "Mounties." At present the 
"Mounties" are using anything 
from airplanes, to snowshoes in 
their pursuit of duty, but the old 
tradition of " get your man" holds 
good. The "wlid west" is* much 
tamer and to a certain extent the 
prairies are altered. However, de­
spite these changes, Canada to the 
Old Country boy is inextricably 
c6nnectedw-th the west. Yet we 
havea "tour of Canada" organized 
to take the youth of Britain to 
the Dominion and only show them 
a few eastern cities. It is presumed 
that these are the youths with 
whona it is hoped to populate C a n ­
ada in the future. 

. Brought from cities they are 
shown /more cities; taken from 
towns they are" shpwn villages. An 
over-populated east is again mak-

.ing an attempt to outdo the -̂ "est. 
Cannot some organization from 
the west bring to Canada znme of 
these boys, show them, both east 
and west with strict impartiality 
and allow them to return with an 
unbiassed mind? 

It woull seem that the slogan 
"Go West, Yoi-ng Man" wiiioh has 
male the Dominion tthe power it 
is today, is to be forever flouted by 
those who have not had the cour­
age to penetrate farther than the 
Great Lakes. 

CONTROL OUR FORESTS 

For a considerable time the de­
forestation of Canada in the in­
terests of the pulp industry has 
been apparent. There is a notice­
able loophole in the law which al­
lows an operator to cut down the 
smaller trees without let or hin­
drance. The majority of the larger 
operators use discretion in their 
logging, but there are still many 
firms who will slash every tree in 
sight with no thought for the 
future. The great tragedy of this 
lies in the fact that it is quite un­
necessary, 

•Recently the president of the 
Newsprint Association in Canada, 
Charles Vmmg, warned the coim-
try of the prodigal cutting of 
trees for newsprint. He stated: 

"We are consuming our forests 
at a prodigal rate. A single Sun­
day issue of the New York Times 
means some 225 acres oof our for­
est. The tabloid New York News, 
with its huge circulation, is using 
sixty square miles a year. The 
Canadian mills, dur.'rag thtc last 
five years of selling new.sprnt at a 
loss, have consumed at least 4000 
square miles of forest, equivalent 
to a strip twelve miles wide 
stretching from Montreal to To­
ronto. If we sold our gold as we 
have been selUng our forests, one 
can almost say that we would 
mine the gold, pay the miners, and 
then give the gold away," 

In view of the fact that it has 
been proved time and again, both 
by facts in Canada and by ex­
ample in the Scandinavian coun­
tries, it is extraordinary that laws 
exist in this country which allow 
this wholesale slaughter of the 
forests. Elsewhere this logging as 
controlled by the state. 

From time to time Mi'. Crerar 
has made helpful broadcast talks 
on this subject. Perhaps, as M i n ­
ister of Mines and Resources, he 
may again find time to give some 
more hints in this direction, and 
we hope sincerely they may be 
listened to with interest by thoise 
concerned. 

HOME IMPROVEMENT 

fact that the sleep continued long 
after other industries had started 
to roar ahead towards normal 
business must be attriputed to the 
lethargy which appears to have 
been inherent in the industry in 
the past. 

Now, however, there has beatn 
an awakening. Unfortunately that 
awakening fias not yet stirred this 
district, judging by the attendance 
of representatives of construction 
and allied busineisses at the meet­
ing of Duncan Chamber of Com­
merce to which they were special­
ly invited this week to discuss pro­
motion of the Home Improvement 
Plan, known as the H.I.P. Is it to 
be R.I.P. here? 

The plan, as outlined at the 
meeting and reported in our news 
columns, provides an easy method 
for home owners to obtain money 
to make improvements to their 
dwellings. 

In the United States the scheme, 
on which the Canadian plan is 
based, has gained a tremendous 
impetus. During the most act-ve 
development months of last year, 
March, April, Mao and June, the 
Washmgton authorities reported 
that improvement loans totalled 
$100,000,000. 

The plan has been taken up 
widely throughout Canada and, on 
the basis of population, it is estim­
ated that the same monhs this 
year in the Dominion will see some 
ten millions borrowed for home 
improvements. 

This is not all, however. It is 
found tiiat the H. I. P. is stimu­
lating private financing of home 
improvements to an amount equal 
to the amount borrowed and that 
home furnishing sales are develop­
ing to the extent of a sum! half 
the amount. This makes a pros­
pective expenditure of some $25,-
000,000. 

That these figures are not built 
on air can be realiized from the 
fact that, in the Domdnion, for 
the first three months that the 
scheme was in opertaion, the per­
iod up to January 31, 3,959 loans 
were made, totalling. $1,501,167. 
This was the situation in mid­
winter with the scheme only just 
under way. The possibilities for the 
spring are limited only by the en­
ergy injected into the effort, par­
ticularly by those who should be 
most interested. 

