Britain Held in Grip Of 
Worst Gales in Years 
GRENiWICH, Eng.—rThe heaviest 

rainfall since the time of the battle 
of Waterloo, was registered, here toj-i 
day (Tuesday), and the whole of 
southern England has ben visited for 
the past six weeks with the heaviest 
rainfall since the Franco-Prussian 
war. In the north and in Scotland 
large areas are entirely cut off, and 
many sheep farmers have suffered 
serious losses of live stock due to 
blizzards. Belfast, Ireland has had to 
turn to Scotland for a large pro­
portion of her milk supply. The lat­
est bulletin from the valley of the 
Ouse in Norfolk and Cambridgeshire, 
reports that at 3:30 a.m. this morn)-, 
ing (Tuesday) the situation is acute. 
There is a great probability that the 
Ouse Avill burst its banks, and all 
available men have been called Into 
service to build dams at a point'̂ on 
the river about ten miles from Ely, 
where 250 square miles are threat­
ened with floods.

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Sanitation In the Farrowing Pen 
One of the most essential consid­

erations in tlie profitable manage­
ment ol' swine ia the maintenance of 
health in the herd. Unless retiirded 
by disease the l)ig will produce more 
meat from one hundred pounds of 
feed than any other farm animal. 
Unfortunately swine are subject to 
a considerable number and variety 
of diseases, some of which will 
si)read raiddly through the herd and 
cause a high mortality If some strict 
methods are not adopted for their 
prevention and control. Disease, 
Itrohably more than any other factor 
is responsible for the large number 
of poorly finished and too low grade 
finality hogs which are marketed 
each year. 

A sanitary start is the best and 
cheapest moans of disease control. 
Often infection sets in, or parasitism 
begins in the farrowing pen where 
the young are born. It is, therefore. 
Quite readily seen that one of the 
essential steps in disease prevention 
should 'be the careful and thorough 
cleaning and scrubbing of the far­
rowing pen at regular intervals. At 
the Dominion Experimental Station, 
I/acombe, Alberta, before the sows 
are .put into their farrowing house, 
thei house is thoroughly washed with 
a strong solution of boiling water 
and lye in the proportion of one 
pound, of lye to thirty gallons of wa­
ter. Woi-ni eggs are capable of re­
maining alive for five years, and ev­
en" longer, and only by heat are they 
readily killed. Hot water with lye 
added is one of the best known 
means of eradicating worm eggs 
from buildings. Needless to say, the 
-work must be well done. If cracks 
and corners are neglected bad re­
sults are almost sure to follow. Just 
previous to putting the sow into the 
clean farrowing pen, the sow is 
scrubbed carefully, especially around 
the udder, with warm soapsuds and 
a stiff brush to remove any worm 
eggs which may be adhering. 

If the farrowing pen is carefully 
goiue over with hot water and lye, 
not only will the eggs of every spec­
ies of worm be destroyed but also 
all forms of disease producing bac­
terial life. The practice of this simple 
system will save the lives of many 
pigs and save much time and feed 

wasted in raising stuntud ])jgd. 
How Much Seed to Sow per Acre 
How much seed should be sown 

|)er acre for farm crops? The ans­
wer to this important question is 
helped, considerably throiigh the pub­
lication by the Dominion Department 
of Agriculture of two circulars on 
the subject, one for the east and one 
for the west. In the different parts 
of eastern Canada, the rates of seed­
ing the nommonly known farm crops 
vary somewhat according to the pe­
culiar conditions, just as the varia­
tion in the Prairie i)rovinces is more 
or less pronounced owing to'the dif­
ference in soil and climate. Indeed, 
in the prairie provinces there are 4 
distinct soil-climate zones, and with­
in each zone there is a considerable 
range in soil type. E.\-perience has 
shown that the best rate of seeding 
usually varies from zone to zone, and 
also between soil typos in the same 
zone. 

