NEW LONDON, Texas.—The most, 
terrible disaster in the history of 
Texas, or in the history of the 
United States, occui*red here Thurs­
day, when the new $1,000,000 con­
crete arid brick Consolidated School 
collapsed after a terriflSc explosion, 
followed by two minor bla!sts. Eyef-
witnesses state that the first ex­
plosion was followed immediately by 
two smaller ones and the walls of 
the structure collapsed. There were 
8O0 pupils in the building at the 
time of the blast, which occurred at 
3:20 ip.m., just ten minutes before 
school was let out for the day. There 
were also 40 teachers. Of this num­
ber about 650 of the pupils are dead 
or missing. Only four of the teachers 
survived the blast. Marshal law wâ s 
immediately declared, and police anSd: 
soldiers had difficulty in restraining 
the crowds of near-frantic parents 
and relatives which tried to enter 
the smouldering ruins. First aid 
crews for neighboring towns ans­
wered the call for assistance an the 
work of removing the small boies 
dfrom the ruins was commenced. 
The cause of the disaster was be­
lieved to be a leaky gas main in 
the basement. The children left iu 
the building were from the fifth 
grade up, the oldest being about sixj-
teen years of age. The younger chil­
dren in the lower grades had al­
ready gone home. •, i

ELDER STATESMAN OF 
BRITISH EMPIRE PASSES 

Death camee on Tuesday to Sir 
Austen Chamberlain, elder statesman 
in the British House of Commons. 
Death resulted from heart attack in 
his London home. He had been 111 in 
bed f<*' some days, but on Tuesday 
was able to get up and come down­
stairs to his library. Although he had 
been in poor health for some time, 
his illness was not considered seriĵ  
ous.

Since 
then he has been Foreign Secretary, 
and as such negotiated the Locarno 
Pact, and he also served as Chancel­
lor of the Exchequer. He was eldest 
son • of famous Joseph Chamberlain, 
who was also Foreign Secretary a 
generation before him. He was 74 
years of age.

FARM JOTTINGS 
B R I T I S H E A T I N G M O R E 

C A N A D I A N B A C O N 

Ah hicreasing quantity of Cana­
dian' bacon is being eaten in the 
Britisli Isles and it is an excellent 
product, too, for no less than 8C per 
cent of the 147,088,800 lbs. that was 
exported from .Canada in 1935 was of 
the top quality or .Grade A. The r€(̂  
maining I'l" per cent was Grade B. 
There was no Grade C shipped and 
none is going forward. 

There is a carefully arranged and 
supervised organization in connec­
tion with the Canadian bacon ship­
ments. First there are the bacon 
grading regulations set up by the 'Do(-
minion Department of Agriculture 
in 1933 under which all packing 
plants exporting bacon must be l i ­
cenced to ship Wiltshire sides. The 
Ministerial orders under the bacon 
grading regulations prescribe the 
grades as A B, and C; the method 
of branding and marking the Grade 
.A. carcass as "Canada" brand and 
the nature and form of the shipping 
manifest which outlines clearly the 
quantity and quality of the bacon 
in the shipment. The onus of correct 
grading and packing is on the ipacker 
and any deviation from "the required 
standards or failure to comply with 
them leaves the packer open to pen­
alty. On arriyal in England each 
shipment undergoes an additional' in\-
spection by a qualified officer of the 
Dominion Department of Agriculture 
and any faults or criticisms are re­
ported back to the Department. 

Then there is the system under 
which each of the 25 packing plants 
exporting bacon is required to esti­
mate the' amount of bacon it plans 
to ship each month during the year. 
This system is designed to keep the 
shipments within a fiye per cent 
variation in quantity from week to 
week in order to prevent wide fiuc(-i 
tuations in the supplies going for­
ward. Each exporter commits him­
self to ship a definite quantity of 
bacon each month and the figures 
for this commitment are supplied to 
the Dominion Live Stock Branch on 
the first day of each month. 

Canadian bacon goes forward in 
the form of "Wiltshire sides pickled 
and cured and not smoked. The 
smoking is done hy the buyers in 
England. 

In 1933 the Canadian exports to 
the British Isles totalled 71,524,700 
lbs. valued at $8,071,803. The follow­
ing year the British imports of bacon 
from Canada rose to 119,707,600 lbs. 
with a value of $18,754,713. In 1936 
the figures were 124,327,900 lbs. and 
$19,733,529 and in 1936 they advanced 
to 147,688,800 lbs. and $25,188,590. 

The volume of Canadian bacon 
that has been sent to Britain in re­
cent years combined with a fairly 
high standard of quality has conser-
Quently created a definite demand 
for this distinctly Canadian product. 
There is every assurance at the pres­
ent time that the steady and open 
market in Britain that has been 
available in the past five years will 
continue. 

