Firemen ﬂ;;iored At
Banquﬂednesday

Over 40 firemen and others were
guesls of the Village at a banquet
held in the Travellers Rest Wednes-
day night, when the Volunteer Fire
Department was honored for the
gplendid service they have given in
the past year. Mr. F. Clarke, chair-
man of the Village Commissioners,
wag in the chair, and after all weré
seated, proposed the toast to 'The
King. He then spoke briefly, voicing
for the town the deep appreciation
felt by everyone at the firemen's
efforts on our behalf, He congratii-
lated Fire Chief MacNaughton and
his men on their efficiency, which
with the limited equipment at their
disposal, was equal to any simiiar
orgunization in the Province. He then
proposed the roast to the ‘“Volunteer
Ifire Brigade.,” The toast was rte~
sponded to by Fire Chief MacNaug h-
ton.

Constable Bradley, Deputy Fire
Marshal for the Province, was then
called upon, and spoke of the fine
co-operation between his department
and the fire hrigade. He then went on
and talked ow a fire hazard in cne »f
Quesnai’'s smiller business premi:es
which recently endangered a large
portion of the business block. He
strongly recommended that all props
erty owners be extremely careful
with all fire hazards, and pointed out
that unless the owner of property had
been warned by himself or the Fire
Chief for having a fire hazard, no
claim could be made by others suf-
fering damage in any resulting fire.

The chairman then called upon Mr,
John A. Fraser, one of the Commis-
sioners. Mr. Fraser told the company
that for the first time in 40 years or
more he had felt secure as far as fire
hazard to his- business is concerned.
He also pointed out echat the fine re-
sults obtained by the fire brigade
were the direct result of community
co-operation,
opinion other matters of community |
enterprise could be as successfully
effected if the same enthusiasm wre
injected into them. 'Not only the
town was helped by such efforts, but
every man, woman and child within
its limits. Mr. Fraser ended his talk
by congratulating the fire brigade.

R. Moffat, C. ‘H. Allison,
'Commissioner, W. #enning, local

Mire ranger, .who ‘thanked:- the brigadeé:

for their co-operation with his des
partment, and by Geoff. Smith, who
as a fireman, wished to : publicly
voice his appreciation of their fire
chief.

. S. Vaughan, clerk of the Corpora-
tion, then addressed the company
from an insurance agent's point of
view, and pointed out that the iny
stallation of a water system in the
town and the formation of the Volun-
teer kFre Brigade had materially re-
duced insurance rates within the
Municipality, and stated that in his

opinion further reductions would be
made as the efficiency of the brigd
ade increased. He also read a letter
from” Fred Pinchbeck, who was the
first fire chief, and served several
years -in that capacity before mov-
ing to Kamloops.

Louis LeBourdais spcke briefly,
stating that most towns organized
their department after the town had
been burned down (This might also
apply to Quesnel, as in the winter of
1915-16 a large portion of the busid
ness block was burned to the ground
with a loss of over $250,000). He also
spoke of the confusion of bells, and
the shmilarity of tone between the
new bell at the Anglican Church and
the present fire bell, which is caus-
ing residents of North Quesnel mild
heart attacks whenever it rings.

The chairman then announced that
the Commissioners had already purn-
chased a fire siren, which had been
installed, but proved unsatisfactory,
being too smull, He said that they
were now negotiating for one of larg-
er size which could be heard by
everyone within the Village limits
He also congratulated Walter Smith,
who lives in the fire hall ‘and keeps
the equipment and fire engine in
first-class condition,

The gathering broke up about 9:30
p.n. with the singing of God Save
the King.

‘GOVERNMENT BOOK-KEEPING

The following editorial appeared in
The Cowichan Leader, and ‘voices a
universal plea for each Provincial
Government to explain just what it
i8 ‘doing with regard to the expendi-
ture of -public funds:

‘OVERNMENT financing, both

Federal and Provincial, has be-
‘come & nightmare to the man -on the
street who tries to follow it. As the
mountaing of debt are piled up the
fipures are being juggled in wondrous
fashion.

From the Edmonton Bulletin we
obtain an idea of how one phase of
the B.C. situation looks to.calm, dis-
passionate eyes in a province where
economic experiments seem to have
even the Government standing ‘on its
head. The Bulletin says:—

British Columbia is obtaining a
loan 'of one million dollars from the
-Dominion, " to meet the Province's
ghare of relief costs. The Province
closed its fiscal year not long ago
with an announced surplus. To the
other novelties introduced by the de-
pression, add that of an accounting
system which enables a Government
to show a surplus while borrowing
‘money for running expenses.

Just to avoid misconception, by the
way, this loan is for relief purposes,
not for general or any .other Provin-
cial expenditure. That is the only
kind of loan the Dominion Govern-
ment is empowered to make to a
province without getting special
sanction from Parliament. ‘

No Provincial ‘Government gifted
with worldly wisdom should hdave any
trouble disproving that the money
it needs to borrow is the identical
money it has to pay out for relief,
its revenues being used to meet their
requirements.
