W B NOTE by recent papers' that 
the much discussed . B.C. Health 

Insurance plan has undergone re­
vision and is being brought out un­
der a new guise—but, unfortunately, 
\vith most of the objectionable 
clauses still intact. We do not wish 
to create the impression that we 
harbour feelings of antipathy against 
a health insurance scheme, or, for 
that matter, against any Govern-, 
ment which sponsors such much-, 
needed legislation. It has :tieen 
proved, by the trial and error method, 
that the last draft of the scheme by 
the B.C. Government was unaccept­
able both to the people of the Prov­
ince - and to the medicail .profession. 
jHowever, there were parts of the 
scheme wliich met with public-ap­
proval, and, considering everythiiig, 
something at least has been accbiap-
lished. 

T-vvo of the most unacceptable 
clauses, and the ones which it would 
seem will ultimately prove the down­
fall of the scheme unless rectified, 
aippear to be (a) the classes into 
which the benefits have been divid­
ed, and. .(,b) the fact that tlie under­
taking is being sponsored only by 
the 'Provincial Governments, in place 
of being a Federal matter, and one 
plan made to act for the whole Do­
minion. 

With regard to classification of 
benefits. There should be none. 
Every resident of Canada should be 

•'taxed according to his earning power, 
and A L L should be able: to receive 
the same treatment, whether for hos­
pitalization or medical attention. If, 

-'for any reason, the breadwinner; of a 
family should become incapacitated 
or his family should not be able to 
bear the brunt of misfortune through 
lack of proper medical attention or 
hospitalization. A wealthy man could 
call in what medical man he chose; 
or pay for hospitalization where he 
chose, but would still be liable to 
the tax. 

With regard to health insurance 
being a Federal rather than a Pro­
vincial scheme. One can picture, a 
few years hence, nine different sets 
of health insurance statutes in Can­
ada's nin Provinces, -with the at­
tendant nine costly bureacs. of ad­
ministration. Ohe standard set of 
health insurance statutes, with one 
bureau to carry on the administration 
of the health scheme, should be all', 
that is required to carry out a. suc­
cessful health insurance policy for 
Canada's ten millions of population. 
Still, one must crawl before one can 
walk.

B O L T S O N B E L G I U M ' S D O O R 

IT is not surprising that Belgium 
today should be seeking to re­

define her position; to escape from 
some of the onerous responsibilities, 
that have been thrust upon her; to 
reduce her commitments without be­
ing deprived of the support of her 
great neighbors. No one will be­
grudge her the new position result­
ing from King Leopold's visit to Lon­
don. 

With good reason her land has 
been spoken of as the "cockpit of 
•Europe." On her soil more battles 
have been fought iu the last 400-years 
than in any other equal area of the 
Continent. In the World War her 
counti'y was occupied by an enemy 
for four years. Her "neutrality," 
guaranteed by the great powers since 
1839, proved of uo avail to her in 
1914. 

The system of mutual obligations 
and guarantees that has been con­
trived since then seems to her to be 
fraught with dangers not loss for­
midable. She now feels she has a 
place outside the disputes of her 
neighbors; that she has been re­
leased from some of her military 
commitments, aud has surer guaran­
tees of her independence and integ­
rity. In his visit to England, King 
Leopold stated his case, and showed 
that the Belgian proposal was not 
one-sided as at first it was supposed 
to be. 

The position of Belgium has been 
fundamentally altered since 1926 by 
,two factors—the rise of a heavily 
armed Germany, whose forces are no 
longer removed from her frontier by 
a demilitarized zone, and, secondly, 
by Germany's denunciation of the 
Locarno treaty. 

Belgium was a participator in the 
sitaff talks which took place last 
April, and since then the impression 
has persisted tliat she would be in­
volved in any defensive action that 
Britain and France might be com­
pelled to take. Locarno, from being 
an instrument of security, appeared 
to . her, on the contrary, a poasible 
da&ger.

Losses in livestock in Canada from 
all causes attributable to warble 
flies have been estimated from ?7,-
000,000 to $14,000,000 every'year, ac­
cording to information compiled by 
'Dr. Arthur Cribson, Dominion Ento­
mologist and C. R. Twinn, Entomo­
logical Branch, Dominion Department 
of Agriculture. There are two species 
of these flies and their life histories 
and injurious habits- are similar. The 
flies lay eggs during sunny days on 
the legs and lower parts of livestock, 
particularly cattle. About 400 eggs 
are laid by each female fly. The tiny 
grubs hatch in a few days, penetrate 
the skin, migrate through the tissues, 
and in same, cases congregate in the 
region of the gullet where they re­
main until late winter.

reduces the yield of milk and brings 
about loss of flesh and condition. The 
animals become unthrifty and do uot 
gain satisfactorily when the grubs 
are numerous, with the ultimate re­
sult that valuable meat is wasted, 
necessitated by the butchers having 
to trim off "licked beef" from the 
best parts of the carcass where the 
grubs have been. 

