1936 Breaks Record

OTTAWA — Canada’s mineral pro-
duction reached an all-time high of
$361,394,062 in 1936 as compared with
$312,344,457 in 1935, the previous re-
cord year. Gains were general to all
grops — metals, fuels, non-metallic
minerals other than fuels, and struc-
tural materials.

Production of all the principal me-
tals, excepting cobalt, silver and se-
lenium was the highest on record and
the increases in prices of copper and
lead bencfitted the base metal pro-
ducers. Zinc¢ prices improved also
towards the close of the year. In ad-
dition, several base metal properties
which have lain dormant during the
period of low metal prices were pre-
paring tor production in 1937. Gold
continued to maintain, by a wide
margin, its premier position as the
most valuable.metal produced from
Canadian mines and the value of
the . platinum metals almost equalled
suver.fSelemum and. tellurium are
increasmg -in mlporfance annuqlly

The total value of metal produced
at $258,952,328 represented 71 per
cent of .the total value of the mineral
production of the country and was
16.7 per cent greater than in 1935.

Large Audience Enjoys
Arguments of Debaters

regular monthly meeting of

the Quesnel P.-T.A. was held in the!
Tuesday, April 30. In the

school on
the chair
was taken
Miss Gwyer.
Before proceeding to the program
for the evening, a resolution drawn
up by the P.-T.A. executive, dealing
with the necessity for a community
playground was read. This resolution
is to be sent to many of the local

Speaking for the affirmative, on
the subject, “Resolved that the home
exerts greater influence than the
school on the development of the
character of the child,” Mr. F. Thom-.
son stressed the idea that teachers
are born, not made, and seriously
questioned whether more than a
fraction of the teachers could be
“phorn’ teachers. He contended, and
ably maintained his argument, that
the bond of affection between parent
and child causes the child to turn
to the . parents, rather than the

teacher in time of trouble, for help,

“The school,” added
Mr. Thomson, “aims at high marks,
but brilliance never meant charac-
ter.” His closing sally that the say-
ing, “Like father, like son,” is well
known, but no one ever heard “Like
teacher, like pupil,” was greeted by
a roar of laughter.

The first speaker for the negative,
Mr. J. Freeman, characterized his
opponent’s argument as “an appeal
tothe emotions,” and asked his hear-
ers not to be carried away by
Stating the case for the school, Mr.
Freeman pointed out that the whole
purpose of education is to fit the
child to take his place in society—i.e.
character-building. “The school,”
said Mr. Freeman, * teaches reasoned
thinking, and works to change human

and guidance.

Speaking
from an economic standpoint, Mr.
