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MINING STILL TO THE FORE

ESPITE a succession of adverse
Ycriticism and black eyes under
which British Columbia’s mining in-
dustry is laboring at present, there
. is still a bright sun shining in the
sky. The industry is so firmly estab-
lished that the scandal of Hedley
Amalgamated cannot seriously effect
it, although progress 1is certainly
retarded by incidents of this kind.
The men working at the- Bralorne,
Premier, Pioneer, Island Mountain,
the Gold Quartz and several others
still go- down the shafts and bring
out the ore to keep the mills grind-
ing and—production is still on the in-
crease in the mining industry.

¢ The final figures for 1936 are worth‘

noting. The output for the year ex-
ceeded the $54,000,0000 mark, being
$5,000,000 in excess of 1935 and ap-
_proximately $12,000,000 over the 1934
figures. The closing of the Hidden
Creek camp and the "Anyox smelter
caused a serious. falling off in the

Surely the statistics compxled by
the rather expensive health insur-
ance commission, with its continu-
ing members, give the Government
gufficient information on which to
base a health -insurance ' scheme,
commensurate with the public purse
‘and the undoubted need for some
such scheme. Such being the case it
is to be hoped the Government, be-
‘fore the vote, will fully outline to
what extent and how quickly it would
‘produce health insurance, if the vote
be favorable.—Kamloops Sentinel.

CRITICS KEEP OUT

NEWS COMES from Rome that in
the last two weeks of March the
Fascist QGovernment banned from
Italy no less than three foreign jour-
nals, two of which have international
standing and authority. They are The
New York Herald Tribune, the Lon-
don Daily Telegraph and the Swiss
Neue Basler Zeitung. There are many
other mnon-Italian newspapers and
magazines, mostly British and French
whose entry into Italian territory
was forbidden a long time ago.

In some instances the reason given
for the ban and confiscation of for-
eign newspapers in Italy is that they
publish tendentious news calculated
to disturb the friendly relations be-
tween Italy and the country of the
offending journal. Generally, however,
foreign newspapers are barred from
Italy because of their criticism of
the Duce and his policy. It is a Fas-
cist axiom that Mussolini is always
right. All those who challenge this
dictum and dare express opinions
which are not laudatory of Fascism
are held to be guilty of a Fascist
offense and deserving of punishment.

If the offender is un Italian journ-
alist he is sent to jail, maybe for
ten years; if he is a foreign news-
paperman he is expelled from Italy
as an undesirable alien, unworthy of
Fasecist hospitality; if the offense
comes f{rom the editorial chair of a
foreign independent  journal, that
journal is barred.

TRAFFIC BY-LAW No. 35,
OF 1937

A BY.LAW TO AMEND THE
TRAFFIC .BY-LAW

HE - COMMISSIONERS of the

“Corporation of the Village of
Quesnel » in open meeting assemb-
led enact .as follows:—

1. This By-law may be cited as “The
Traffic By-law Amendment Num.-
ber 36 of 1937.”-

Section 11 -of the Traffic By-law

* Number 10, 1928 is repealed, and

the following sections are added :

to the said By-law.
“No -bull, stéer, “cow, calf, neat
cattle, or animal of the bovine
.- gpecies by whatsoever techni-
cal or familiar name known, or
horse, filly, mare, foa colt. mule.
ass, swine, sheep, lamb, goat
geese or chicken
shall be allowed to stray, de-
pasture or trespass on any land
the title to which is- in the
Crown, and which is situate
within the boundaries of the
Village of Quesnel; or
" shall be allowed to run at large
on any street, lane, highway,
boulevard, park, avenue Or Du-
lic place within the boundaries
of the Village of Quesnel; or
shall be allowed to stray, de-
pasture or trespass on any
street, lane, highway, boulevard,
park, avenue or public place
within the boundaries of the
Village of Quesnel; or
shall be allowed to trespass on
private property within the
boundaries of the Village of
Quesnel. .
“Run at large” or “Running at
large” as used in this By-law
means without being under the
control of the owner either
by being secureiy tethered on
private property; or
by being in direct and contin-
uous charge and control of suf-
ficient herders to prevent the
said animal straying, depastur-
ing or trespassing contrary to
this By-law; or
By being kept in confinement
within any building, or other
enclosure or a fence.

“Public place” as used in this
By-law shall include any land
within the boundaries of the Vil.
lagg of Quesnel which is not pri-
vate property, and shall include
all lands the title to which is
in the Crown.,

Any person contravening, viol-
ating, or falling or neglecting to
comply with any of the provis-
ions of this By-law, or any per-
son guilty of any infraction of
any of the provisions of this By-
