- Returning from a dance early Sat-
urday morning, a car driven by John
Webster ran off the road near Mac-
dlxster and turned over, c: wusing thc
death of Ray Pierce, Soda Crcck, 19.

The accident ogcceurred about a mile
gnud a hall below Maculister, on .
long up-grade. The cur in which the
party was travelling was u Iord light
delivery. Three. were in the cab and
three were riding in the rear, and
according to the driver the car,
which was travelling at a moderate
rate of speed, ran into loose gravel
and - would not answer the wheel., Af-
ter running oft the road the car turn-
ed over. The passengers in the cab
were uninjured, Lut of those on the
rear,-two were thown clear or jump-
ed. Apparently Pierce, according to
‘one of -the passengers, hung Lo the
side of the car and was caught be-
neath it when it turned over.
Pierces neck was broken: two
vertebrae at the basge of the skull
being crushed and the spinal cord
was injured to such an extent as to
cause instant death.
" .The party immediately notified Lhe
‘Provincial Police and the body was
brought to Quesnel where an autopy,
sy was performed the same evening.
A coroner's jury viewed the body
and releaged it for burial, which, we
‘understand,. will take place at Soda
Creek ‘today. ’
