Spectacle of t^oronation 

Thrills Heart of Empire 

• D R A G O N L A K E H O L D S ' P I C N I C O N 
C O R O N A T I O N D A Y 

"God Save the Kiay!" That cry; 
burst from thousands of throats as 
the Archbishop of Canterbury placed 
the Crown of England ou the head of' 
King George VI in Westminster Ab,-. 
bey Wednesday. 

One thousand years of history, both 
turbulent and peaceful, have passed 
since Athelstan, grandson of King 
Alfred, was established on tho' 
throne of united England. In the Ab-i 
bey Cluirch of Westminster thirty-': 
seven rulers have been crowned, and; 
so, in 1937 His Most Excellent Maj-! 
esty King George the Sixth v/as in­
vested with his royal rank with ail, 
the .ancient pomp and ceremony. 

Although the actual ceremony of; 
placing the crown on the head of the 
King did not take place until 12:30 
p.m., it was necesary for the 7,700 
spectators to take their places in the 
Abbey as early as 0:30 a.m. 

After the crowning Their M,ajesties 
remained in the Abbey for luncheon, 
and left for thoir four-mile journey, 
tlirough the streets of the capital at 
'2:15 p.m. The millions of citizens 
who imd waited since the early hours 
of the morning were further incon­
venienced by the heavy -showers of-
rain whicli fell during the day. How­
ever, this auite failed to damp their 
ardour, and -the wild cheering which 
greeted the procession the whole' 
length of the decorated route will 
forever remain in the memories of. 
those who heard it. 

After re-«entering Buckingham Palf 
ace Their Majesties appeared at the 
famous balcony, where they were 
afterwards joined by other members-
of the Royal Family. Here they were 
subjected to a display of loyalty.' 
which brought back memories ofj 
that night in August, 1914, when King': 
George V and Queen Mary appeared 
to acknowledge the cheers of the' 
people when it was learned that 
Great Britain had declared, war ou 
Germany. 

The following is the King's address 
to his peoples in all parts of the Em­
pire by meaus of radio: 

"It is with a very'full heart that I 
speak to you tonight. Never before 
has a newly,-|crow'ned King been able 
to talk tO;. all his peoples, in ^̂ theiJ> 
•liomea -ijir- the- da;y of -lite-. GoronatioVi."̂  

"Never_has the ceremony itself had' 
so wide a significance, for tlie Do­
minions are now free and-the people 
partners with this ancient kingdom. 
1 felt this morning that the whole 
Empire was .in very truth gathered 
within the walls of Westminster Ab­
bey, 

"I rejoice that 1 can now speak to 
you all wherever you may be, greet­
ing old friends in distant lands and, 
as I hope, new friends in those parts 
where it has not yet been my good 

I'nrtiiiK! to go. 
"In this personal way the Queen' 

and .1 wish health and happiness to 
you all, und we do hot forget, at thit 
time of celebration, those who are 
living under the shadow of sickness. 
Their e.vaniple of courage and good 
citizenship is always before us. And 
to them 1 would send a special nies--
sago of sympathy and good cheer. 

"i can uot find words with whicli 
to thank you for your love and loy­
alty to tlie Queen and myself. 

"Your goodwill in the streets to­
day, your counties.-, messages from 
overseas and from every quarter of 
these islands has lilled ohr hearts to 
overflowing. I will only say this, that 
if, in the coining years, I can show 
my gratitude in service to you, that 
this is the way, above all others, 
that 1 should choose. 

"To many millions the crown is a 
symbol of unity by the Grace of God 
and by the will of the free people of 
tlie British Commonwealth. 

"I have assumed that crown. In 
me, as your King, is vested for a 
time the duty of maintaining its 
honor and integrity. This is indeed 
a grave and constant responsibility, 
but it gave me confidence to see 
your representatives in the Abbey 
and to know that you, too, were en­
abled to join me in that infinitely 
beautiful ceremonial. 

"The outward forms come down 
from distant times, but its inner 
meanings and message are always 
new, tor the highest distinction is the 
service for others, and to the min,-
istry of kingship 1 nave, with your 
sharing, dedicated myself, with the 
Queen at my side, in words of deep­
est solemnity. 

"We will, God helping us, faith-' 
fully 'discharge our trust. 

