An auxiliary light plant to care for 
the needs of the town until the hy,-;

John M, Webster, Castle Rock, ap­
peared before Magistrate Holt on 
Friday on a charge of manslaughter 
arising out of the death of Raymond 
Alfred Pierce, in an automobile ac,-. 
cident on, the morning of May 8th. 
Constable' -G. P. Bradley conducted 
the case for the-Crown and E . J. Av-
ison-appeared for the defence. 

At the qoroner'g Inquest it had 
been shown that the accused and a 
party of • five persons, including the 
deceased, had attended a dance at 
Soda Creek on the night of May 7th, 
and after the dance were proceeding 
toward Quesnel in a Ford light de,-' 
livery truck driven by the accused. 
Near M'acalister station the truck 
skidded and rolled over the bank. 
The deceased, who was riding in the 
back was thrown out and killed. 

The first witness called was J. F. 
Miller. He stated that he had at­
tended a dance at Soda Creek on the 
night of May 7th, and during the 
course of the evening had asked 
Webster if he could ride back to 
Quesnel with him. At about 4:15 a.m. 
on May Sth, in company with the 
accusled, Eva' Pierce, sister of the 
deceased, Helga Malmquist and Chris' 
Boyd, they proceeded to Collins' 
where they waited about half an hour 
for Ray Pierce to return home. About 
4:45 a.m. Pierce arrived and they 
started for Quesnel. Webster drove 
the truck. Eva Pierce and Malmquist 
rode in the front; the witness, Boyd 
and the deceased were in the back. 
About one and a half miles from the 
Macalister station the truck ran into 
loose gravel, skidded-and rolled over 
the bank, ending up on its side. Wlt;-
ness was thrown clear and went to 
where Ray Pierce was lying and 
found him dead. He released those 
in the cab of the truck by breaking 
a window and went into Macalister 
to get in touch with the police. He 
reurned to the scene. of the accident 
and remained there until their ar­
rival. The body was not touched but 
the car was tipped back oh its 
wheels. There was loose gravel on 
the road;"'which was dry, and it was 
daylight. 

, Crbssi-Jexamined by .Mr. Ayison the 
iWltness stated, that ^ just before the 
accident., the car .was at 'the right 
hand side of the road with.the right 
•wheels.ill loose-gravel: It was in high 
gear, travelling slowly and slightly 
up hiU. He had been with the ac­
cused at the dance and after and dur,-
ing the 'whole evening accused was 
completely sober. 

Dr. Oliver testified that he had 
viewed the body of the deceased at 
the scene of the accident, and after­
wards performed a post' mortem ex,-
amiriation,' The cause of death waa 
a broken neck. 

Christopher Boyd, Helga Malm­
quist and Eva Pierce all corroborated 
the evidence of the first witness. Mil-' 
ler. 

IGeorge MaoNaughton stated that 
he had examined the truck at the 
scene of the fatality and drove it 
back to Quesnel. He found the steer­
ing hard to manage and one of the 
shock absorbers turned over. 

Constables Bradley and Atwood 
gave evidence of being called to the 
scene of the . accident and the find­
ing of the body. 

In moving for a dismissal of the 
charge Mr. Avison pointed out that 
all the evidence brought forward 
showed that the accused had been 
driving carefully at the time. It was 
a pure accident to which blame could 
not be attached to anyone. 

The Magistrate then declared that 
in his opinion there was not suffic­
ient evidence to warrant a commital 
for trial, and the accused was dis­
charged.

..larly,;atlgfit: woi;ic until near foaling. 
In feeding," avoid bulky, indigestible 

;or spoiled foods. Feid timothy, mixed, 
or legume hay of good quality in lim­
ited quantities supplemented by a 
liberal grain ration of oats and bran, 
gradually reducing the oats and in,-
creasing the bran. When near foaling, 
substitute a bran mash for the bats' 
and bran mixture at the night feed-
•Ing. 

Provide a roomy, dry, clean box 
stall for foaling and be on hand to' 
assist if necessai-y.' When the foal is 
born, free the head from the envelope 
and clear the mouth and nostrils of 
miicus. Do not be in a hurry to sever 
the umblical coid until the blood-;flow 
through It'has ceased, if the cord 
does not break of itself, sever it about 
three or four inches from the body 
by pulling or scraping it apart at tliis 
point. If this method is followed, it 
will not be found necessary to tie 
the cord, but it is advisable to paint 
the suriace and end with iodine. 
Leave the nmre and ioal alone for a 

! while 'until tlie I'oal gets its slrfingth 
. and starls to suckle. Too much inter­

ference at thl.s time ol'teu does more 
harm than good. The lir.sL milk 01 
the mare is a good purgative, and 
usually starts a natural movement of 
the bowels. A rectal injection of 
warm water and a little glycerine 
may be nece.ssary to* lemove the first 
feces. Milk 01 maguosiu or ca.stor oil 
siibuld be given only a.s a last resort, 
as sucii ptii'galiv.̂ .s are liable to 
sicken llie foal.

Cutworms are usually active and 1 
feeding before most crops are even 1 
in the ground. Hence it is most im­
portant to be prepared for their at,-
tacka't th very first of the season. 
Bran bait has given the most effective 
control for many years, and is made 
up with the following ingredients-
bran, 20 pounds; molasses, one quart; 
Paris green, one-Jialf pound, and 
water, about two and a'half gallons. 

In making the bait, states the Di­
vision of Field Crop and Garden 
InsQcts, Dominion lEntomoiooicail 
Branch, the dry ingredients should 
first be thoroughly mixed. The nio,-
iassesis then stirred into the water 
and added'lip the bran and Paris 
green. In mixing the bait, only 

;§ngugli grater should be added 'to 
make the material the consistency of 
wet sawdust. It must hbt be made 
..slSBBX.kM-t should be in the condition 
of crumbing in the hands and slip­
ping easily, through the fingers. 

Land that was heavily infested the 
year before should De treated prior 
to the plants being set out. This is 
done by broadcasting the bait at the 
rate.,gfl5i-po pounds per acre a few 
nights' before tra^nsplantlng! One ap­
plication should be sufficient, but,' if 
the cî tworms are numerous, a second 
should be made two. or three days 
after the first. The bait should always 
be sp,r.ead in the evening just befbi:e 
diisli, and, if possible, a warm still 
night should be chosen for the work. 

If the attack by cutworms is un­
expected arid the plants are already 
m the,field the bait should be applied 

^afbiind the base of each plant, using 
'"about'one-half teaspoon in each case. 
Should one application not kill allj 
the cutworms, a second treatment 

.should'b.e, made two or three nights 
later. 

The lack of mineral, and especially 
the lack of iihosphate in Canadian 
farm crops, has become more and 
more apparent in recent years.

85i5 pounds, and they were fed oats 
and barley chop, minerals, one ton of 
pilcake, prairie hay and finally three 
ions of alfalfa. With the exception 
of 200 bushels of his own raising, all 
the grain used was purchased at 
threshing time.
