Campbell Is Exonerated 

Of 'Attempted Murder' 

Assize Court Finds Campbell 
"Not Guilty" of Charge 

The trial of Duncan- B. Campbell 
took place at Williams Lake ou Wedj-
nesday last. At the preliminary hear­
ing before the stipendiary magistrate 
he had been charged with attempted 
murder. At the Assize Court two 
further charges, shooting with intent 
to do grievius bodily harm and cari-i 
rying an offensive weapon, to wit, a 
loaded rifle, Avith a purpose dangerous 
to the public peace, were laid against 
him. After a trial lasting all day the 
accused was found Not Guilty on the 
first two ocunts and Guilty on the 
third. He was sentenced by Judge 
MacDonald to two months impris­
onment in the Prince George gaol. 

In view of the fact that Campbell 
was not represented by counsel, the 
Crown Prosecutir, E. D. Woodburn, 
waived his right of cross-examina­
tion and addressing the jury.

O N TUESDAY the voters of British 
Columbia went to the polls to 

elect their representatives for the 
forthcoming session of the Legis|-
lature, and throughout the Province 
the prepoudence of the electors rê -
turned Liberal candidates. In no 
fewer than thirtynone out the 
possible forty-eight seats the Libeu-
als were succesful. The Conserva,--
tlves, with eight seats will in all 
.probability be the Oppostition. 

" In our own Cariboo Riding, Louis 
LeBourdais, Liberal, gained, an ov­
erwhelming majority over his oppon,-
ent, Mrs. Clarke, independent. The 
campaign lliroughout was notable for 
the' clean tactics employed by both 
sides, but once again the result in­
dicated that failing the' appearance 
in the field of a candidate of both es­
tablished parties, the party not rep­
resented will readily support the 
other. With the present unrest in the 
country and the failure of a C. C. F. 
candidate to enter, it was obvious 
that the Independent candidate would 
poll a fair vote, but the large major)-: 
ity in favor of the Liberal candidate 
clearly showed that the riding would 
not put its confidence in an Inde­
pendent who (with all due respect 
to Mrs. Clarke) .was not very well 
known throughout the country. The 
voters of Cariboo pinned their faith 
on a native son who knew the coun(-
try: its needs and possibilities, to 
carry them through the next few 
years. 

In this election The Cariboo Obser­
ver departed from its usual role of 
an independent newspaper as far as 
politics are concerned, to support a 
candidate whom we believe to be best 
.flttted, from his knowledge, experij-
ence and understanding of the pre­
vailing conditions, to voice the needs 
of this constituency in Victoria. We 
believe he will not fail us, and we 
hope that the four years of his ten;-;

M R . B A L D W I N , P R I M E M I N I S T E R 

M R, STANLEY BALDWIN'S re­
tirement from the British House 

of Commons announced today, means 
the disappearance of a commanding 
figure from lhe rough and tumble of 
political life at Westminster. Mr. 
Baldwin has been a giant among his 
contemporaries. It has been in per­
sonal character that he has especially 
excelled. He has won the confidence 
of men and women of all parties in 
the House of Commons. 

His strength has lain in the sturdy 
belief he has held that it is unnecesr' 
sary to hurt one naiion or group of 
persons in order to help another. 
It has been this faith that has en,-
;abled him lo give Britain a national 
government containing representa -̂
tives of all parliamentary parties, 
thereby bringing about at least par­
tial political unity upon a scale not 
previously equalled in time of peace. 

Until the year 1935 he pursued a 
policy of reducing Britain's armar 
ments, hoping thereby to induce 
other nations to do the same. He then 
experienced severe disiluslonmenL A 
scheme for applying sanctions to It­
aly—designed to prevent that nation 
from destroying the Ethiopian Em,-, 
pire—broke down completely. He al­
so came to realize that so far from 
Britain's disarmament leading to 
similar desirable action elsewhere, 
entirely the oposite was occurring. 
He was thus driven to adopt for his 
own government precisely those 
measures of rearmament which he 
had condemned In the case of others. 

Mr. Baldwin has often painted hinv: 
self In Lhe role of a somewhat leth­
argic Worcestershire farmer mainly 
inleersted in hogs. But in real life he 
has been an acute and extremely re­
sourceful and energetic statesman. 
Vast crowds at the recent Coronation 
procession greeted Mr. Baldwin with 
an affectionate enthusiasm which left 
no doubt as to the remarkable na­
ture of the popularity he enjoys. That 
popularity rest on general recogni­
tion of Lhe good work he has done 
throughout a long career.—Christian 
Science Monitor,
