Rev. J. E. Barrett Wiil Take
Charge of Quesnel Parish

Rev. J. I&. Barrett, B. A., was induc~
ted to the Cure of Souls in this mis
sion Sunday night by the Bishop of
the Diocese. The service commenced
with Ivensong, taken by the Viear,
and was followed by the beautiful
and impressive service of Induction.

The crux of the action lies in the
fact that when the Negus left Iith-
iopia he had in his possession several
thousand shates of the Addis Ababa-
Djibouti railroad. .

The railroad is I'rench-owned, and
the French Government has never
recognized Italian sovereignty in Eth-
iopia.

Since hls exile Haile Selassie lias
tried to market the shares, but the
Italian Government now claims ihe
railroad is Italian owned. On the face
of it it is a really interesting case.
The diplomatic realtions between;
France and Italy are strained, to put*
the matter mildly. The German-* Nazi
‘Government, also almost at breaking
point with their neighbors, will un-
doubtedly hold a watching brief.

It is likely that the attemipt of an
honest man to obtain what he believ-
es to be his rights in an orthodox
manner will lead to a very delicate
situation, which, if not handled with
the utmost tact, may point the way
to several international
tions.

ARBITRATION OR STARVATION'

ABOUR in Canada today is pass-

ing through the doldrums, with the!
black <clouds of foreign domination
looming on the horizon. There have
been several sharp encounters, with
the promise of more serious trouble
to follow unless immediate action to
stop the menace is not taken.

In Eastern Canada it has already
been shown that there is a steady
undermining influence from across
the international border. Dissatisfac-
tion has begun to creep into fuctories
and shops, and the leaders of these
movements are in Canada with the
averred intention of stirring up trou-
ble. While the vast majority of em-
pleyers huve never denied the rights
of labour to orgunize for better con-
ditions, both working and living, the
employers are unanimuos In stating
that a “FOREIGN” union will not be
tolerated. We bhelieve they are right.
If the Canadian workmen lacks, as
Kipling so pointedly stated, “the es-:
sential guts,” to form his own union,
he does not deserve a union at all.

In the past few weeks this section
of the Cariboo has come under the
influence of one of these foreign in-
spired unions. Men hitherto content-
ed, or more or less so, and if the truth
be told, enjoying the first tastes of
prosperity for some years, are at
present out of work. There is a dead-
‘lock between employer and employee,
with neither side showing signs of
weakening. I'or the single man it will
be hard, but for the married man, his
wife and children, it will be disaster.
We extend our sympathy: as always,
it is the innocent upon +whom the
burden -falls most heavily.

We believe that all matters of this
nature can, and should, be settled by
common scnse and reference to an

impartial umpire. Let this be donc
before the suffering becomes acute,

and those who have no voice in the
struggle are asked to carry burdens
beyund their power.
