Situation Still Deadlock:=d
After Fourth Week |

The latest move in the strike situ-

ation which has been practically
deadlocked since May 23, occurred

during the past week when an or-
ganization was formed under the name

of Cariboo Gold Quartz Employees
Co4operative Assoclation. The oftic-
ers of the association, [. Beamish,

president, and C. Taft, secrctary, in-
terviewed ‘the Cariboo Gold Quartz
mine management and arranged an
agreement whereby the association
would represent the employees in all
negotiations. -An office was opened
Friday morning and public notices
posted. These stated that all former
employees and all wishing to be em-
ployed must register through the as-
sociation, and by doing so eliminate
the question of possible discrimina-
tion. A copy of a letter to the com-
mittee, signed by R. R. Rose, man-
aging  director, Cariboo Gold Quartz
Mining Co., Ltd., was also posted.
This read as follows:

“Confirming agreement reached
between your committee and the
management of the Cariboo Gold
Quartz Mining Co., Ltd., I wish
to state that the company now
recognizes the Cariboo Gold
Quartz Employees °Co-operative
Association, and its duly elecied
committee as the sole agents in
dealing -with all matters of mu-
tual interest to the employees
and the company.”

In an interview with The Cariboo
Observer representative Mr. Beamish
stated that the management of the
Cariboo Gold Quartz mine had as-
sured the association that if they
could collect about one hundred ap-
plicants who would return to work,
the mine would re-open. At the time
of the interview it was expected that
about seventydfive would be signed
up by Saturday night.

The following is a statement by
the  new organization:
_ The "object of this Association is
to ‘advance the intérest of the work-
ing men and then' families in thls
commumty by:’ .

1. " Acting’ for dnd: supportmg the
strlct adherence to ou;‘

ence yet offering co-operation to the
mine managements in furthering our
mutual interests.

3. By endeavoring in a lawful and
peaceful manner to place men again
in gainful occupation, thereby pre-
venting the suffering that is sure to.
follow a prolonged strike.

This organization is of the opinion
that the grievance at onc of the
mines was not wisely handled, that
the action in calling the strike was
hasty and ill-advised, that satisfac-
tion could have been obtained with-
out the overriding of the constitution!
and in accordance with the laws of
Canada.

We also declare that no stigma can;
attach to anp former employee wi0
joins with us in resuming work as a
protest against an unconstitutional
and illegal strike.

We are opposed to giving any sup-
port to the C.I. 0., believing that the'
aim of that organization is to exploit|
the laboring man to his injury and,
for the advancement of subversive!
and destructive political doctrines.

We will accept all former employ-
ees without discrimination and we
believe any just grievances that t.hey|
may have can be adjusted through
operation of our co-operative com-
mittee.

Urnion Publicity Committee Report |

The statement has been made that
the strike at Wells has been settled.
This is not so. What has happened
is that some individuals, one of whom
is under suspension from the Union,
for his activities, has formed a sO-
called co-operative committee, which
is nothing more nor less than a come-
pany union. This committee, without
membership or known funds, has op-|
ened an office here and is endeavor-
ing to sign up men who signify theiv
willingness to work under conditions

for which the men were forced t()
strike. The men #are still behind lhv
negotiating  committee elected by

them, and have no intentfon at pres-
ent of making a settlement.

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THE ALASKA HIGHWAY?

. FPVHE PROPOSED antfexation of the
Yukon Territory by British Co-
lumbia huas given new impetus to the
proposed Alaska Highway, which it
is planned to continue from where
the present road ends at' New Haz-
elton, to Alaska.

It would appear that the first thing
to be done would be to ind _out
whether the road is feasible. Ever
since the road was first proposed
there have heen two factions in this
egard; one claiming that the road
at bhest would onily bhe open from

“three to four months in the year, and
the other claiming that the road could
be kept open the greater part of the
year. .

The second objection to the road,
as far as Canada is concerned, and
one of which one hears a great deal,
is the possible use of the road for
military - purposes by  the United
States in the cvent of that country
engaging in war with an eastern
power. In our opinion this objection
is very weak, and one which should
be discounted, ‘

In favor of the road is the fact that
it would undoubtedly open up the
linest tourist attraction on the Am-
erican Continent—the Yukon and Al-
aska. In this regard the road would
also open up muih unexplored min-
eral territory and sections in which
there are other natural resources.
Added to this the desire of our Am-
erican cousins to the south of hav-
ing a road to their territory of Al-
aska, and there is not the slightest
doubt but, what they will exploit.the
tourist d.ltl‘d.(,LlOl]b LO the limit thele
is a stlon"
