‘Theatre Friday night after the show.
Despite the lateness of the hour a
good audience followed with close
interest the remarks of the speakers.

Chairman of the Publicity Com-

for a period of years. “Discussion,”
said the speaker, “elicited the re-
mark by the superintendent that

‘we're going to have a showdown and
it might as well be now.””

Peaceful negotiations with the
companies, re a wage increase had
been in progress for some time, but
when the Union Executive found that
a strike was inevitable, the wage in-
crease was included in the demands
made by the men,

Speaking of the company union now
being organized, Mr. Bryers stated
that only two miners had -joined.

it was not surprising to hear before
long that the new union boasted ot
seventy-five members,” the speaker
concluded. .

Angus McLean, chairman of the
of the Negotiations Committee, was
the next speaker.

ACCIDENT ON NORTH HIGHWAY
TAKES WOMAN’S LIFE

Death came to Mrs. T. Wheeler
Wednesday afternoon from shock fol-
lowing an automobile accident on the
Quesnel-Prince ‘George Highway, 12
miles south of Prince George.

FIELD

HAT is Quesnel doing in the way
of an airport? This question
seems Lo be coming more to the fore
as each month passes. We note in the
variotis weekly papers that other
towns, many of them much smaller
than Quesnel and of less commercial
“importance, already have landing
fields of sorts, and many are plan-
ning extensive programmes of img
provement. Quesnel is lagging far
behind in this very necessary adjunct
to any modern inlerior town. ‘
One day this week we saw a large
land plane circle the town twice in
an effort to locate the landing field.
Seeing nothing that looked like an
airport the pilot again headed his
ship north for Prince George, or be-
yond.
if Quesnel is to mainlain pace with
other towns in Lhe northern interior,
and elsswhere, some-lively action on
the part of the Board of Trade, the
Commisisoners, and other interested
bodies and oificials will have to take
place. The Board of Trade, we admit,
has, had a committee investigating
various sites for the past three
vears, but we have not heard a defin-
ite recommendation from this com-
mitiee although they have looked
over several of the 1)1'01)osed sites.
As far as we can ascertain, the most
logical spot is the flat on the top of
Dragon Lake hill. This flat borders
tyragon l.ake, and if cleared would
make an ideal airport for both land
and seapianes, and is in close prox-
imity to Quesnel. The one drawback
to this site is the costly clearing of
the field,
