River As Ratt Snubbed "

Fatality Occurs When Men
Were Rafting Logs For
New School House

Mike Dembiczak was drowned in
the Quesnel River, near the ferry 17
miles from Quesnel, on Saturday af-

ternoon. The body has not yet been
recovered.
Dembiczak, in company with Nick

cutting logs for the- building of a
schoolhouse. They were doing the
cutting some distance up the river
from where the school is to be built,
and had made a raft of 15 of the logs
which they were rafting to the school
site. Neither of the men with the ex-
ception of young Louis Cantin had
had much river experience.

On approaching the site an attempt
was made to bring their boom to
the shore and snub it, but the current
proved too strong and they were
swept past and swung further downg
stream. A short distance beyond they
managed to get close enough to en-
able Louis Cantin to jump ashore
and snub the boom, The other men
were not prepared for the sudden
stopping of the boom, and it threw
both Dembiczak and Mickler into the
river. Mickler was able to clutch
sonme  overhanging branches and
scrambled ashore. Dembiczak, after
he was thrown into the river, was
never seen again.

The deceased man was a hew set-
tler in the distriet, arriving last fall,
and leaves to mourn his loss his
widow and four small children.

Word was sent to the police oftice
here and on Monday Constables
PBradliey and Waddell went to the
scene of the tragedy, and although
considerable time was spent dragging
the river, no sign of the body could
e tound.

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CAESAR KNEW

ONE CANNOT stress too strongly
the urgent need fo highways in
British Columbia’s interior, and the
lack of any far-seeing or well plan-
ned programme of road building. We
read from time to time of road build.
ing programmes, carefully planned to
extend over a period of years and
with definite objectives 'in view—Dbut
not in connection with British Co-
Iumbia. The road program, if onc can
call it such, in this Province has been
a haphazard affair for years. We
canot blame any one Government for
this state of affairs, all have had a
rather unsavory reputation as far as
patronage and road construction are
concerned, both being decidedly ¢ r-
related. But, it is high time that we
awakened - to the fact that without
roads -that at least approach in ex-
cellence those . other provinces in
the Dominion, and our neighbors to
the south, British Columbia, to put
it mildly, it going to be left holding
the sack.”

Why our various governments, in-
cluding the present ‘oné, pays so lit-
tle attention to this all-nmportant
problem is hard to fathom. Old Julius
Caesar over a thousand years ago
knew and appreciated the "necessity
of straight, well-built highways into
the interior of the countries he con-
qguered, and proceeded to build them
with stone foundations six. feet deep.
These roads stand today as a lasting
monument to his wisdom and skill,
He used them primarily, it is true,
for -the fast movement of his
troops, but then also served their
purpose in the development of "his
various conquests commercially. Brit~
ish Columbia will never truly pros-
per until we ha.ve highways™ that will
allow the mterxor of the Province to
be opened up commercially. Why will
not some of our legislators pinch
themselves and take a leaf from the
book of old Julius Ceasar?

The following editorial on the mat-
ter of British Columbia’s roads was
taken from a recent issue of The
Vancouver Daily Province:

Value in Highways

“During the first week in July,
work is to begin on the most ambi-
tious highway-building programme
ever undertalken by a Quebec- prov-
incial administration. Straight and
dustless traffic arteries from Mont-
real to the northern mining camps,
from Montreal to Quebec and south-
ward through the Eastern Townships
are projected. Fifty thousand men, it
is said, will be put to work at once,
and the Government has promised to
see that the taxpayer gets full value
for every dollar laid out.

“If we could only get such a guar-
antee in British Columbia, how hap-
py we should be. Our trouble is not
with spending the money. We spend
it. But we do not get the roadss and
when we do get them they do not
stand up.

“If we had a properly conceived
highway programme in British Co-
lumbia, and a proper and responsible
authority in charge of it, highway
construction and maintenance would
e the first and only consideration
in connection with the expenditure.

“With us, there are three consid-
erations. Politics come first. The
money must be spent in such quar-
ters and at such times as will bring
most political benefit to the party in
power.

“he¢ second consideration is reliet.
Work must be provided, and if there
can be a little extra just before el-
ection, why that may be politically
useful, too. Road building and road
mainteance come only as a poor
third consideration.

