The secretary replied that until
th past year the school had been
classed as a superior school, and the
Government paid a set proportion of
the salaries. Last year the classifica-
tion was changed to that of high
school, and the amount which the
Government pays under this classifi-
cation is greater than that paid the
gsuperior school, hence the saving.

There is no doubt whatever that
within the next year some provision
will have to be made to enable the
hospital to cope with our rapidly -
growing population. The  hospital,
while up to date and admirably mans-
aged, slmply cannot ac¢commodate
the present demands made upon it,

In addition to crowded  quarters
causing the staff a great deal more
work and inconvenience, there is al-
ways the great danger of infection
attendant. upon a crowded, condition’
in the hospital. A new wing incor-
pborating a maternity ward, nursery,
case room, an Indian ward and a
further public ward is urgently
needed,

We . understand that the Indlan
Department will supp]y a. portnon -of
the sum necesary to build the wing,
The town will have to supply the
remainder needed to. complete aud
equip it, and we may as well make
up our minds that this assessment
will be the next levied upon us.
