Naturally therefor I was pleased 
last week when I suddenly became 
excited over things.

To add, that a 
discussion followed would be to put 
it very mildly. 1 discovered there

But 
this I discovered too, that these 
articles on roots are being read by 
at least one of the populace, and even 
though the reaction could not be 
termed the most favorable, at least 
they are being noticed. And what 
parent is not proud and' thrilled to 
see one of his offspring glanced at 
by others and found interesting in 
some way, shape or form. .That other 
jieople cannot see the same qualities 
in our children that we see ourselves 
is uo fault of our own. We cannot̂  
help the blindness of those around.' 
If the virtues we see ajppear to be 
vices iu our neighbors, it MUST be j 
the neighbors' vision whicli is '(at 
fault. Possibly jealousy or envy are 
at work, we say, but at least" my 
children are noticed! 

Uut the question has arisen as to 
whether that nature within us can 
be influenced in any way so as to 
result iii a higher form of life, and 
if so exactly how may it be influ­
enced. And here we-need apply to the 
scientist for his opinions in this 
rather difficult matter and learn 
his discoveries concerning this meclir 
anism in which we live. Instincts-
are the basis of this mechanism. 
And instincts we learn can only be 
treated iu one of five ways. Natural 
expression, suppresion, perversion 
and sublimation, in the case of the 
"power instinct)" and the "instinct 
of self-preservation" which are the 
chief causes of our human woes of 
the present, we flnd that the flrst 
method is entirely .unsuitable. Our 
trouble IS that these two instincts 
are allowed to have natural expres-, 
sion . . . aud the result is continual 
conflict and war in every sense of 
the word. Repression into what is 
known as the unconscious mind is 
unlioalthy for the mind, suppression 
is impossible for long considering 
tiie luimaii strength and weakness, 
perversion is unhealthy, and only 
sublimation left. Here we have the 
best possible way of dealing with 
instincts wlien the natural expres­
sion is regarded as undesirable by 
the group. And what is sublimation? 
Notliing more nor less than "the 
(li'awing away" of a person's atten­
tion, from that in which he is by 
nature interested in, to some other 
object. To change a person's interests 
In life from one thing to another . . .1 
is to sublimate instincts. We have 
e.Kporioiiced undirected sublimation 
ill our life . . . when we have dis­
covered something startlingly new 
and absorbing; something which has 
attracted us with magnetic force, so', 
that our previous occupations dimin,-! 
isliod in importance in proportion.; 
We have siient time and energy and, 
money, at new work or sport, and 
have suddenly discovered we havej 
almost forgotten the old. So is the 
way of Kubliiiiatiiig instincts. | 

To put the whole matter in an­
other way, wo have within us a 
strciiui of life which the Scientist in 
his lengthy way terms Libido. This 
Libido Hows through certain channels 
naturally, even though In this social.
