Co-operative at Quartz 

Steadily Gains Strength 

According to reliable information 
i-eceived here this week the Cariboo 
Gold Quartz Bm|)loyees Co-operative 
Association, whicli has been in the 
process of formation for the past 
three week, and whose members re­
opened the Cariboo Gold Quartz mine 
last week, has been gaining strength 
throughout the week. According to 
our informant between 160 and 170! 
men are now on the Quartz payroll,' 
this number including the executive 
aud foremen. 

The work is moving along smooth­
ly, with the mine milling at.present 
about 100 tons of ore a day. This 
will be gradually stepped up to full 
production. The ore being mined at 
present is slightly more than the 
mill can handle, the ste;pplng-up be­
ing of necessity a slow process. 

New Association 98 % British 
One of the interesting features 

with regard to the new Co-operative 
Association is the fact that to date 
the men who have joined and gone 
back to work are about OS per cent 
Canadian, or rather, British birth. 
Both the executive and the manage­
ment of the mine are pleased at the 
progress which has been • made to 
date, and it is estimated that at the 
present rate the mine will be on full 
production basis in a month. 

C. I. O. Still Hangs Out 
A negotiating committee of the 

Union met R. R. Rose, managing dir­
ector of the Cai'iboo Gold Quartz dur­
ing the week and presented their de­
mands, which were as follows: 

1. (Complete reinstatement with­
out discrimination. 

2. Raise in wages to a schedule 
presented. 

3. Abolishment of the Company 
Co-operative Association. 

Npthing definite in the way of an 
agreement resulted, Mr. Rose refusing 
to meet the Union demands as pre­
sented, but the Union .hopes that a 
settlement may be reached now that 
they have met the Quartz manage-
mnt "face to face in conference." 

Union Renounces Responsibility 
The Union executive presented the 

Gold Quartz management with an ul­
timatum Saturday in which- they 
stated: that 'they :w6ul^.,not,. .bê  held 'ire^1i&W€i''itisi'^^hft^^^^ s*-trr '̂tiija-
strikers after 72 hours. Just what 
was meant by this' rather cryptic 
statement has not been clearly un­
derstood, but in view of the non­
violence stand taken by the Union it 
has not been considered as a threat. 
Co-operative Mainly Old Employees 

The new Co-operative does not in­
tend to import labor, but is trying to 
recruit its strength from former em­
ployees of the two mines. R. R. Rose 
informed the Gold Quartz headquar­
ters in Vancouver that he did not 
wish men sent from the coast unless 
they were former employees and 
thoroughly experienced men.

T E N Y E A R S A G O 

The splendid weather of the past 
two weeks has enabled most of the 
farmers in this section to complete 
the harvesting of their hay crop. The 
yield this year -is e.xcellent all thru 
the districL 

menace, especially in the warm 
months from midsummer to autumn, 
when it reaches its greatest abund­
ance. It is a. menace, to. health be­
cause it breeds , in. garbage, manure 
and human faeces, and may pass dir­
ectly from filth and other infested 
matter to foodstuffs. Particles of de­
composing organic matter, bacteria, 
and other living organisms adhere to 
its hairy body and legs, and sticky 
feet and mouthparts, or m(ay be con­
veyed to food in its excreta and sal­
iva. 

The house fly, known to scientists 
as Musca domestica, is world wide 
in distribution and notorious for the 
part it plays in the dissemination of 
dangerous diseases such as infantile 
diarrhoea, tuberculosis, typhoid fev­
er, cholera and dysentary. In Can­
ada the house ily is perhaps the most 
important insect sipecies concerned 
in disease transmission. On this ac­
count it is very important that meas­
ures be taken to control it and pre­
vent it from having access to hnman 
foods. I. ; j^jfl 

The most effective method of con­
trolling house flies consists of elim-, 
inating or reducing their breeding 

