DOMINION GEOLOGICAL SURVEY
OF BARKERVILLE

The Barkerville area in British Co-
lumbia, one of Canada's younger suc-
cessfully established producers of
lode gold, has recorded an output of
this metal valued in excess of $3,400._
000 since January 10, 1933, when
steady production was commenced by

the Cariboo Gold Quartz Mining
Company. This company, and Island
Mountain Mines Company, which

commenced production early in No-
vember, 1934, have contributed the
entire output of lode gold from the
area.

G. Hanson of the Geological Survey
Department of Mines and
Resources, Ottawa, who - examined
the area in the field seasons of 1933
and 1934, found that most of the main
deposits lie in a  long, narrow strip
of country which he described as
the Barkerville Gold Belt. l.ate in
the field season of 1936 the north-
west’ extension of this belt on the
slopes of Island Mountain was ex-
amined in detail by N, F. G. Davis
whose preliminary report: (Paper
37-15) and accompanying map show-
ing the geology and the mineral
claims were issued recently.

The report, which describes the
geology of the area examined con-
cludes with the suggestion that the
most favorable area for further pros-
pecting for lode deposits on Island
Mountain is where the Rainbow and
Baker members are believed to occur
hetween the heads of Mosquito creek,
Red Gulch and Peep O'Day Creek.
These members are part of Cariboo
Series which underlie the area, and
their locations are shown on the map
on a scale of 1500 feet to the inch.

VICTIORIA, B.CV.—The. future of
contrqlled ‘agricultural marketing in
B.C. is again thrown into doubt by

the ruling’ of Mr. Justice Manson. He

has granted an injunction against the
Coast Vegetable Marketing Board.
The Provincial Government is much
worried by this decision, as it would
seem that it will allow marketing of
all agricultural products out of con-
trol, with disastrous effects to many
farmers. There is a move on foot to
get an early sitting of the Appeal
8ourt to definitely settle the ques-
on.

TIENTSIN. — A Japanese aerial
bombardment which, according to the
Chinese reports, has caused thou-
sands of deaths among noncombult-
ants, caused serious fires in the city.
’I‘_.he Japanese had previously given
assurance that they would not expose
the city’s foreign population to peril,
but they have claimed that the situ-
ation was such that they were com-
pelled to ignore this guarantee, as
the Chinese attack was threatening
to driv them from their north China
stronghold.

PEIPING—Chinese resistance to
the Japanese drive against this city
has suddenly’ collapsed. All troops
have been withdrawn eighty miles to
the southwest to Pantingfu, which is
the base of the main body of the
29th army. 35,000 soldiers were con-
centrated there. Chaing Kai Shek's
strategy is apparently to fall back to
his fortified lines where he has 100,-
000 crack -troops under German and
British officers. This force is equip-
ped with every modern device and
has four- hundred fighting planes to
back it up. '

NEWPORT—The first of a series
of races for the America Cup was
won by the defender, Harold G. Van-
derbilt’s Ranger, which defeated the
English challenger, the yacht owned
and sailed by Mr. T. G. M. Sopwith.
Although getting away to a good start
the challenger was finally defeated
by a narrow margin. The race is a
30-mile Windward-Leeward course.

VANCOUVER—Two new airplane
landing fields will be established
shortly in B.C., one near Creston and
the other mear Fort Steele. The Hon.
C. :.D. Howe has just completed a trip
across Canada by plane on an inspec.
tion ‘trip;tand it is: expected that in-
two years Canada. will be flying ships

“of the largest commercial {ype across

‘the. mountains, and therefore it is
necessary to have these emergency
landing fields. A minister of trans-
port these days has to be internation-
ally minded: “l1 want to see where
you fellows are spending all the mon-
ey, and -1 want to see it from the air
in one day.”

What the strike cost the, Cariboo in
dollars and cents will probably never
be known. The actual loss ‘l.i'xi' wages
is easily computed, but "the. various
channels into Which the’ motiey found
its wuy is another matter. Enough
to say that nearly every business in
this section of Cariboo was affected
to a more or less extent, and conse-
(quently mnearly every working man
suffered. :

It is ncessary, il seems, for every
industrial centre to be visited peri-
odically by strikes, but we are still
firmly convinced that far more can
be accomplished by co-operation be-
tween employer and employees than
by bull-headed attitudes on the part
of both parties. That there arise from
time to time situations that need
amelioration or adjustment Dbetween
employers and employees cannot be
denied. Abuses are bound to creep in,
and ‘the working man is entitled to
bring these abuses to the notice of
the company or companies. In a like
-méanner the companies also have their
rights which must be respected by
the men if harmony is to prevail..

One thing stands out in the Wells
strike that augurs well for future re-
ations Dbetween workman and com-
pany — the fact that there was no
bloodshed during the two months’
duration of the strike.

