PRINCETON—Failure of machin-
ery in a hoist at Copper Mountuain
mine caused the injury of seventeen
miners when a cage crashed 400 feet
to the bottom of the shafe. Most of
the miners suffered broken legs, and
two had broken backs as well. The
Mines Department announced that an
immediate investigation will be made
into the cause of the disaster. Two
of the miners are not given much
chance ot surviving,

NEWPORT, R.I.—Harold S. Van-
derbilt's Ranger deafeated 'I'. O. M.
Sopwith's Endeavor ]I Thursday in
the fourth straight win for the Am-
erican yacht, thus cinching the “Old
Mug” for another year at least for the
Americuns, It was the sixteenth at-

LIONDON.—The British Govern-

ment sent a strong protest to the

demands in Northern China. a general

Govrnment under Generalissimo
Chaing Iai Shek has announced its
intention of fighting the encroaching
Japanese hordes to “the end.”
