The Phoenix arises from the ashes 
—Barkerville entertained in state 
Saturday night when Cariboo Lodge 
No. 4, G.R.J3.C., bpened its new 
temple. Last December saw the dis­
astrous fire which razed the old 
temple, built by the Barkerville 
placer miners aud oldtlmers in 1869. 
Hand-made furniture, which the 
Barkerville Masons will not be able 
to replace, was lost in this fire, and 
Masons throughout British : Columbia 
sympathized in their loss. 

But the new temple, wliile it has 
not the historic atmosphere of the 
old, is certainly more modern (and 
may we add, comfortable), and a 
bulidlng of which the Cariboo Lodge 
can be proud.

the lough nut of health Insurance. 
British Cplumhians voted on .June 
1st iu favor of "A c|om.prehensjv3 
health insurance policy." But what is 
a. comprhensive health insurance 
policy? 

The last act as brought forward 
by the llovernmeul left out the very 
essence of insurance—protection of 
the i)oor and indieent iu times of 
sickness and distress. The wealthy 
portion of our population was left 
out of the scheme. Those persons 
who came under the proposed pro­
visions were persons gainfully em­
ployed, and it would seem to us if 
these persons were gainfully em L 
ployed they would he able, without, 
assistance, to laUe care of their own 
health problems. We have not yet 
met anyone who could explain the 
workings of/the Government's last 
attempt, aud as a result it met with 
bitter opposition from every'suarter, 
more particularly from the medical 
profession. 

The people of British Columbia are 
ITavorable to a health insurance 
scheme. They realize that such a 
scheme can only be perfected by-the 
trial aud error method; but they want 
it as nearly perfect at the start as 
])ossibIe. And, above all, they want 
the Government to thoroughly explain 
the workings of any health insurance 
scheme through the medium of the 
])ress before such scheme is incor-; 
porated into the statutes of the 
iProviuce.

The statutes passed by the Alberta 
Leegislature last week mean—if they 
mean anything more than a sham 
political fight—that the Aberhart Gov_ 
erumeut intends to produce tlie tiling 
it calls "Social Credit" in that prov­
ince by the undisguised coeî cion of 
the banks which do business there 
under charter of the laws of Canada. 

To make assurance doubly sure, 
there is the additional extraordinary 
act, to close the courts to actions 
which would test the validity of any 
or all of this legislation. 

If the position were that Alberta 
was a sovereign and ' independent j 
state with a Parliament superior to 
Constitution and courts, answerable 
only to the will of the people of A l ­
berta, then the Legislature at ,Kd-' 
monton might be able to effectuate 
these travesties upon law and order. ,1 
That was the idea Hung about in the 
Legislature during the midsummer 
iiuiduess of its four days of the leak­
ing of these laws. It was the "will of , 
the people of Alberta" that was im­
plemented in these laws. 

The will of the people was to deal, . 
arbitrarily at least and destructiyely 
at worst, with the property of private 
|)ersons entrusted to the care of the 
banks. If you were a member of the 
minority so treated, you w.ere .cioubt-' 
less supposed to have tlie sacred 
right of rebellion. If you were a' for­
eign power, watching these occur--
reiices from afar, and felt badly I 
enough about them, then you might 
declare war upon the nation of Al -
berlii. 

But that is not the situation at 
all. It is much less heroic than that. 
The situation is that the Province of 
Alberta within the Confederation of 
Canada, denies the justice of Canada 
lo a citizen of Canana within Alberta. 
That is what this business amounts 
to—no more and no less than that. 

And lhat is why it is that the peo­
ple of Canada, for their nationhood's 
sake, as they are represented by the 
Igally-ordalneil Government of Can­
ada, can not stand by and seo this 
ouiragi! conmiitted. It is no longer ai 
itiisu of "hating Alberta stew in its 
own juico." It is a case of rescuinc 
citizens of Canada in Alberta from 
the lanaiic irresjionsibilities of a 
governmonl thai is rapidly degener­
ating into a grou|i of gangsters.— 
\'ancoiivoi' Daily Province,

Cariboo in the summer of 1862. This 
entry, which is cnaracteristically 
brief, reads: "When lead struck on 
Barker's claim, about August 21st, all 
went on spree for several days, ex­
cept one Englishman, well brought 
up." 

