The specialist said the red potato 

is outstanding because it thrives on 
lowlands; particularly mucks, and 
outyields all other varieties on up­
land soils. Rain or no rain it keeps 
right on grawing. 

iMr. Wheeler said the station had 
obtained a yield of 737 bushels per 
acre from the red potato on muck 
last year—a dry season. Besides its 
high yielding and drought resistance 
properties, the plant breeder said the 
red tuber is immune to hollow hart. 
When the potatoes grow oversize, he 
said, they tend to stretch out and 
grow long like an Idaho baker or a 
California long white. Ootherwise the 
tubers are round like a ball. 

Tested in pot, pan and oven they 
cooked snow white. Mr. Wheeler says 
the seedlings may ve susceptible to 
mosaic disease, but otherwise they 
are quite immune from potato dis­
eases. 

A resolution asking legislation 
prohibiting Orientals from owning 
or renting agricultural land in iirit-
ish Columbia was unanimously pas­
sed at a meeting of Vancouver Island 
North potato growers held in Nan­
aimo August 27.

There is a closed season through­
out the year on Eider Ducks, Wood 
DUcks, Swans, Cranes, Curlew. Wil-
lets, Godwits, Upland Plover, Black-
belliedd and Golden Plover, Greater 
and Lesser Yellow-legs, Avocets, 
Dowitchers Knots, Oyster-catchers, 
Phalaropes, Stilts, Surf-birds. Turn­
stones and all the shore birds not 
provided with an open season in 
above schedule. 

iNo person shall kill, hunt, capture, 
injure, take or molest any migratory 
game birds during the closed season: 
and no person shall sell, expose for 
sale, offer for sale. buy. trade or 
traffic in any migratory game bird 
at any time. 

The taking of the nests or eggs of 
migratory game, migratory insectiv­
orous and migratory non-game birds | 
is prohibited. ' 

The killing, hunting, capturug. tak-
ng or molesting of migratory insect­
ivorous and migratory non-game 
birds, their nests or eggs is prohibit­
ed. 

The possession of migratory game 
birds killed in British Columbia dur­
ing the open season is allowed in 
British Columbia for one month after 
the close of the open season.

Ducks 12 in any one day, 125 in 

one season; Geese (including Black 
Brant) 5 in any day, 50 (including 
Black Brant) in one season; Coots 
25 in any day, 150 in one season. 

G U N S , A P P L I A N C E S A N D H U N T ­
I N G M E T H O D S 

The use of aulomatic (auto-load­
ing) oa- [lump or reiieating shotgun 
unless the magazine has been perm­
anently plugged or altered so'that it 
cannot carry more than one cart­
ridge, or tracer shot shells, rifie. 
swivel or machine gun, or battery, 
or shotgun loaded with a single bul­
let, or any gun larger than nhmber 
.10 guage is prohibited ' and the use 
of any aeroplane, power-biat, sail­
boat, live birds as decoys, night light 
and shooting from any horse-drawn 
or motor vehicle is forbidden. The 
hunting of migratory birds on areas 
baited with grain or other artificial 
food is prohibited. 

The sliooting of migratory game 
birds earlier than one hour before 
sunrise or later than one hour after 
sunset is prohibited, except that in 
those portions of British Cilunibia 
(Western District) known as the 
Provinciol Electoral 'Districts of Dew_ 
dney, Chilliwack, Delta. .North Van­
couvor, New Westiuir:?ter Vantuver-
Point Grey, Vancouver East, and 
Burnaby, the hunting and shooting 
of migratory birds shall cease at 
5 p.m., on each day of the open 
season. 

The penalty for violation of the 
niigralory bird laws is a fine of not 
more than three liundred dollars and 
not less than ten dollars, or impris­
onment for a term not exceeding six 
months, or both fine and imprison­
ment.
