The .Japanese Governement may 
offer assurances, evidently qualified, 
of future safety of British nationals 
but that concession alone may hardly 
be expected to satisfy the British. 
And in view of more recent events 
mere promises will hardly satisfy 
world opinion i f they plainly show an 
utter disregard on the part of Japa­
nese military officialsiyildnl the man 
nese military authoi'ities for non-
comjbatants' lives. Japanese actions 
continue to indicate a strategy of 
andei'mining Chinese morale by 
.vholesale slaughter of men, women 

and children in their homes, and an 
-ilmost studied disregard of the 
riglits of rcn-combattints.—Chris­
tian Science Aloniloi'.

O NE -lehement critic of women. 
Dr. Theobald, the well known 

Engli.-:;-! obstetrician and author, says 
of a v.'ou'an: "She copies the conlic-
wcman of the Chinese bazaar in' 
plucking her eyebrows, the iiiaraese 
peasant in bobbing her hair, the Arab 
in letting her nails grow like claws 
and painting them a hideous red, the. 
courtesan in painting all visible parts ' 
of her anatomy, and in powdering 
herself in public she betrays incred­
ible vulgarity. She is so restless that 
she cannot eat her meals without 
•smoking, and is unhappy unless she 
is at a dance or the cinema." i 

"This daring indictment does not 
apply to the generality of women," is 
the opinion of Dr. J. W. S. xMcCnl-
lough, of the Health League of Can-' 
ada. "Dr. Theobald must have been 
keeping bad company! But there have' 
been great changes in the social and \ 
economic position of women since you 
and I were boys. Their former posi­
tion as housekeeper and bearer of 
children is materially altered. They 
are no longer'com,plete dependents on 
their men folks." The English writer 
is of the opinion that female econom­
ic independence has increased the 
maternal n%)r6ality. To meet this 
menace there is a strong movement 
in England to rstrict women's hours 
of labor for it is well known that long 
hours of work have a baneful in­
fluence on pregnancy. Dr. Theobald 
also attacks competitive sports for 
women. 

These, however, as pointed out by 
the Canadian doctor, are compara­
tively limited in the lives of the vast 
majority. The outdoor exercise per­
mitted the modern woman, the clothes 
she wears and the mental relaxation 
from the household cares appear to 
have improved the health of the fair 
sex. In the main they are stronger 
and healthier in this than in any 
former generation. For example a 
single affection, chlorosis, seems al­
most to have disappeared in young 
women. At no time in the liistory of| 
the North American continent have' 
women had better complexions, bet­
ter proportions or greater beauty 
than at present. 

To maintain these desirable condi­
tions, women should relnember in | 
their newly-found freedom that mod- ; 
eration in exercise, in sports, in 
dancing, in eating, smoking and 
drinking, is essential.

VENTS since the attack by Japa-

^ nese airmen on the British Am­
bassador in China have been of a 
nature to give added weight to the 
note the British Governm,ent has now 
addressed to' the Japanese Govern-' 
ment. The note makes no particular 
point of Sir Hughe KnatchbuU-l-Iug-
essen's official connection with the 
British Government, but stresses the 
general illegality of attacking non-
combatants and Indeed, by inference, 
the illegality of Japan's whole unde­
clared war in China. ; 

While the note was being sent 
from London .Japanese planes brought 
new havoc to non-combatants by the 
thousands in Nantiio, killing and 
wounding hundreds of helpless civil­
ians without warning tiiough Japa­
nese officials had promised that a 
raid on these regions would not take 
place without warning to non-com­
batants. 

However lightly Japanese officials 
may feel inclined to view the British 
protest they should not overlook the 
fact that the irresponsible actions of 
the Japanese military in Cliina are 
opinion. Japan offers as liei- best 
reason (or sending troo|)H to China 
the alleged need to pi'otect hor nation­
als in that country from tiio (;hinesc. 
Japan cannot aid iiur case; i)y Im-
jjosing upon iiUI other powers tiio 
task of taking similar stc|)s lo i)ro-
lect their luilionals from the Jiiim-
nese. 

The British note niJglit possibly 
have been shar|)er. It is lo be hoped 
tliat its reasonableness, couiiled with 
a firm tone, wili serve os well to im­
press Japanese authorities how seri­
ously other great powers are be­
ginning to regard tlie conduct of the 
present campaign.

resistance to destructive diseases. 
For examples of such progress refer­
ence may be made to the recent in­
troduction of rust-resistant wheat 
varieties and to the turnip strains 
resistant to club root,—accomplish­
ments credited to the personnel of 
the Experimental Farms Branch, 
Ottawa. 

By "disease resistance" we mean 
the peculiar ability to resist attacks 
of disease-ijroducing organisms such 
as fungi and bacteria. This condition 
may be couii'lete, partial or absent. 

