The En­
deavour was being towed back to 
England by the Viva, and during a 
heavy storm the towline broke. Fear 
is expressed that ninety feet of cable 
attached to the Endeavour may have 
forced her nose under water. 

HONGKONG.—It is claimd that a 
Japanese cruiser has been sunk by 
>(̂ hinese bombs off the South China 
coast, and according to Chinese re­
ports from Canton two successful air 
attacks have been made on Japanese 
naval units. In retaliation three Japa­
nese airplanes bombed the Foreign 
concessions of Canton. According to 
Chinese reports three bombers andd 
two pursuit planes attacked a Japa­
nese cruiser, three destroyers and a 
torpedo boat off th port of Swatow. 
Three large bombs struck the cruiser 
which sank. 

iMALTA.—Two British warships 
have been attacked in the Mediter-
ranpan, H.M.S. Glorious, an aircraft 
carrier, narrowly missed being tor­
pedoed, and the British destroyer 
Fearless was attacked from the air, 
six heavy bombs falling close but the 
vessel was not struck. The attack 
was believed to be a Spanish Govern­
ment one as after the bombing it 
Hew towards Gijon, which is the Gov­
ernment's last important port on the 
Bay of Biscay.

A FEW years ago the Provincial 
Government placed bounties 

amounting to several dollars eacli pn 
predatory animals, for tlie protection 
of the farmers throughout the Prov-1 
ince. The result of these Iiounties was 
soon apparent in the rapidly dccreas. 
ing number of lulls made by such 
animals as cougar and coyotes in tlie 
farming areas. In fact, the losses 
caused by such animals became al­
most negligible. 

Then, for no apparent reason, the 
Government reduced the bounties by 
half in most cases and even less than 
half in some. The result of this re­
duction has been the rapid increase of 
these animals to the place where they 
are again a decided menace to the 
farmers and their flocks. 

On the West side of thd Fi'aser 
River in, tlie i)ast two weeks one 
farmer has had a number of sheep 
slaughtered. The cows and heifers 
were the work of a cougar, whose 
pugs have been seen in the vicinity. 
The sheep, it is believed, were killed 
by coyotes, of which there are several 
bands in the immediate district. 

There is only one remedy, and that 
is the re-application of the higlier 
bounties, making it worth while for 
hunters to actively engage in ex­
terminating the animals—and the 
maintaining of the bounty so that no 
recurrence of the scourge would 
occur. 

FORGOTTEN 

<<TT IS a weakness of humanity that 
J- soon forgets departed friends, 

even relatives. The memory of great 
public figures dims with the years. 
This is brought out again by news 
that whiie not neglected, the last 
resting place of Sir .lohn A. MacDon­
ald, first Prime Minister of Confed­
erated Canada, seems to have been 
forgotten.

In 
Canada, we invariably select names of 
foreigners for our parks and public 
institutions,, and for tliis reason our 
own Canadian statesmen and men of 
eminence are soon forgotten. 

Wlien Canada produces a fiag of lier 
own and learns to do homage tp 
those who were responsible, regard­
less ot politics, for building up our 
country, then she will be well on her 
way to become a full Hedged nation. 
In the meantime, Sir .lohn's grave, 
and those of other eminint Canadians, 
will continue to be forgotten.—Tlie 
Northern Argonaut.
