Thus far
their campaign of frightfulness has
not been overly successful, and it is
becoming evident to the Japanese
that have “bitten off moxr than they
can chew.”

A USEFUL MEETING

HIS WEEK there was held in

Vancouver a joint convention of
the Canadian Institute of Mining &
Bl"etallurgy and the American Insti-
tute of Mining Engineering. It is
customary to say of such gatherings
that they were the best ever held.
And yet that is the only way to de-
scribe this 1937 meeting of mining
men in Vancouver.

The committees handling arrange-
ments for thé meeting are to be com._
mended for their policy of making
these meetings increasingly broad in
théir scope. It the past it has been
almost exclusively a British Colum-
bia gathering, dealing with subjects
of local interest. District Government
engineers were called in and they
hurried over, in skimpy detail, a vast
area of coverage, doing justice nei-
ther to themselves nor to the pro-
perties they described. It was a
fruitful source of hard feeling.

Present policy is to make of the
meeting a truly technical convention.
The public may be less interested
in the proceedings but the usefulness
of the affair is vastly increased.

This year there was an interna-
tional flavor to the meeting, with de-
scriptions of such widely scattered
operations as those of B.C.; Alaska;
Bolivia; India; Ontario, etc.

It was the concensus of opinion
among those attending the convention
that the type of paper presented and
the discussion that attended them
wre producive of more ‘“meaty” in-
formation than at any British Co-
lumbia meeting thus far held.

It was to be noted that moving
pictures and slides were freely used
to give visual clarity to some ad-
dresses, enhancing their value very!
considerably.—Financial News.
