VICTORIA—President .Franklin D. 
Roosevelt of the United SItates of 
American was warmly welcomed to 
Victoria on Thursday, when he vis­
ited four hours in British Columbia's 
cai)ital city. A crowd estimated at 
30,000 turned out to watch the U. S. 
destroyer Phelps dock, aud a 21-gun 
salute crashed out as the destroyer 
came through the Straits of ,hian de 
l'"iica into Canadian waters. The Pres­
ident and Mrs. Roosevelt, and mem-, 
bers of their family, were welcomed 
upon lauding by Liutenaut-Governor 
E. W. Hamber. Premier T. D. Pat­
tulio, G. G. McGeer and many other 
B. C. notables. They left the dock 
immediately and droye through the 
cheering throngs to the Government 
House.

Cariboo Member Raps 
IB.C. News Reports 

I 'Many Cariboo residents, and we 
presume all oiher residents of the 
north country were dismayed re­
cently when it was announced that 
news broadcasts presented by Earle 
Kelly, of the Vancouver Province and 
Bill Newell of The Vancouver Sun, 
were to be taken from the air. The 
Vancouver Privince iu a recent issue 
jjrinted the following letter from J. 
G. 'I'urgeon, Al.ember of Parliament 
for Cariboo, protesting against this 
action: 

"Gray Turgeon, M. P., has aldres-
sed a letter to Brigadier-General 
Odium, a governor of the Canadian 
Broadcasting Commission, protesting 
the proposed arrangement for news 
broadcasting in Vancouber. 

"The letter, published at the re­
quest of Mr. Turgeon, is as follows: 

"I was shocked last.night to hear 
that the Canadian Broadcasting Cor­
poration have made arrangements 
with the Canadian Press, as a result 
of which the people of British,Co-
lumgia, distant from Vancouver, will 
be deprived of the radio service given 
so faithfully and for so long by Mr. 
Earle Kelly ("Good Evening") of Thei 
Vancouver Province, and Mr. Earle 
Newell of The Vancouver Sun. ^ 

"That I af shocked nleans nothing; 
but countless thousands of people in 
Central and Northern British Co­
lumbia and other distant points in 
the Province also will be shocked, 
and severely so. Please understand 
that this letter coming from me is 
not an efl'ort at political interferencs. 

•'The Canadian Broadcasting Cor-
voratiou was created by iParliament 
to be an independent and sole auth­
ority for the administering of radio 
services in Canada. It is a corpora­
tion, not a commission. 

•'The Corporation was created, 
however, for the purpose of serving 
and advancing the interests of the 
people of Canada. During the session 
of Parliament of 1936 a committee 
of the House of Commons was set 
up for the purpose of studying the 
problems of Canadian radio service.

Mackenzie, the minister for British

Hanson and I brought to the com­
mittee's attention the injustice suf­
fered by the people of Northern 
British Columbia because of lack of 
proper radio reception in parts of the 
province far removed from Vancouver 
where the Radio Commission's broad­
casting was carried on. 

he .Minister of Transport (Hon. Mr. 
Howe) anf the Minister from British 
Columbia gave very courteous atten­
tion to our representations, with the 
result that the committee -recom_ 
mended that the government should 
lend to the corporation, about to be 
established, the sum of :f50O,00O for 
the purposes of coverage. 

The Canadian Broadcasting Corpor­
ation has responded gejierously to 
this recommendation of the commit­
tee. Nw facilities have been' estab­
lished at Vancouver, with the result j 
that reception iu the north country, 
while not yet perfect, is still far 
better than it was before the corpor­
ation was stablished. 

Now, however, just as the distant 
parts of British Columbia are com­
ing into their own so far as radio 
i'ecei)tion is concerned, two services 
are to be taken from them that have 
been of inestimable value, and to 
which they look forward eagerly day 
after day. 

Personal Touch Gone 
The new arrangement with tho 

Canadian Press will still provide a 
news distribution ^ervice—but lhat 
personal toucli between Vancouver 
and tlie rest of the province will no 
longer be felt. 

The contact of newsiiapers and far 
away jieoples will be broken; and 
above all, there will be a shattering 
of a delicate and devoted intimacy 
established between newspaper-radio 
announcers and distant peoples of the 
province over years of service.

VICTORIA—tGordon Wismer, a.ttor-
ney-general for British Columbia has 
put forward a new plan for the con­
servation of game fish in the Pro--
vince. According to Mr. Wismer, 
who is an expert angler, it would be 
much more satisfactory if the Pro­
vince control all game fish, instead 
of being controlled jointly by the 
Dominion and Provincial govern­
ments, as is now the case. The Pro­
vincial 'Government will take *pver 
the fish hatchries, heretofore operat­
ed by the Dominion-Government, and 
will speed up their production. 

WILLIAMS LAKE—An Alkali Lake 
Indian, Joe Dan, was killed, recently 
near the lOS-Mile House while hunt­
ing moose. Dan and companions had 
killed one animal and were trying to 
head another off in the bush when 
the riflle in the hands of one of his 
companions accidentally discharged 
the bullet striking iDan in the eye, 
killing him instantly. Coroner's jury 
attached no blame to anyone. 

PRINCETON—One of the men who 
were plunged to the bottom, of the 
main' shaft at 'Copper Mountain mine 
when a cable broke releasing the 
cage early in August, died Tuesday. 
He lingered seven weeks with a 
brokn back. 

PRINCE RUPERT—Tenders for a 
new post office at Prince.Rupert will 
oe qalled shortly, according to Olaf 
Hanson, M.P. The new building will 
cost about $150,000. Tenders will be 
called as soon as plans are approved 
by the Dominion Government Archi­
tect 

VANCOUVER — Highest registra­
tion in 23 years is reported bf the 
University of British Columbia for 
the fall term.

According to recent Federal Gov­
ernment reports, the auto tourist in­
dustry is bcomiug increasingly valu­
able to British Columbia. A few years 
ago this business showed a loss to 
the 'Province, and we quote figures 
from the Federal Government's re­
port. In 193C foreign automobile tra­
vel was worth nearly $11,000,000 to 
British Columbia; this being the a-
mount that foreign motorists spent 
in the I'rovince. Against this amount 

I British Columbian tourists going to 
i the United States spent approximat­

ely $6,500,000; thus leaving a net 
jirofit of over $4,500,000 to the Pro­
vince. 

The amount spent by Canaddian 
motorists from other provinces is not 
included in - thesi; figures. The 1936 
husiness showed a very substantial 
increase over 1935. Experts anticipate 
that the figures for 1937 will show 
au even greater increase, and the.net; 
i)rofit for this year is expected to be 
in the neighborhood of $7,000,000. 

In 1!)3G cars entering British Co­
lumbia included over 39,000 for 48 
hours, 1 04,500 for 60 days and 100 
for six months: totalling in all over 
144,000. Against these figures about 
215,000 British Columbian automo­
biles entered the United Stales, many 
of them for only a stay of a day or 
so. 

The Federal Government estimates 
that the average expenditure of a car 
from the other side, if staying over 
48 hours, is $95.00. On the other hand 
Canadians spent an average of $75. 
The Provincial Government is tak­
ing steps to try and increase the 
tourist industry: they will go in for 
more vigorous advertising, and this 
will be attended to by the new De­
partment of Trade and Commerce to 
be established at the next session 
of the Legislature.
