Dr. W. R. Burnett, president of the 
Cariboo-Hudson Gold Mines Limited, 
announced at Vancouver that ar­
rangements had been completed for 
the installation of a 50-ton capacity 
conceiitralor on the jiroperty as soon 
as possible. 

Financial arrangements have been 
completed to carry out the work. Up 
until the present time the transpor­
tation of machinery would have pre­
sented an extremely difficult and ex­
pensive .job, as there was no road to 
the mine and supplies and equipment 
had to be taken in by iiack train.

• LO-WON, Eng.—A vivid rush of 
events in Europe and the Pin- East 
will call upon the utmoot skill, tact 
and calmness of the statesmen in 
l)reventing a new crisis. Italy has re­
fused the Anglo-French conference 
seeking the withdra-wal of volunteers 
from Spain and an invitation to a 
conference suggesting that the ques­
tion be sent to the 27-power neu­
trality committee. The note stated 
that in any case Italy would refuse. 
to take part in any conversations 
from which Germany was excluded. 
The Italians have concentrated troops 
and aircraft to seize the island of 
Alinorca now held by the Spanish 
Governnient. The landing of more 
Fascist troops in Spain now brings 
the total up to 115,000. Rome admits 
that 'Mussolini's refusal of the Anglo. 
French proposals for a three-power 
conference on the withdrawal of 
volunters covers the Dictator's ulti­
mate intention to conquer and rulo 
Spain through Franco's agency. 

TOKTO—The Domei (Japanese) 
News Agency has reported that the 
Italian Ambassador has assured the 
Japanese vice-minister of foreign 
affairs that Italy approves the Jap­
anese action in China and "will never 
spare general support to Japan." An 
official at Rofne was reported to have 
said that the Italian Government 
viewed developments in the Far B'ast 
with "complete comprehension" of 
the aims of the Japanese. The Itali­
an official agreed with condemnation 
of the stand of the United States in 
branding Japan as the aggressor in' 
China. The Japanese blame China 
for the trouble in Shanghai and 
North China, claiming that the 
Chinese violated the Shanghai truce 
agreement of 1932, stationed 40.000 
troops in the demilitarized zone and 
were planning to murder 30,000 
Japanese residents including women 
and children.

Dr. S.F. Tolmie Dies At 
Victoria On Wednesday 

Former Goncervntivc Plead 
Dies After Long Illness 

Dr. S. F. Tolmie died Wednesday 
night at his home in Saariisli, a sub-' 
urb of Victoria, following a lingering 
illness, of some months. He had been 
coniined to his bed I'or the past 
month. 

Dr. Tolmie's political life started 
in 1917, when he was elected to the 
'Federal House, and became Minister 
of Agriculture in the Borden Union 
Government. In 1928 he took over, a-
gainst his will, the leadershiii of the 
Conservative Party in British Co­
lumbia, and was successful in form­
ing a Government in tho election of 
that year. He served as Premier of 
the Province from 1928 to 1933, when 
the Conservatives were defeated at 
the polls by the Libral Party niidoi' 
the leadership of 'Premier Duff Pat­
tullo. In 1935 he again contested the 
Victoria seat In the Federal House 
and was again elected, being Vic­
toria's member at the time of his 
death. 

He was a very popular figure 
'British Columbia, being known 
nearly everyone in the interUu'. 
was born at the home In Saaiiish 
which he died, the son of a iiioneer 
llud'jon's Bay Company facLor.

The Prime Alinister making 
his most important speech since he 
succeeded Stanley Baldwin cautioned 
Mhssolini that Anglo-Italian friend­
ship depends on Italy's decision re­
garding foreign tsoops fighting in 
Spain. He also reminded all war-
makers that .Britain is rearming on 
the vastest scale ever attempted in 
peace time. Referring to President 
Roosevelt's Chicago address appeal­
ing for world peace, he said the at­
tention of the woild was arrested by 
a "clarion call from the other side of 
the Atlantic, as welcome as it was 
timely In its utterance." It has long 
been assumed that the United States 
the most powerful country in the 
world, would continue to remain 
content with a frankly isolationist 
policy, but Mr. Roosevelt sees that if 
what he calls an epidemic of world 
lawlessness is allowed to spread, no 
country will be safe from attack.

Keview 

VANCOUVER—The mouth of Sep­
tember saw the best average of ore 
mdled at Island Mountain Mine since 
19;;5. The tonnage was 3,425, valued 
at 553,714. Average recovery was 
$15.65. April recovery averaged $13.90. 
The reason of the increase was the 
new limestone replacement ore en­
countered recently at the mine. Ton­
nage averaged 114 tons per day. 

MERRITT—Joseph George, who 
was one of the brothers implicated 
in the killing of Constables Carr and 
Gisborne near Canfoi'd, and who later 
was exonerated in the famous George 
Brothers trial, "was arrested near 
Canford recently and charged with 
rape. 

VANCOUVER-The sale of scrap 
metal such as iron, nickel and copper 
to the aggression nation, Japan, has 
been protested by the Young Liberal 
Association of Vancouver. They will 
protest officially to the Secretary of 
State at Ottawa. 

FORT LANGLEY—The members 
of twenty-six women's institutes of 
the South Fraser district of British 
Columbia at their tenth annual con­
ference, declared a boycott of Japa­
nese goods.. In a resolution as a ges­
ture of protest against Japanese ag­
gression in China, nearly 300 women 
pledged themselves not to purchase 
Japanese goods. A further resolution 
was passed asking the Dominion 
Government to request the League 
of Nations to invoke economic sanc­
tions against Japan. 

VICTORIA—Premier Pattullo in 
Ottawa has sent a wire indicating 
that in all probability direct air con-
necion with Yukon may be effected. 
It is proposed to link Vancouver with 
Prince George, which will connect 
with the present Edmonton-White-
horse air mail line. 

KAMLOOPS—Robert Gibson, lum­
berman, was committed on a charge 
of murder arising out of the death 
of Arne Anderson. Anderson bled to 
death from knife wounds, allegedly 
inflicted by Gibson during a fracas 
near Blue River, about 150 miles 
from Kamloops. 

WLLIAMS l jAKE_An industoiy 
that has reached the iproportions of 
$135,000 annually at Williams Liike, 
commenced operations for the year 
during the past week. It is the ship­
ping of Christmas trees for export 
to the United States. It is reported 
that the trees growing in the vicinity 
of the Lake are the best possible for 
the exfiort trade. Grown on rOcky 
.soil, they develop bushier limbs and 
the sap settles earlier In the fall, 
making them superior for .shipping 
purposes. Trees growing on good, 
dami) soil grow straighter and have 
much liner trunks, hut limbs are 
thinner and they do not ship as well, 
shedding needles much more readily 
than the former. 

VANCOUVICIl—Much heavier sen­
tences are being meted out in Van­
couver police court fir drunken 
drivers. iPlnes are being increased, 
and more important, licences are be­
ing suspended for varying lengths of 
time for drivers under the Influence 
of liquor. In some cases their driving 
licences are being taken away alto­
gether. 

PORT ST. .FOHIN—Two men who 
were imiilicated in the famous Hud­
son's Iiay fur robbery were a|)pre-
honded at Sweet Grass, Mont., and 
were taken to Pt. Nelson for pre­
liminary hearing hefore Stipendiary 
Magistrate J. H. Abbott.
