L ITERALLY, the caption of this 
editorial is the truth. The Ques­

nel General Hospital when originally 
built was desiigned to take care of a 
population of approximately six hun-l 
dred persons. Today this same hos­
pital is called upon to care for a 
population of over double that num­
ber. The condition of the hospital can 
readily be realized—the extra work 
and worry this crowded condition I 
causes the nurses—the inconvenience 
it causes the doctors, and lastly the 
patients, who are of necessity shunt­
ed around from pillar to post quite 
frequently to make room for other 
siifferers.' 

All of these conditions have been 
borne cheerfully 'by the staff and 
doctors for the past four or five years, 
but, with more calls being made 
upon the hospital each passing 
month, it is long past the time some 
hi'ove was made to alleviate this con­
gested condition. 

One of the more serious problems 
seems to be the care of maternity 
jiatients and babies. The hospital 
building has no case room or nurs­
ery. At the present time the operat­
ing room is used, entailing more 
work for the staff. The babies are 
kept in the bathroom, their baskets 
being placed iu the bathtub. When 
it is necessary, for a patient to have 
a bath, the 'babies are bundled ont 
into the main hallway.

What worries thoughtful, hard­
working residents of the district is 
the numher of 'settlers who are, it 
would seem, permanently on relief 
with on intention of getting off if 
they can help it. 

One is told that there are hund­
reds of cases in which families on 
the land in this general region and 
north to Prince George are working 
.the governinent instead of Uie soil. 
They till bhly enough laiid to meet 
their immediate wants, clear no new 
land, make sure by a minimum of en­
terprise that they do not disqualify 
themiselves for receipt of government 
cheques .permittinjg them to enjoy 
free groceries, free tenure of the land 
to say nothing of free medical and! 
dental care and free education of 
their children. 

With a little road work, the fuel 
easily accessible in the woods, game 
in abundance around them, a vege­
table patch beside their little home-
.steads, these "pioneers" have found 
they are indeed in a free and kindly 
country. 

N o t A l l D r o n e s 

It would be a libel against the 
peoiile of northern British Columbia 
to suggesL that they are nearly all 
in on this relief racket. Further, it 
would have to be admitted that there 
are some cases of genuine and un­
avoidable distress beiiig relieved. 

But what the thoughtful and public 
spirited citipens of the communities 
in the northern interior are asking 
themselves is how these settlers are 
ever .going to be self supporting and 
taxpaying instead of• perennially de­
pendent if they ciin't make a go of 
things under present circumstances. 

They see definite sign's of the 
growtli of a fixed population of re­
lief farmers in whom the major am­
bition is to be a ward of the govern­
ment indefinitely and they wonder if 
this element is not so strong politi­
cally as to make the average gov­
ernment pander to them for support 
in the sparsely-'settledl regions.'—

BRITISH Columbia courts seem to 
have been making a concerted 

drive to eliminate drunken diiving 
during the past few weeks. In the 
Vancouver law courts drunken drivers 
are being more severely dealt with 
than ever before. The fact that a man 
is merely driving a car while under 
the influence of liquor, whether or 
not he has been involved in an acci­
dent, is sufficient to cause the- can­
cellation of his drivers licence. 

Another case which was very se­
verely, though justly dealt with, ap­
peared before Mr. Justice Manson at 
the Williams Lake assizes. An AlkaU 
Lake Indian, wlio had been respons­
ible for a motor car accident in whicli 
another Indian was killed, was given 
eighteen months in prison. But the 
point that His Honor made, in sug­
gesting that the accused's' drivers 
licence be suspended for a period of 
seven years, is more pertinent. To 
sentence a man to eighteen months 
as punishment for criminal negligence 
is merely court routine—hut to sus­
pend his drivers licence for seven 
years is something else. It not only 
teaches that man a lesson but also 
provides insurance that other liiimans 
will not be endangered from that 
source for some time to come. It is 
fairly safe to say that at the end of 
seven years, when his licence is re­
instated, that driver will take no moro 
chances when motoring.

A bad breath " is altogether unde­
sirable and, for that reason, aonsid-
eration should be given by everyone 
to- the causes of the condition in 
order to avoid its occurrence. 

The fermentation of food particles 
in the mouth will almost certainly 
cause a bad breath.

When there is actual disease of 
the mouth, such as prorrhea, or of 
the adjoining parts, bad ibreath may 
result either from the condition it­
self or from the fermentation of food 
particles which the condition favors. 
A healLhy throat and a mouth kept 
clean by regular use of the tooth­
brush are first considerations in pre­
serving an inoffensive breath. 

In addition to the local conditions, 
which act as a cause of bad breath, 
there are general conditions which 
bring it about. We think, first, of the 
digestive tract because in our minds 
a had taste in the mouth is fre­
tiuently associated with digestive up­
sets. Bad breath does occur ciiuite 
often among those who overeat, or 
whose elimination is faulty. The bad 
breath, in such cases, is really a 
symjitom of an abnormal condition 
of the digestive tract and is regarded 
as such by the individual's physician. 

Under such conditions, the remedy 
lies in altering the mode of living. A 
Ijroper diet, avoidance of over-eating 
or of over-indulgence In one or more 
articles of diet, regular elimination, 
increased' intake of water, and exer­
cise are the points which should first 
be dealt with. 

The correction of any unpleasant 
odour should always ho thought of 
aloiig the lines of the removal of 
the'cause. It is much preferable to 
overcome body odours by regular 
bathing than by attempting to over­
power them by using puri'uniGs. In 
the same way, the logical manner of 
dealing with bad breath Is to remove 
its cause. 

A treatment of symptoms is nec­
essary, but their cure and a preven­
tion of their rncurrence depend u|)on 
the ti'catment of the cause, the root 
of the condition. It never i)ays to 
temporize; It is always satisfactory