The Chamber of Commerce is 
arranging another special meeting 
for reprefijentatives of the con­
struction and allied businesses, to 
give an opportunity to form an or­
ganization similar to those in oth­
er centres which have stimulated! 
home improvement work. 

One important feature of the 
plan is that the larpe proportion 
of the expenditures goes ti labor, 
of he expenditures goes to labor, 
thus giving stimulus to all bosi-
ness. The Government is behind 
the plan to the extest of fifty mil­
lion dollars. 

Altogether it is evident that here 
is a large business to be devloped 
with a little concerted effort.— 
Cow^chan Leader.

FARM JOTTINGS 

MINERAL SUPPLEMENT 
PRODUCES GOOD RESUI/i S 

Ranches in the Cariboo, wliere a 
mineral supplement has been fed, 
have experienced very satisfying 
results in the production of 
stronger calves and it has been 
found that cows withstand the 
severe winter better than ordin­
arily, states G . A. Luyat, District 
Agriculturist at Williams .Lake, in 
reporting to Honourable K. C. 
MacDonald, Mnister of Agricul­
ture, on conditions during 1936 in 
the range areas of the Cariboo. 

The deficiency in the soil is at­
tributed to a lack of phosphorus 
which is explamed by the fact that 
cattle have been shipped out of 

the country continuously creating 
a drain on 'the phosphorus con­
tent with no return of the ele­
ment being made. 

•While it ha.s been recommendod 
to reed iod.ne in small quantities 
along wuth a mineral supply of 
calcium and phosphorus, Mr. Luy­
at points out that at no time has 
goitre occurred in calves and 
lambs, nor have there been hair­
less litters in pigs, showing ' that 
iodine is not lacking to any great 
extent, if at ail. 

Grasshopper infestation was 
general in the Cariboo d strict, but 
particularly in the Riske Creek 
area with the result that the range 
suffered considerably, states the 
district agriculturist. Along the 
Cariboo road, between 160 Mile 
and 150 Mile House, considerable 
damage was done to gardens and 
grain fields, but owing to limited 
range and the fact that the flights

WEED CONTROL BY SHALLOW 
TILLAGE 

(Expenmenal Farm Note) 
Al l weed seeds with a few ex­

ceptions, such as wild oatc, wild 
buckwheat and couch grass, are as 
small or smaller than grass and 
clover seeds. They germinate best, 
therefore, near the surface of the 
ground. It has been found that 
v/eed seeds v/hich mature early in 
the season germinate rertdUy in

the fall 01 the same year, provided 
conditions for their germination 
are favourable. Many of the weeds 
v/h ch grow in grain crops ripen 
earlier than grain and their seeds 
have fallen to the ground before 
the grain is Jiarvested. Tillage, not 
deeper than two inches, 'promotes 
the germination of these weed 
seeds and the young seedings can 
then be killed by subsequent till-
.age or by frost. 

Wlien weeds have been kept 
down in hoed crops by cuitivaton 
and hoeing, the surface layer ol 
soil has become comparatively 
free from weed seeds. Ploughing 
or deep cultivation after a hoed 
crop turns down this surface layer 
and brings up soil which is in­
fested witli weed seeds. From a 
weed control viev/point, shallow 
cultivation after a hoed crop is 
better than ploughing. 

According to experiments con­
ducted by the Field Husbandry Di ­
vision, Central Experimental Farm 
Ottawa, twelve cultivations to a 
depth of six inches eradicated a 
simlar stand of the same weed. It 
will be observed, therefore, that 
there was a saving of only two 
cultivations when the depth of 
cultivation was three times as 
great. Obviously cultivation to a 
depth of six inches requh'es con­
siderably more power than culti­
vation to a depth of only two 
inches. 

• Since shallow tillage is more 
effective than deep tillage in the 
control of annual and biennial 
weeds, and is also effective in the 
control of perennials, the practice 
of shallow tillage • is, therefore, 
recommended for the control of 
all weeds. 

CARE OF THE SOW AND LITTER 

(Experimenal Farm Note) 
The brood sow should be in a 

thrifty condition when bred and 
maintained in breeding condition, 
neither too fat or too thin, dur­
ing pregnancy. 

Daily exercise is necessary and 
'•can. be ensured by providing pas­
ture, in summer and feeding'in an 
outside lot in winter, previous to 
farrowing, at some little distance 
from the sleeping quarters. Durhig 
winter some fresh sode, green feed 
and roots will help approximate 
summer pasture conditions. Care 
must be taken to prevent the sow 
from becoming constipated. Bran 
should be added to the regular ra­
tion two weeks or more previous to 
farrowmg. A suitable meal mixture 
for pregnant sows consists of 2 
parts oat chop and 1 part shorts 
or ground wheat supplemented 
with a little skim milk or 5 per 
cent tankage. 