The rates of seeding grain and, 
forage crops suggested in the cir­
culars, which have been prepared by 
the Eieui Husbandry Division, are 
based on experiments conducted on 
the Experimental Farms of the Do­
minion Department of Agriculture 
throughout the Prairies and Eastern 
Canada. Under some conditions in 
the iPrairie Provinces, lighter and 
heavier rates have given slightly 
better returns, but for most condi-

:tions the rates suggested have proved; 
most satisfactory. With regard to 

'eastern Cana'da, possibly there are 
.some special conditions where the 
sowin gof the amounts of seed, dif­
ferent from what is generally rec-
commended, may be desirable, but 
for tlie average soil and climatic 
conditions which prevail iu eastern 
Canada, the rates of seeding sug­
gested, in the eastern Canada circu­
lar will be found to give as good and 
usually better average yields than 
the heavier or lighter seeding. Some 
ju'digment is, of course, necessary and 
some experience is desirable when 
selecting the seeding rate for dif­
ferent varieties of crops and differ­
ent sizes,of seed. 

A decree, issued by the French 
Government on January 1, 1937, pro­
vided for a tariff rebate on imported 
durum wheat to semolina manufac­
turers on condition that the latter 
use not less than 25 per cent North 
Africa durum in their operations.

The Editor: 

In the Quesnel Observer dated 
February 27, there appeared among 
the "Weekly World News in Brief" 
the following item: "The Vatican 
newspaper "Osservatore Romano," 
reports that 16,750 priests and 11 
bishops, beween 40 and 50 per cent 
of the total Spanish clergy, ' have 
been murdered by the Reds." 

This is an interesting item and op­
ens up a train of thought.

Everyone 
knows, or at any rate, the' informa­
tion may be easily obtained, that 
this government, at the time of the 
commencement of the Fascist-insiiir-
ed revolution in Spain, was composed 
of Liberals and other pro-democracy 
leftists, though there was not a 

,single Communist in the cabinet. It­
aly and Germany have long prepared 
to foist Fascism on Spain, launchedi 
their attack in conjunction with their 
brothers Franco and Mala, whose 
armies consisted of mercenaries from 
the Foreign Legion, colored M.oroc-
can troops, and a few of the more 
brutal, ignorant and politically mis­
led of the soldiers from the regular 
Spanish army.

rise, and is not being waged, upon 
any issue of "Shall Communism bo 
established in Spain?" but rather ia 
simply ail unashamed attempt by the 
forces of privilege to overthrow a 
government more nearly reporesent-
iiig the masses of the people than 
were its Monarchist and Rightest 
predecessors. Of course, upon the 
outbreak of hostilities, all those who 
had any regard for doinocracy. and 
any realization of the horrors of re­
pression and terror which would fol­
low should privilege win the day, 
threw their weight behind the gov­
ernment, and these included many 
priests and large numbers of the 
Catholic laity, notably the Basque 
and Catalan Catholics, who were 
considered to be among the most cul­
tured of the Spanish Catholics, and 
very active in their religion. Natur­
ally, those falling before the Govern­
ment guns during the fighting would 
include priests, or any other cate­
gory of citizens who saw fit to bear 
arms, or otherwise assist the revolt. 

Then again, I question the terra 
"murder" in this connection. Law 
and custom determine that Avhen a 
bandit invades our home or property 
and attempts by force to deprive us 

'of what we consider our hardly-won 
rights we may fight in self defence, 
and, if the bandit is killedi, it is not 
termed "murder." And if the term 
bandits cannot be applied to the 
ruthless forces—mostly not even na­
tive to the country....which are now 
so callously destroying the beauties 
and treasures of old Spain, then to 
whom indeed is the term applicable? 

It would be interesting, j\Ir. Editor, 
in the interests of "fairness to both 
sides," which so many of the alleged 
democratic .soyernment;s geem to, s.et 
upbh today) to have before us the 
figures relating to the numbers of 
Avomen and children, of aged or 

wounded men, and of other unarmed 
.non-combatants, who have been de­
liberately murdered (here I use the 

,term advisedly) by the invading Fas­
cist forces. What does the civilized 
world think of the recent evacuation 
of Malaga, when Fascist planes and 
battleships kept up ceaseless bomb­
ing and) machine gunning of the des­
perate hordes of citizens, mostly wo­
men and young children, many of 
them already sick through war pri­
vations, while they made their piti­
ful trek, without food, shelter or 
clothing, to the nearest place of cam-
parative safety, 100 miles away? 
Would you not call this murder? 
History holds no parallel to this 
shocking demonstration of "man's 
inhumanity to man."

should be on guard against being de­
luded into lending any assistance or 
sympathy to those who would de­
stroy it.