T E S T N E W S T R A I N O F A L F A L F A 
S E E D 

The production of a new. variety 
of soy-bean by the Division of For{-! 
age Plants, Experimental Farms 
Branch, Dominion Department of 
Agriculture, calls attention to the 
fact that the Forage Plants Division 
is engaged in the breeding of many 
othed forage plants. In the course 
of its investigations, the Division 
has produced a new strain of alfalfa, 
but before being released for distri­
bution this new strain will be sup)-/ 
Jected to further tests. 

If this new strain maintains its 
performance in the succeeding tests. 
It should prove of considerable 
value to the alfalfa grower, lead to 
cheaper seed, and thus help in ex­
tending the acreage seeded to this 
crop. The new strain was produced 
at the Central Experimental Farm, 
Ottawa, as the result of intercrossing 
a number of self-fertilizing select, 
tlons isolated from the 'Grimm var­
iety. The new strain was tested in 
1936 in comparison with the stand-, 
ard varieties for yields of hay and 
seed. The data obtained showed that 
the new strain only slightly outyleld^ 
ed the standard varieties in the hay 
test, but in the seed test it outyield-
ed the best standard variety by 50 
per cent.

It has 
given its best iierformance in north­
ern Alberta. 
. Legacy was developed at the Cent-, 

tral Experimental Farm, Ottawa, and 
matures midway between Victory and 
Gopher. It appears to be adapted 
mainly to central pai-ts of Alberta 
and Saskatchewan where it produces 
a high yield of somewhat sHender 
grains of good quality. At the Bran­
don Experimental Farm, Legacy out-
yields Gopher but is Inferior to the 
latter in bushel weight.

The other rust resistant varieties 
of American origin, Minrus and 
Rusota, have been tested at Branj-/ 
don. Both have proved to be of poor 
quality, jjarticularly the former 
which possesses objectionable yellow 
kernals. 

Vanguard is a new highly rust re­
sistant oat produced at the Dominion 
Rust Laboratory, Winnipeg, and 
shortly to be released for distribu­
tion. Results from recent co'-iopera-
tive tests chow it to be two dai,3 
earlier maturing than Banner, stiffer 
strawed and ajpproximately equal in 
bushel-weight and yielding capacity. 
The quality of grain is very satis­
factory. 

A N O T H E R F O R R I P L E Y 

Something new in engine trouble 
happened to J. N. Stephenson of 
Senneville, Que., the other day. The 
motor coughed and the car kicked 
and jumped, indicating that one or 
more cylinders was not working. 
Probably a cracked spark plug and 
a short circuit. So, to the garage. 
The attendant opened the hood—and 
laughed. "Here's a new one," said 
he. "I've known cows, pigs, and even 
moose to stop a car, but this is the 
first time I ever heard of its being 
done by a rat." Sure enough, the 
lonSHtailed rodent had crawled on 
top of the engine to get warm and 
made a .short circuit across two 
spark plugs which, in the 1930 Olds-
mobile, are set in the top of the 
engine. The.garage man said it was 
worth admission and amusement 
tax. • 

P R E S E R V A T I O N O F T I E S 

Most people have walked the rail(-. 
way tracks and while trying to reg­
ulate their pace to step on the ties, 
have noticed the black, oily appear­
ance and tarry smell of the wood! 
Very few people think of the impori-, 
tance to themselves of these treated 
ties. The price of practically every 
commodity used in Canadian homes 
is affected by the cost of railway 
transportation. 

If it were not possible to treat 
wooden ties to resist decay, the rail­
way companies would be forced to 
adopt a substitute, for wood. In 1912 
for every 46 ties used there was 
only one treated but by 1935 for ev­
ery 1.7 ties untreated there Avas one 
treated. The two principal preserva­
tives in use in Canada at the present 
time are creosote and zinc chloride. 

Research laboratories are experll-j 
menting with various chemicals and 
their reactions upon various woods. 
Their findings mean a great saving 
in the national and private budgets 

las fir and oak can be used either 
treated or untreated. 

There were approximately four 
million treated ties placed in the 
tracks in 1935 at an average cost of 
over one dollar.

' Presbyterian Sabbath. Whether or 
not in the early days the same 
charge was laid, is not recorded, so 
far as we know, but it is a fact that 
in the ancient English cathedral of 
Gloucester one of the beautiful 
stained glass windows represents a 
golfer. 

Sometimes the child of an over-
indulgent mother fails to measnie up 
to the expectations of a more exac­
ting father.