M e a s u r e of C o n t r o l 
Control is effected by removing or 

killing the grubs while they are ex­
posed in the backs of the animals. 
The simplest and most effective 
method consists of applying a wash 
made from standardized derris pow­
der (1 lb.), soft soap (14 lb.) and 
water (1 gallon). The soft soap is 
boiled in a quart of water and when 
somewhat cooled is poured into a 
bucket containing the derris powder 
and mixed with i t into a paste. Cold 
water is added slowly, while stir­
ring, to make up one gallon; the mix­
ture is then ready for use. Stand­
ardized derris warble fly powders 
ready for use are sold commercially. 
The cost of materials for four dress­
ings is from 4 to 6 cents per animal. 
The date for the first application, 
varying in different parts of the Do­
minion, is in early spring when the 
swellings in the backs of the animals 
caused by the grubs first become sus­
picious. In the interior of British Co­
lumbia this treatment is given in 
mid-February; in the Prairie Prov­
inces and Eastern Canada, about the 

-third weeic in March. The second and 
third applications are made after in­
tervals of 2S days, aud the fourth 
after a further interval ol about 35 
days. The wash is liberally applied 
to the backs of the animals with a 
cloth or brush wherever the grubs 
are ijresent. Only sufficient wash for 
immediate application should be pre­
pared, and it should be .stirred fre­
quently. 

Tho effectiveness of these contro' 
measures against warbles ha:3 baer. 
recoguizî d in other partu of the worla 
as well as in Canada. In Great Brit­
ain an order of the Mi.aiS'".rv of Agri­
culture and Fisheries, entitled "War­
ble Fly (Dressing of Cattle) Order 
of 1936," dated January 31, 1936, re­
quires that every person (England, 
Wales and Scotland) having in his 
possession, or in his charge, any 
cattle whicli are visibly infected with 
the maggot of the warble fly, shall 
take prescribed measures consisting 
of either applying a derris dressing 
at proper intervals, or of squeezing 
out and destroying the grubs. 

The Dominion Department of Ag­
riculture is co-operating with the 
British Government in connection 
with the above order by treating all 
cattle exported from Montreal- to the 
British Isles during the months of 
February to June with a standardized 
derris wash, as recommended by the 
British Government, under the super­
vision of inspectors of the Health 
of Animals Branch, Dominion De­
partment of Agriculture,

Synopses of Mining 
Laws

VM« inners' Ccriifiestea 
Any person over the age of eighteen, 

»nd any Joint Stock Company is entitled 
to Miter ut>on all waste lands of the Crown 
and upon any other lands whereon the 
minerals other than coal are reserved to 
tha Crown and Us licensees (with specific 
reservations), for the purposa of prospect­
ing for minerals, locating claims, and min­
ing. The fee to an Individual for a Free 
Miners' Certificate Is $5.66 for one year. 
To R Joint Stock Company having a capital 
of $100,000.00 or less the fee for > year 
1* $50.00; If capitalized beyond this the 
fee 1« $100.00. The Free Mtaera' Certifi­
cates run from date of Issue and expire 
oa the 31st of May next after Its date 
or some subsequent 31st of May. Certi­
ficates may be obtained for any part of 
a year terminating on 31st of May for 
a proportionately less fee. (Free Miners' 
Certificates are also appUcabI* t« tb« 
Placer Mining Act.) 

Mlnera] Claims 
S I M : 61.65 acres. 
Recording fee: $2.N per claim. 
Representation: Assessment work to the 

extent of $100.00 must be done each year 
and recorded on or before the anniversary 
date of record of the claim. Cash in the 
sum of $100.00 may be paid to lieu of 
such assessment work. Fee for recording 
assessment work, $2.50. If the required 
assessment work has been performed 
within the year, but not recorded within 
that time, a free miner may within thirty 
days '.hereafter record such assessment 
work upon payment of an additional fee 
of $10.00.

Even the most modestly designed 
home can be made to look remark­
ably attractive by planting shrubs 
and flowers in the adjoining land.

It is a comprehensive book that 
should prove a constant companion 
to all who have an ambition to make 
their home surroundings a centre of 
attraction for their families and all 
who may see them.

Representation: A placer claim must 
be worked by the owner or someone on 
his behalf continuously as far as prac­
ticable during working hours. Lay-overs 
and leaves of absence may ba declared 
by the Cold Commissioner under certain 
conditions. To hold a placer claim for 
more than one year It must be re-recorded 
before the expiration of the record or re-
record. 

naoer HIainr leases 
Size and method of staking, etc. 
Eighty acres In extent, staked along a 

'aocatlon line" not more than one-half 
mile m length. In this line one bend or 
change of direction Is permitted. Where 
a straight line Is followed two posts only 
are necessary, le., an "Initial post" and 
a "final post." Where there Is a change 
of direction a legal post must be placed 
to mark the point of the said change. 
The leasehold Is allowed a width not in 
excess of one-quarter mile. Tha locator 
Is required within thirty days after the 
date of the location t« post a notice In 
the office of the Mining Recorder setting 
out the name of the applicant; the num­
ber of his free miner's certificate; the 
date of location; the nnmber of feet lying 
lo the right and left of the location line: 
and the approximate area or sise of the 
ground. 

Drcdf l̂ng leases on rivers for five miles 
below low-water mark are also granted.