"Those of you who are children 
now will, I hope, retain the memor­
ies of the day of carefree happiness 
such as I still have of the day of my 
giandiather's Coronation. In the 
years yet to come, some of you Avill 
travel from one part of the Com,-
inonwealth to another and, moving 
thus within the family circle, will 
meet many whose thoughts are col­
ored by the same inemories, whose 
/hearts unite in devotion to bur con -̂
fmon heritage. You-.will. learu,.I, hope, 
how much our free association means 
to us; how much our frienship with 
each other and all other nations on 
the earth can help the cause of peace 
and progress.' 

"The Queen and I will always keep 
in our hearts the inspiration of this 
day. May we ever be worthy of the 
goodwill which I am proud to think 
surrounds us at the outset of my 
reign. 

"1 thank you from my heart and 
may God bless you all." 

Mrs. I. M. Enemark, who has been 
an inmate of the local hospital for 
the past six weeks, was recovered 
enough in health to be able to leave 
for Denver, Colorado, where she will 
visit with her sister. She will later 
go to Hollywood where she will visit 
another sister, returning home in a-
bout three months time.

nesday to celebrate the crowning of' 
King George VI and Queen Eliza-'j 
beth. The day's programme started 
with a brief service at the Legion' 
Hall at 11 p.m., when the King's' 
address to his people was heard via 
radio. Prayers and an address by 
Rev. Barrett followed. 

At 2 p.m. a parade of decorated | 
cars aud trucks passed through the 
town to the ball grounds where a 
children's sports meet was held dur­
ing the afternoon. It was a fine par­
ade for a small town, with about 
sixty decorated cars and floats in 
the procession. The parade was 
headed by a large truck upon which 
rode the band, under the baton of 
A. N. Ratledge, and which did its 
part to make the day's events both 
lileaaurable and successful. Tho 
children's sports were run oft accord­
ing to schedule aud was one of the 
most successful meet.s over held iu 
Quesnel. Tho end of the afternoon 
was marred by rain, but the main 
events were over and the crowd asM, 
sonibled at the Legion Hall for the 
distribution of prizes.

British Columbia substantial' sums 
over a period of yearsto take' carja-of 
the added territory. Th'e Hedley iiiinej 
scandal was also mentioned, and Mr.} 
Sinclair said the Government was 
doing all in its power to bring the 
l)erpetratoi-s to justice. 

î ouis l-,eBourdais in his remarks; 
mentioned that he was no politician, 
but that he had entered the campaign 
upon repeated urgings from all par­
ties all over the district.̂  Not only] 
had he been approached by the Lib-; 
eral Party to run as their candidate, 
but had also been approached by the' 
Conservatives and Independents asj 
well. He said that during his 23 years 
service in the Government Telegraph 
he though the boys on the line would 
agree that he had done his job fairly 
well, and hoped to do as well for the 
people of Cariboo, if tliey sent him 
as their candidate to Victoria. He had 
already been successful, he said, in 
interviewing the Minister of l̂ inance 
with regard to larger appropriations 
for Cariboo roads.

Weekly World 
News in Brief 

ROME—Premier Mussolini in op­
ening a celebration of the first anni­
versary of the "Italian Empire" an­
nounced a ban agaihst all but three 
English newspapers and recalled all 
Italian correspondents from London. 
This action aaginst the British press 
is said to be owing to its alleged 
anti- Fascist Ciimpaign during recent 
months. It is reported that German 
corrospoiideiits may also shortly be 
recalled. 

DUBLIN—Serious disorders occur­
red in Dublin on Coronation Day, The 
Government has issued a proclama­
tion prohibiting a parade "to repudr 
late the Coronation of an English 
King as King of Ireland and to de­
mand immediate restoration of the 
Republic." The trouble started with 
a number ŵ omen supporters of the 
I.R.A. who attempted to parade in the 
green uniforms of the outlawed or­
ganization. Police who halted the 
parade were stoned. They used their 
batons and fired revolver shots in 
the air to clear the streets.

Fire which broke out at 1:20 a,m. 
Sunady morning at tho hydro plant 
of the Quesnel Light & Water Co., 
on Baker Creek, about three miles 
from town, completely destroyed the 
pov/er house and buildings, although 
the dam itself was undamaged. 

The origin of the fire is unknown, 
but is believed to have been caused 
by a short circuit iu the generator. 
The lights died down at first and 
then flared very brightly before go­
ing out. Capt, H, Kahrs, who was in 
charge of the plant at the time was 
in bed sleeping when he was awakr( 

"ened by an odd sound in the machin­
ery. He got up and investigated but 
could find nothing amiss. After a few 
moments the lights suddenly went 
out. Kahrs rushed for the dam cen­
tral gate, about 400 feet from the 
power plant to shut off the water. 
When he reurned the building was in 
flames and it was impossible for him 
to do anything, and he had to make 
his way down tlio steep trail to town 
clad only In pyjamas, and with sacks 
wrapped around his feet. 