“So we get a road programme
which leaves a highly useful and
scenie road like the Island Highway
to go to pieces in long stretches., And
we get messes like that across Sumas
Prairie, which, on Sunday, smeared
every car that passed over it with a
filthy coating of tar and sand.

Roots

HIS WEEK I have .been garden-
ing. I have been tending to vege-
tables and flowers, all things bright
and ~beautiful — and, to weeds. The
‘whole business is rather a new one
to me, and I have found it very de~
lighttul in many ways, especially
when the garden is full of colum-
bines, peonies and sweet wililams,
and the vegetables are progressing
well, But ‘as I said to my neighbor
‘the other day, “the flowers and vege-
tables ‘are lovely—but those weeds!”
Looking at th matter from a theol-
‘ogical point of view, I am not quite
certain why weeds were created.
IMfom my experience of the week I
feel there may be a posibility that
it was to try the patience of man and
for the development of self-control
and poise. Further than that 1 can
not' see as yet, though it may be as
the years go by some other purpose
may become evident. Just as we so
often find that something we do not
fully appreciate at the time of hap-
pening gradually fits into the scheme
of things as time marches on. But
to get back to weeds, more especially
my weeds—I found them of different
varieties and types. Some were tall;
some short; some big leaved; some
small leaved; some had flowers; some
had not, but whatever type of weed
it happened to be that my hand pul-~
led the same conclusion was driven
lome. It matters notin the least what
the foliage is like, the point to con-
sider is. the root. Some pulled easily;
some pulled but broke off lower
down; some wouldn’t pull at all. And
the harder you worked and the longer
vou worked, the more your respect
for the root grew, If only some bril-
liant man could find a way to deal
with these roots his fortune would
be made over night: and my temper
would be preserved in its proper
state. Perhaps we might sprinkle
them with some elixir of life which
would change lamb’s quarters to
larkspur, or chick-weed to columbine.
Perhaps we might so treat them that
we would do away with them entire-
ly. But whatever may be discovered,
for the present we have these roots
with us, and we have to deal with
them in the best way we can,
As I was thinking of all this other
thoughts concerning roots and weeds,

"came into my head which prompted

me to write these lines on the sub-
ject matter. There are other roots,

‘besides those of flowers and vege-
‘tables and weeds.

Roots and weeds
‘'whiclh can cause more trials and;
troubles - than any which grow in,
fields, and the need grows daily for
gardners who will treat the robts
which they find in the human race in
‘a better and more intelligent man-
ner- than they have been treated in
the past, in order that the human
garden may be made to resemble
more the Dbeautiful creation it was
intended to be, and that life may be-
come a happier and better thing:
more full of the joy of living,

possibly that is true, but I think you
will agree with Weatherhead. Be-
neath the veneer there is often no
peace ‘and very little happiness; but
the front must be kept up. Roots of
bitterness, and failure, and defeat,
and sorrow, intermingling with roots
of joy and happiness. Roots of high
ideals conflicting with roots of low,
And the whole condition gradually
finding its way out into the world as
it mysteriously does, where we see
it displayed in bold-faced type across
the pages of our dailies. Is there no
way of dealing with these roots?.
Can we find no way of exterminating
the weed and cultivating the flower?

On one of my book shelves stands
Dimnets “Art of Thinking.” It has
often occurred to me that it would
be splendid to read someone’s “Art
of Living.” 1 -remember talking in-
formally with a group of people one
night on the way of lite, as I see it
from the Christian standpoint, and
one of those present said: “It all
sounds perfectly logical and marvel-
lously interesting, but what is the
key to it all?”

And here we are back on the sub-
ject of roots again, and the need for
gardeners to deal with those roots
That there may be a satisfactory way
ol decaling with obnoxious roots
within a life, may seem problemati-
cal to the sceptic. But sceptics have
never made a very positive contri-
bution to life and never will, Just
as obnoxious roots can be dealt with
in the body or garden, so can they
be dealt with in the mind and soul.
And just as health can be encouraged
and helped in the body and garden,
so happiness and health can be en-
couraged in the mind and soul, But
to even begin to touch the stute of
a person’s mind, we must dig down
to the roots and deal with them,