jjlaces by properly treating or dis-' 
l )Os ing of garbage. Fresh horse man­
ure i s probably chiefly responsible 
lor the majority of flies in rural sec­
tions. In the cities garbage is au -im­
portant factor in fly production. To be 
fully effective, control measures 
should be; ofjganized on a community 
basis, as one neglected. manure heap 
or garbage dumii) may infiest a whole 
neighborhood. Collections' of manure 
should - be' removed :from city stables 
and disposed of at least tv?ice weekly. 
Jn" rural sections, where ipracticable, 
the manure shpuld be removed daily 
and spread.thinly in fields where the 
drying effect of the sun and wind will 
l)revent breeding. An alternative 
method consists in taking advantage 
of the heat produced be fermenta­
tion when manure is placed in tightly 
packed piles. The manure pile should 
be constructed on hard ground or on 
concrete. The sides of the pile should 
be clean cut and almost vertical, but 
sloping slightly towards the centre. 
As fresh manure is added to the pile 
i s should be tightly packed by means 
of a shovel. The heat produced by 
fermentation destroys all fly eggs, 
larvae, and pupae, except possibly I 
those close-to the surface of the top 
layer. The application with a water-' 
ing can or sprayer of a solution of 
borax consisting of one pound of 
borax in six gallons of water will de­
stroy any fly stages m the top layer. 
Six gallons of the solution is suffic­
ient to treat thirty square feet of 
surface area. 

Steps should also be taken to pre­
vent the accumulation of manure 
from other domestic livestock such 
as pigs, cattle and poultry, as flies 
will breed in these substances, al­
though to a lesser extent. 

All organic refuse such as house­
hold garbage should be warpped in 
paper and stored in fly-'proof garbage 
cans until finally disposed of by 
burning. The accumulation of gar­
bage in municipal dumps during the 
warm months of the year is undesir­
able, as such dumps produce enor-, 
nious numbers of flies as well as 
other vermin, and may constitute a 
serous public nuisance. The only sat-, 
Isfactory way of disposing of gar­
bage during the fly season is by in­
cineration. 

Measures should be taken to ex­
clude Hies from dwellings. The 
screening of doors and windows is 
very useful in this regard. Flies that 
lind their way into the house should 
be promptly destroyed. Fly swatters, 
sticky lly pai)er, poisoned fly pads, 
poisoned bail made by mixing one 
teaspoonful of formalin in a cupful 
of sweetened milk or water and ex-
jiosing it in saucers are Included a-
mong the various means of doing 
lliis. Fly siH'ays containing pyrethum 
extract in mineral oil are a valuable 
and widely-iused killing agnet.

Look back over 
the course of history at what man 
has suffered for his religion. A.sk) 
yourself how it is possible for men 
to remain calm and to continue to 
speak rationally to those around them 
as the Hi-e gradually grew higher and 
higher about them. Ask yourself how 
it was that over and over again men 
and women faced death cheerfully 
for their beliefs. Ask yourself how 
it has happened so often that the 
weak-willed man has suddenly be­
come strong, the purposeless filled 
with purpose, and in every case the 
answer can only be that the sublim-
atory force in religion, especially In 
Christianity, Is the most powerful 
one in, the world. 

Yeai'H ago a .philosopher in Pales­
tine told the wondering crowd "1 am 
tlio way. Come unto me ye weary, 
and I will give you rest List to me 
and you will hear the truth, aud the 
triilli will make yon free." And as 
ho spoke Lhoac who hearkened to the 
persuasive voice found that he spoke 
no empty words. "I am come that ye 
might have life and that ye might 
have it more abundantly." And with 
a renewed life and a new attitude to 
their environment they returned to 
their daily ta.sks. And two thousand 
years after, the intellect of m^n,says| 
much the same things in a much 
more conii)li«ited' way, using a 
strange terminology, and human na­
ture, which is much the same to­
day as it was then, responds to the 
appeal.

Paul, Spinoza, Emerson and Robert 
Louis Stevenson as examples of men 
wiio greatly achieved in spite of ill-
health are cited by Rt.

"Many of the modern diseases" 
writes Dr. Bryce, "are traceable to 
vicious living;-that is .uttedy-irreligi4il 
ous. The plagues of liistory were iir* 
many cases due to wickedness and 
sinfulness. There is an increasing in-, 
telligence that is pez-ceiving the con­
nection between a life that obeys the 
laws of God and consequent heaUli 
of body and mind. The Christian re­
ligion seeks wholeness iu the lives of 
men. It does not exalt one part of 
the life above another. 

"The iChristiaus • in Thessalonica 
received a letter from Paul in which 
he iiad written 'May God Himself who 
gives peace make your spirits, souls 
and bodies be preserved complete and 
be found blameless . . . That' is the 
aim of Christian faith-v-holiness, 
•healthfulness, wholeness of' the life. 
The Great Physician heaed the sick 
and the heale'd ones became His fol-
lowrs. He taught the way of whole­
ness of life and the learners of the 
way w'ent out to do heroic things, 
strong in body, strong in courage and 
patience, and achievers of great 
things for the world's good.