I was amazed at his speech. We
had been walking along in the cool
quiet of the evening feeling very re-
freshed after a hot day. Everything
seemead perfect to me. .. the town . ..

the people . . . the weather. . , 1
had been experiencing a sense of
peace and content with everything,

roundabout, and in the knowledge  of
a day well spent. . . and then sud-
denly, abruptly, like a holt from theI
blue this had to come. How little we
actually know of the thoughts and
emotions which pass through the
minds of our fellow beings, The |
polished  veneer gleams in all its
dalm, finish. and then it divides
suddenly to reveal sbmething be-
neath which takes our very breath
away. As 1 listened to him grumbling,
the old words came to my lips. . .
“There’s nothing either good or bad,
Lbut thinking makes it so.” And al-
though it might be dQifficult to apply
| this philosophy in the main to a
broken leg as none would have us
do, vel there can he no doubt in the
world that the mental attitude means
the greatest part in many a situation.

“Two men looked out through
brison bars; the one saw mud, the
other stars.” Surrounding circum-
stances mean very little in the ma-
jority of cases. . . you get much the
same reactions ‘wherever you go, and
with whichever group you may hap-

pen Lo associate yourself, Happiness,
fear, worry, desire. content... . they
are all there, in every plane of so-'
ciety and every clime. The golden
windows which the child saw afar
off, lost their beauty when he toiled
over the hills to them, and the sun’s
reflections died away. And distant
fields soon lose their greenness as
the .novelty disappears, and the
monotony of every-day- life makes
itself felt. One man "is disgruntled
and unhappy with all the wealth and
health possible for a human to
possess. Another man is a continual
source of help and inspiration as he
lies prostrate on his sick-bed. It
seems that even more important than
the production of an - Utopian state,
is-the production of a mental state
which will produce the Utfopian state
for the individual. This is the root

. or at least the upper part of the
root.

Paul the Apostle wrote the people
of Philippi from his Roman prison
with his left hand and leg in prison
shackles. He was waiting his trial
before the mad Nero, who used the
Christians for much the same upr-
poses as the modern Hitler has used
the Jews.

The best
he could dare hope for was the axe
and the block, . . the only execution

ing the past year was 3.2 per cent.!

How, with "a population consider-
ably smaller than that of Canada;®
hag the Comonwealth achieved this
position?

The answer is that she did not
wait for the return of prosperity to
cure her ills. In the depths of the
depression she took drastic meas-'
ures to straighten iut her financial
tangles. Her economies cut deep. She
readjusted her debt interest in co-
operation with her debtors, not by
repudiation.

Her taxpayers had to dig farther
into their pockets. They had assur-
ances that the results would be
worth it., And their faith would scem
to have beecn justilied.

Australia may not be entirely clear
of the woods, but she is farther out
of them than Canada.

So far as this Dominion is con-
cerned, the only policy our succes-
sive governnients have been able to
apply to suih erippling problems as
the railway sinkhole and the top-
heavy administrative set-up is that
of “waiting for the return of pros-
perity.” .

Relative prosperity here, hut
it docsn’t, seem to have done much
in the way of reducing the nation’s
defleits, Nor will it,

With immigration shut off there is
no likelihood of there heing twenty
or lifty million people to spread the
burden of taxation and debt in time
for this or the next generation to
share the easement.

The simple fact is that, prosperity
or no prosperily, the country’'s ex-
penditures have got to he cut until
they are within the capacity of eleven
million pecople to carry.

And
yet this man calmly penned the
words to his friends. . . “I have found,
to be content.” Fanatical? Not at all.
Simply a mind which had conquered’
completely all his relationships and
surroundings. If you could achieve,
peace. of mind, calm content, every
minute of the day and under all cir-
cuinstances, would you consider
vourself - fanatical or insane? Confi-
dence and peace are words which are
usually found in connection with
health and development rather than
with the reverse. Paul had discovered
the key to the True Mental Attitude,
and had developed it over the course
of the years. He had discovered how
to surmount obstacles mentally, when
it was impossible to do it physically.
He had learned how to find peace
and content “in spite of’ circum-
stances, as well as in  the usual
human way, “on account of” circum-
He had discovered the ‘“spiritual
dimension,” and in that discovery he
had solved for himself the problem
of circumstances. Stanley Jones’' lat-
est book is entitled Victorious Liv-
ing (and a wonderful book it is too),
and that title might well be applied
to the life of Paul as a true descrip-
tion of his way of life.

Altitude was satisfactory, it would
hardly do far men and women of,
today, who arce usually rather ‘‘un-
mystic” in this very practical world
of ours., Bul there are two facts
whichh meet this objection,

In the lirst place, before Paul came

contact with Christianity he was
far from the mystical. He was at’
that time Saul the hard-hearted
persecutor; the avenging steel of the
cold orthodox group, whose develop.|
ment was shown in the very methods
lie took to stamp out the new heresy.
Afterwards, with his name changed
to Paul, we find ‘him, as a man whose
eyes had heen opened. . . who SAW
for the first time. There had taken
place in hig life a tremendous change
... he had entered a new plane. ..
a new kingdom.