There were seven Englishmen in 
the original Barker claim, each hold­
ing a full interest of 100 feet. Their 
names and free miners' certiiScate 
numbers, listed in the following order, 
were: W. Barker, 7751; H. P. Walker. 
9164; C. Hankin, Z72C; R, Dexter, 
207C; H. Gabel, 873D; A. Anderson, 
874C; and G. Hankin, 9815. 

Bob Dexter was foreman of the 
Barker Company and Charles Hankin 
secretary. The seven Englishmen, 
headed by Billy Barker, erected the 
flrst building—a rough, log-walled 
shaft-house—on Williams Creek be­
low the canyon. All mining, prior to 
Barker's strike, was confined to the 
upper par£ of the creek, above the 
gulch, perhaps 500 yards in length, 
which separated Upper Williams 
Creek and the town of Richfield 
(which which has now almost entirely 
disappeared) and the lower portion 
of the stream. Jack Buie built the 
second log structure, to be used as 
a store, just across the narrow street 
and a little below the Barker shaft-
house. Around these two buildings 
grew the town of Barkerville, which 
a year later, boastea a floating popu­
lation of 10,000. 

IDrinking was the prescribed meth­
od employed to give expression to 
feelings of Joy in those early days; 
and it was to the Richfield saloons. 

Barker had a habit, when entering 
a saloon, particularly after taking a 
few drinQcs, of performing a little 
step dance and singing out at the 
same time: — 

"I'm English Bill, 
Neyer worked, ah' never will. 
Get away girls. 
Or I'll tousle your curls." 

At other times he would shuffle a 
few steps and call out some of his 
favorite sayings, which were: "Blue 
clay, an' the bedrock pitchin'; sul­
phides of iron, cows' torigfles, an' 
black sand in the pain." Any one 6f 
these was a good indication in a 
prospecting-shaft; but a combination 
of them was almost a sure thing. 
Cows' tongues, of course,, meant well-
washed stones, all lying at a certain 
angle, like those in the bed of a 
flowing stream. 

Barkerville, Richfield, and Cam-
erontown—which sprang up in 1863-
64 around John A. "̂ 'Cariboo" Cam-i 
eron's claims a half-mile down- • 
sitream—were plentifully supplied : 
ŵ ith saloons, and it was not long 
before Billy Barker's money was 
gone. And with it the woman! i 

But not all of Barker's gild was 
pushed in pokes across the polished 
bars of Williams Creek saloons. He 
was free with his money in other; 
ways; loaned out a lot of it, and' 
grub-staked many prospectors to| 
work claims which he knew at the' 
time were hopeless. 

By the ,tirne the. Barker claim was 
wo.rked out—-late in "the fall of 1866, 

'according to Jafes Buie Leighton, 

cook on the Government road; a sore 
appeared on his lower lip. This re­
fused to heal aiul later developed 
into cancer. 

Broken physically aud flnancially, 
;Billy Barker died in the Old Men's 
-Home, Victoria, on July .11, 1894. 

Not more than 200 words were used 
by Victoria newspapers in an obitu­
ary to a man who nad brought for­
tunes to scores of men on Williams' 
Creeik in the years which followed 
Bill Barker's strike. The press of the 
time made mention of the fact that 
"in partnership with the late Bpb 
Dexter, Barker's prolits, for a few 
inonths ran into thousands of dollars 
a day," and then proceeded to re­
prove the dead adventurer for being 
so free with his money that he failed 
to save anything for his declining I 
years. - | 

No mention was made of the good' 
which was acconiiilislied by the 
money that Barker and his partners 
recovered from tho bed-rock of Wil- ' 
liams Creek and freely spent, oi- lent 
to their less fortunate contemporar­
ies. It was gild trom the first "Bark­
er" that financed "Cariboo" Camer­
on's trip from Williams Creek to ; 
Victoria when he took out the body 
of iSophia, his wife, who died at Ricli-
field on October 23, 1862. Fifty pounds 
of the yellow' nietal were loaned to 
Cameron by Charlie Hankin, a mem­
ber of the original Barker company. 