Coni.plete resistance implies true 
immunity—as is possessed by Irish 
(Gobbler and Green Mountain pota­
toes, which do not contract the di­
sease known as wart or canker. Par-3 
tial resistance is illustrated by cer­
tain varieties of potatoes which pi'o-
duce stems and leaves resistant- to 
blight while the tubers are highly 
susceptible. Equally striking is the 
behaviour of the Katahdin potato 
which is immune to mild mosaic but 
whicli is successfully attacked by 
other kinds of mosaic as well as leaf 
roll and spindle tuber. One must not 
be misled by apparent immunity, or 
by an escape from a disease—a cir­
cumstance frequently attributed to 
true immunity, I'or disease may be 
avoided because of seasonal or clim­
atic factors. For example, at ])resent 
wheat in Prince Edward Island is 
free from stem rust, while epidemics 
ai'e damaging this crop in Western 
Canada. In fact, wheat on the Atlan­
tic seaboard, particularly in the Isl­
and Province, may be harvested be-
foi'e the occurrence of conditions nec­
essary for rust development. Late 
maturing varieties, however, are 
more liable to be attacked. 

(Jenerally speaking, the faitors 
favorin.̂ - resistanre should l-e placed 
in tv.'o classes: (I) Those due to 
internal and external structure of the 
plant and (2) those involving the 
behaviour of the plant cells. Intern­
al structure refers to the nature of 
cell walls, while external structure 
includes breathing pores, skin, hairs, 
waxy coatings, etc. 

Disease resistance in plants opens 
up valuable possibilities towards 
eliminating the heavy losses and 

great inconvenieiuie due! lo disases of 
crop plants. (For thin reason Canadian 
farmers should keep themselves in­
formed on the developments arising 
in this important phase of plant 
disease prevention.

The piiblication of the 1037 edition 
of the Canada Vear Book, published 
by authorization of the lion. W. D. 
Euler, Minister of Trade and Com­
merce, is announced by the Dominion 
Bureau of Statistics. The Canada 
Year Book is the official statistical 
annual of the country and contains 
a thoroughly updto-date account of 
the natural resources of the Domin­
ion and their development, the his­
tory of tlie country, its institutions, 
its demography, the different branches 
of iiroduction, trade, ti-ansportation, 
finance, education, etc.—in brief, a 
comp'reliensive study within the limits 
of a single volume of the social and 
r,-jr.noin.ic condition of the Dominion. 
This new edition lias been tlioroughly 
revised throughout and includes in all 
its chapters the latest information 
available up to the date of going to 
press. 

The 1937 Canada Year Book ex­
tends to over 1,100 pages, dealing 
with all phases of the national life 
and more especially with ,those sus­
ceptible of statistical measurement. 
A statistical summary of the prog­
ress of'Canada is included in the in­
troductory matter. This gives a pic­
ture in figures of the remarkable 
livogveas whicli the country has made 
since the first census of the Dominion 
was taken in 1871, sixty-six years 
ago. 

Attention may be called to some of 
the more important features of the! 
present volume. 

Chapter I, treating of the physio­
graphy of the country, has been al­
most entirely re-written and a special 
section on Economic Geology', pre­
pared by F. J. Alcock, Ph.D., Mines 
and Geology Branch, Department of 
Mines and Resources, is included. 
The regular section on Geology, 
which will be revised in the near 
future, has been omitted this year. 
A special article, "Faunas of Can­
ada," prepared for the Year Book by 
R. M. Anderson, Ph.D., Chief of the 
Division of Biology of the iNational 
Musuem of Canada, appears at pages 
29 to 52. The results of the Quin­
quennial Census of 193G are included 
with the treatment of Population in 
Chapter Y, and a special section on 
"Occupations of the Canadian People", 
rounds out the treatment of data from;. 
the 1931 Census which appeared 
mainly in the 1934-35 Year Book but 
was supplemented by later material 
in the 1936 Year Book. Agricultural 
statistics of the Quinquennial Census 
are- given; in Chapter VIII—^Agricul-' 
ture—which also includdes a short 
article on "Agricultural Progress in 
Canada and the Dominion li.vperi-
inental Farms System." 

Re-organization of the work of 
several Departments of the Dominion 
Civil Service in 1936, under the new 
Departments of Transport and of 
.Mines and-Resources, has provided an 
opportunity to revise and recast the 
statistics-concerned with these phases 
of administration. The necessity for 
maintaining statistical continuity with 
the past makes difficult such whole­
sale recasting. In the present in­
stance statistical series have, in cer­
tain cases, been definitely broken and 
a new departure was unavoidable, 
but, as far as possible, continuity 
iias been maintained in he changes 
that have been made. Chapter XVIII 
—Transportation and Communica­
tions—for instance, has been entirely 
recast and it is felt that i:he treat­
ment now gives a clearer picture of 
the relationships of the different ser_ 
vices involved. A section on "The 
Press" is included at the close of the 
clui liter. 

lu the Public Finance Cliaiiier, an

-Government Ta.v System as of July, 
1930. The ini|)..rtaiii. section of Sub­
sidies and l>oans 10 tlie Provincî s, 
has also been exiiaiided. 

The ojierations of the Bank of Can­
ada are now established in the linan­
cial system of tlie country and it lias 
thereiore been considered advisable 
this year 10 recast Chapter XXII— 
Currency and Banking. Adjustuienis 
will, no doubt, be necetvsnry from 
time to time but it is felt that thej 
main features ot the new outline will; 
serve for some time to come. A spec-' 
iai article on "The Hank of Canailal 
and its Relationship to the Canadian i 
Financial System" appears at iiages' 
881 to 885. Tills should coiitriinite to 
a clear understanding of the jiositiou 
and functions of tlie Hank 011 tlie 
part 01 llie general public.