To prevent hairlessness or goitre 
in new born, pigs, one ounce of 
potassium iodine should be dis­
solved in one gallon of water and 
each sow given one tabespoonful 
of the solution two or three times 
weekly in feed. If the sow farrows 
durhig cold weather, artificial heat 
will be necessary, and special care 
should be taken to prevent chilhiig 
of the new born pigs. The use of a 
small amount of cut stravsrs for 
bedding, and guard rails, will help 
prevent tramping and crushing of 
the littl pigs. 

Wlien the sow becomes hungry 
after farrowing, she may be given 
a little warm thin slop, containing 
oat chop and bran, after which 
the regular nm'sing feed may be 
introduced and gradually hicreased 
over a- period of several days, to 
all the sow can eat in two or three 
feeds daily. A good nursing ration 
con.'jists of equal parti; oat chop 
and shorts, supplemented with 3 
pounds of skim milk per pomid of 
meal, or 10 per cent of tankage 
and a little bran if available. 

If a little sweet skim milk with 
sfted oat chop, shorts,- etc., anei 
provided for the little pigs in a 
creep they will learn to feed at an 
early age and receive no setback 
at weaning. Castration should be 
attended to when pigs are four to 
six meeks of age so that they will 
be healed before weaninv. Wean­
ing is generally advisable at six to 
eight weeks. Sows and litters han­
dled as outlined above at the Ex­
perimental .Farm, Indian Head, 
Saskatcliewan, have invariably 
given good results. 

ASSISTANCE TO SETTLERS' 
AGREEMENT 

Applcations to benefit under the 
Assistance to Settlers' Agrcemoit 
Ithe regulations governing which 
are briefiy contained hereunder, 
can now be made by applicants at 
the office of the Relief Officers in 
the province. 
1. The plan "will be fir.it put into 

effect in the coastal and south­
ern aistricts and extended to 
other areas as soon as weather 
conditions warrant. 

2. Applications will be grouped 
by the board under various clas-
ificatons and assistance will be 
first granted under the scheme 
to those who can be placed on a 
self-supporting basis v/ith the 
lesser expenditure and within 

the shorter period of time. 
3—ELIGIBILITY 

(a) Only farmers now on relief 
or those who were during some 
part of the year 1936 and are 
now found to be in need of same 
are eligible for assistance under 
the plan. 

(b) Only persons who are now 
residing on the land and whose 
land is classed productive by the 
Department of Agriculture, but 
v/ho have insufficient acreage 
under cultivation to be eiitii-ely 
self-supporting. ' n 

(c) A farm will be intei-peted as 
being 30 acres or more except in 
cases where intensive produc­
tion such as poultry, market 
gardening, small fruit produc­
tion, seed growing, etc., consti­
tute the principal undentakmgs 
in which 5 acres would be clas­
sed as the minimum. 

(d) Consideration only be given 
to tliose whose past record m-
d.cates that they have been de-. 
sirous of establishing themselves 
on a self-supporting basis on the 
land. Persons who. follow other 
occupations and merely have the 
farm for a home are not eligible. 

(e) If the a.pplicant is prepared-
to do the class of farming which 
the lands are suitable for, also 
crops which he could • market 
takhig into consideration his lo­
cation and transportation facili­
ties. 

(f) Only those who can be esab-
llshed on a self-supporting basis 
with the maximum amount of 
fuds available for each family. 

(g) Persons who have non­
productive soils would only be 
considered provided they will 
transfer to suitable lands. 

6. Farmers are not assisted who 
intend to sell propterty rather 
than remain thereon. 

7. Persons who have other farm 
propex-ty than, that which they 
are now residing on are not eli­
gible for assistance under the 
plan. • 

S. Farmers who are on rented 
lands are not eligible for assist­
ance under the plan. 

(9) Farmers who have their 
property mortgaged beyond a 
reasonable figure are not eligible. 

(10) The farmers who have pur­
chased their property under an 
agreement of sale may be con­
sidered eligible for assistance 
under the plan provided there is 
a,' possibility of the terms of 
agreement being carried out. 

(11) No farmer should be sup­
plied with livestock before he 
has acreage under cultivation to 
provide his feed requirements. 
Districts vary as to acreage re­
quirements. Dlstvlics vaiy as lo 
ac'icage required owir.ir to tli^ 
class of crops grown and the 
period of winter feeding. 

(12) Farmers placed under this 
plan may not be required to per­
form road work for subsistence 
allowance as It is the intention 
that full time must be given to 
farm unprovements.