The loss is estimated at $10,000, 
covered partly by Insurance, but tho 
company will lose to some exteuL 
The plant was completed in April, 
1036, and after a month or two break­
ing iu had boon working splendidly.

It is an encouraging factor that 
tlie" Government is at last taking an 
active interest in the promoting ac­
tivities of mining companies. There 
have been a number of rather shady 
promotion deals in British Columbia 
mining annals in the i)ast few years, 
and some tuat have left a decidedly 
bad taste in the mouths of the in­
vesting public. Wliile it is true that 
no mining prospect is a mine at the 
outset, aud also true that a number 
of promotion schemes are certain to 
faiil, there is no reason on earth that 
the investor's money can not be 
spent to at least give him value for 
it. Too much money has in the past 
been pocketed by promoters arid ofi­
fice management, arid too little has 
been spent on actual development of 
the prespect in question. In plain 
language, promoters have been to a 
great deal of trouble mining the pub'-' 
lie rather than .the ground. To remedy 
this condition the Government v/ill 
strengthen the Securities Act. The 
Hedley Amalgamated apparently, lias 
been the last straw that has broken 
the camel's back. 

T H E S E A R C H F O R O I L 

G REAT BRITAIN'S defence plan, 
on which large sums of mouey 

are being expended, includes a search 
of the Empire for essential raw ma­
terials. With so many ships on the 
ways in various countries arid so 
much war equipment being fashioned, 
there is a shortage of steel ia the 
world. There is also a prospective 
sliortage of oil, and there are plans 
afoot to establish a British Empire 
reserve, possibly in Trinidad. 

Some figures regarding the world's 
consumpition of oil and possible auj),-
plies are given in a recent Article in 
The Morning Post. The world's pro­
duction of petroleum, from the be­
ginning of 1859 to the end of 1935, it 
is state, aggregated over 27,000,000,-
000 barrels, United States fields a-
lone acocunting for 60 per cent of 
the output. Last year liie world's 
consumpition of mineral oil totalled 
1,850,000,000 barrels, an dthis year 
the consumpition may be greater. 

At thb beginning of 1936 the prov­
en petroleum reserves aniounted to 
less than 22,000,000,000 barrels, with 
souiething less than half being in the 
United States. Thus, at the 193G rate 
of consumption, the proven supply is 
good for only about a dozen years. 
Hence the need for estabiishing re--
serves. Hence, also, the reason for 
the feverish search for oil now undier 
way in the promising region between 
Arabia and Afghanistan. 

The reserves mentioned do not in­
clude the potential supplies from 
peat, shaile arid coal fields. These 
fields can supply oil, but the cost 
factor enters. Besides, there are,'Ijirge 
areas of the earth's surface which 
the oil geologists have not yet exj-i 
amined.—^Vancouver Province.. 

Ed. Note: In this regard, if there 
is such a world scramble for potential 
oil fields, why are not the oil traces 
Avhich have been discovered, from 
time to time in Cariboo thoroughly 
investigated. The one well which an 
attempt was made to drill showed, 
as we understand it, encouraging 
signs, gas aud crude oil seepage being 
found. This well only went down 
about 1,600 feet.

comes serious, says R. M. Rowat, 

i B. Sc., and authority on salt, and 
will show itself in areas not usually 
subject thereto. Ontario and the 
Weserii Provinces have extensive 
areas with a shortage of phosphate, 
and no province lias escaped the 
effects of phosphate deficiency. 

Lack of calcium and phosphorus 
may sliow up in many ways. Most 
common in young animals is the de­
velopment of rickets, and in mature 
stock it is found that bone brittle-
ness;, deproved appetite, stifC-sick-
ness, general debility and thriftless-
ness, failure to breed, are all partly 
traceable to lack of these essential 
minerals. 

Diseases due to lack of phosphate, 
which go under the barious names of 
osteomalacia, aphosphorosis or plain 
"sticHsickness," are essentially winter 
conditions, which develop slowly, 
reach their peak in the late spring, 
and then disappear for the summer, 
while the animals are on pasture. 

Dairy cows are the iirst^ to show 
the effects of mineral deficiency, be­
cause they have a relatively high 
mineral need. A good cow, giving 
about 10,000 lbs. milk per year, needs 
nearly 40 pounds of calcium and 
Iihosi)horus for milk production only. 
For her own maintenance and for the 
ĵ rowth of her calf during the period 
of gestation, she requires another 20 
pounds—total 60 pounds per year. 