It was with part of this gold that 
Camieron purchased additional in­
terests on Willianis Creek in the vi­
cinity of the Cameron claim; inter­
ests which helped swell the fortune 
in gold which was loaded on iiack-
horses when he left Barkerville in 
October, 1S63. 

August of this year will mark the 
T5th anniversary of Bill Barker's 
strike which started tiie town of 
Barkerville, a log-and-frame-building 
metropolis which, in 1SG2-63, drew 
men and women from every part of 
the civilized globe.

Bark­
er was a free spender; and there is 
little doubt that he and his partners 
(with the possible exception of the 
one who was well brought up!) put 
on a celebration which was not con­
fined to the saloons of Richfield. 
Those of Grouse Creek Town and 
Antler Town, 5 and IO miles distant, 
respectively, would have reaped some 
of the reward of the Englishmen's 
new-found wealth. 

Barker and his company received 
little encouragement from contemp­
orary miners up-stream. And there 
were many times, accordding to re­
ports which have been handed down, 
when Barker was sorely tempted to 
discontinue his shaft-sinking opera-

liams Creek in the summer of 1865 
Billy Barker was broke. But this did 
not worry him a great deal. He had 
been in that condition many times, 
and there were other "Barker" claims 
on the creek. Prospect-shafts sunk 
in various places over a three-year 
period convinced him, however, that 
paying, claims were not so easily 
found. 

In November, 1869, he was reported 
to have struck a good prospect in 
a shaft he was sinking on the hill 
sloping toward Valley Creek, close to 
the 'Prairie 'Flower's ditch, which he 
called "Barker No. 2." It had long 
been believed that the ancient chan­
nel, to . which French, Canadian, 
Grouse, and'Antler Creeks were trib­

Bill Brown, permanent resident of 
Barkerville, claims that the cofpany 
would heve been forced to quit sink­
ing had Barker not received financial 
assistance from Judge Begbie. Bill 
Brown states ..that when asked about 
this afterwards the Judge explained 
that he let the Barker company have 
funds to continue sinking their shaft 
because, in his opinion, financing 
them would be less expensive than 
to pay their way out of the country.

It wa 
pretty generally understood on Wil­

Billy lJarkei%i share—unofficial 
records credit the Barker with a pro­
duction of $600,000—did not last him 
long. He spent the winter of 1862-63 
in Victoria, and it was there that he 
met and on January 13, 1863, marriea 
I<]lizabeth Collyer, a London widow 
Along with a number of other women 
some of whom later became the wive 
of lonely Cariboo miners, Mrs. Collye.

on the left side of Williams Creek, 
near the. Cariboo claim. This, too, 
proved' a failure and Barker was now 
not only • flat broke, but heavily in 
dedbt as Well. In an effort to recover 
some of the proceeds of the Barker 
No. 1, which he haid loaned, he re­
sorted to the law. 

One particular debtor, who had 
owed him a considerable sum. over 
a long period, was ordered by the 
\Court to pay up or go to gaol. He 
preferred gaol. 

In those days one could be put in 
gaol for debt; but the plaintiff had to 
pay tor the defendant".! ooard ani 
lodging 'luring the period of hi.s in-
cartoration Barker pai'a this nrtn's 
expenses for several months, until 
further financial difficulties finally 
forced him to discontinue the support 
of his prisoner. 

Pursued by ill luck and abandoning 
hope of a second bonanza, Barker 
sought a ferub-stake on Poornian's 
Creek, a tributary of Lightning, mid­
way between Beaver Pass and Stan­
ley. This stream was known and 
recognized as a "grub-stake" creek 
on which down-and-outers could 
work ground which, at the moment, 
remained unoccupied. 

There, with George .Munroe, Cy 
Roe, and Frank Orr as partners, he 
worked for a time. But his bad luck 
held. Cy lioe.became ill and was sent, 
to the hosiMtal in Barkerville, where 
he died shortly afterwards. And a 
few days later, in an abandoned 
cabin below Barkerville, they found 
the body of Frank Orr. A partly-
filled bottle of cyanide stood ou a 
table near the bed and alongside it 
a note, which read: "I can't live 
without Cy." The two had been in­
separable colnpanions for half a life­
time.