This is her actual bodily need, i 
Under winter feeding conditions she 
has to consume as much as two 
pounds of mineral to assimilate one 
pound, and it can therefore be readily 
understood that a lowered mineral 
content in the feed at that time is a 
very serious matter. A ton of good; 
timothy hay at best contains only 5 or 
6 pounds of combined calcium and 
phosphorus. In drought years tliis 
may fall to 31-4 pounds, and "stiff-
sickness" is almost inevitable in such 
circumstances. 

For dairy cattle ni particular, a 
liberal allowance of calcium and 
phosphorus is required. Milch cows 
need both substances to make milk 
and produce strong healthy calves. 
An adeciuate supply of phosphate 
stimulates milk production .and helps 
to ensure vigorous offspring. 

Dicalcium supplied in the form of 
phosphated salt blocks or cattle-
licks is an almost ideal combination 
of calcium and phosphorus. It sup­
plies both substances in the pro­
portion found in milk and in a fully 
digestible form. 

These are basic facts, well known 
to every student of livestock nutri­
tion. 

F E R T I L I Z E R V A L U E S A N D H O W 
T O G A U G E T H E M 

The commercial value of a fertilizer 
is based on its content of nit -cgen, 
phosphoric acid and.potash. 0£ these 
sulphate'bf'aminbnia"i-upplies nlfro-
geu alone, and supsrphosphat^ ot 
phosplioric acid alone, while the ab­
breviated analysis Ol-d -̂e indicates 
a fetrtilizer containing phosphoric 
acid and potash but no nitrogen, and 
a 2-16,'-l6 is known as a "complete" 
fertilizer, for the reason that it con?-
tains all three.But while the trio rep­
resents the only plant food subsances 
which have been guaranteed, under 
the provisions of the Fertiizrs Act, 
and their percentages stated on the 
bag, they are by no means sufficient 
in themselves as a sustaining diet 
for plants. The latter demand about 
a dozen other nutrient substances, 
which, fortunately, the average soil 
is in a position to supply; only the 
three which fertilizers are called up(-' 
on to furnish are frequently found 
inadequate for the support of maxi­
mum crop growth. 

Fertilizer Qualities 
The economic value of a fertilizer 

is another m'Stter, says B. Leslie, 
and cannot be gauged accurately by 
looking at the figures on the tag. 
Calling a spade a spade has its liml-' 
its, and one 2-12|-|6 may be quite a 
lot different from another 2I-/12-6, 
albeit both may contain the same 
percentages of nitrogen, available 
phosphoric acid and potash. The 
sources of these and the rates of 
their availability are very important, 
and no less so is the physical con­
sistency of the fertilizer, on Avhich 
will depend not only the ease and 
eveness of its distribution but the 
regularity and uniformity of uoui-'-' 
ishing the crop. A fertilizer which 
becomes pasty or tends to bridge in 
the rill will neither sow evenly nor 
yield up its nutrients readily to the 
growing plants. 

V a l u a b l e Impurities 
Tlie concealed value of a fertilizer, 

if one may use the term, is repres-
nted only in part by the foregoing. 
Strange as it may seem to some, its 
sol-tailed "impurities" possess vir-
tue.s which may prove dominating 
factors ut times. For instance, sup-
eri)hosphate containing 20 per cent of 
available phosphoric acid, is sold ou 
the basis of that ingredient alone; 
yet hal fits weight consisits of sul|-| 
phate of lime, a source of sulphur 
for crops. A deficiency of this ele­
ment is found in many soils, and Dr. 
F. A. Wyatt of the Soils Department, 
University of Iberta, Edmonton, has 
obtained startling results from the 
use of various sources of sulphur. 
Even sulphate of ammonia, primarily 
a nitrogen fertilizer, pi-odxir id re;-
.sults which were attributable to its 
sulpluis content rather than to its 
nitrogen, while 20 per cent super-
l)lioaphate outyielded a more conl-, 
centraled superphosphate applied at 
the same rate per acre, for the reas­
on that in th concentrated material 
the sulphate of lime is absent. 

Magnesia is another substance! 
found dolicieiit for crop reciuirements ] 
in some soils and is being added to 
the potato fertilizers for some se0-
tions of New Brunswick and Maine. 
Tliere are manufacturers who take 
I.1H! prociiullon of Including magnesia 
ill conditioners used in practically 
all tlieir fertiizers. Apart from sul­

phur, lime and magnesia, there are
