R O A D I M P R O V E M E N T S A R O U N D 
Q U E S N E L D U R I N G Y E A R 

The l̂ ublic Works Department has 
made many improvenHents to the 
Cariboo Highway during the present 
year, particularly in regard to 
straightening out bad curves and 
cutting down on hill grades. The 
most important among these were 
the straightening of the road from 
Two Mile Flat to Three Mile Flat, to 
the north of Quesnel, in this stretch 
of road five dangerous curves were 
cut out and the grade considerably 
Jessened. This mile of road coujd 
always bi; counted upon for a numiber 
of nasty sniash-ups during the year: 
the diversion of .the road at Cuisson 
Creek (Pour .Mile) at Ale.xandria and 
the elim.inating of the curving bridge 
at that jjoint also was a great im-
provemenL These projects are now 
fini.shed and the crews are rounding 
out the season hy eliminating a 
series of bad turns at seven mile post 
on the Pjarkervillc Highway. In the 
Williams Lake sector, the completion 
of lho road from the Hargreaves 
Jlanch to Soda Creek made thor­
oughly safe the road to Williams 
Lake.

The meeting then turned to gene­
ral business, and the president 
brought up the need for an illustrat­
ed pamphlet describing Quesnel and 
area. Considerable discussion ensued 
and the meeting-finally left the mat­
ter in tlie hands of the president and 
secretary.

Canadian Pacific Has Newesr Iii: Locomotives 

. . D R A M A A N D T H E C O M M U N I T Y . . 

ABOUT Six weeks ago Quesnel 
residents joined the nation-wide 

Drama Association sponsored in tlie 
flrst place by Lord Bessborougn, Gov­
ernor-General of Canada proceeding 
the present Lord Tweedsmuir. Since 
its Inception, this drama movement 
has proved Immen.'̂ ely popular 
throughout the whole of the Domin­
ion, until at the present time the 
yearly festivals are eagerly looked 
forward to 

Bullock Webster, in charge of tlie 
movement in British GolunibiaV dur­
ing his trip throogii this portion of 
the Province, tentatively chose Ques- | 
nel as the locale for the festival in 
the spring. The towns competing are 
expected to be Prince George, Wells, 
Barkerville, Ashcroft, Williams IjJike. 
Clinton, Likely and Quesnel.

pleasure derived by thos}e pai^tici-
pating, cannot be measured in terms 
of words. It is something far inore, 
especially where the younger people 
are concerned. It is to be, hoped that 
this drama movement, which is now

Power, speed, an attractive semi-
streamlined appearance, and 

the abilitj' to haul heavy trans­
continental trains more than 800 
miles without change of engine 
are tbe outstanding features of 30 
new 4-6-4 locomotives, numbering 
from 2820 to 2849, recently 
brought out by the Canadian Pa­
cific Railway.

Even more important than the 
trim appearance of the new loco­
motives, however, is their per­
formance. Five of them, equijpped 
with booster, each has a tractive 
effort of 57,000 pounds, which 
means that one engine can haul 
4,789 tons or a weight approxi­
mating that of 100 loaded freight 
cars. As for staying power—they 
will be used on long runs such 
as the 813 miles of heavy grades 
and sharp curves between Tor-| 

onto and Fort William and the 
832 miles between Winnipeg and 
Calgar.v, where they will operate 
without change of engine. Latest 
enginocring developments are in­
corporated in these newest Cana­
dian locomotives, making them 
ideal either for fast passenger or 
heavy freight trains. 

This new group of locomotives 
tcgethor with 20 lighter locomo­
tives, of the 4-4-4 type now under 
construction, combined with the 
power already in service will 
give the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way one of the largest fleets of

L AST year, Canada remembered 
her war dead in. so inspiring a 

fashioa at Vimy—the memorial it­
self, the Pilgrimage of veterans and 
mothers and wives, the pai-ticipation 
of the King,,-, the President of the 
French Republic, the Prime Minister 
—that every Canadian must feel pride 
in a duty so wholly and beautifully 

Some expression of that feeling is 
•very likely to be made by Canadians 
on November llth this year when, 
with the appeal of the Poppy Fund, 
the opportunity is given, to render 
some measure of gratitude to those 
who, one might say, fell in the war 
but did not die. 

For that, in effect, is what hap­
pened to many thousands of Canadian 
young men. Wounded, damaged in 
body and spirit, those multitudes of 
our fellow men have survived twenty 
years of pain and handicap, of dis­
tress, frustration and disappointment 
in the daily, race of life, regardless 
of all tlve help Government and Mu­
nicipalities can devise for them. On 
the base of the indescribably beauti­
ful Memorial on Vimy Ridge, there 
are •carved in solid stone, the names 
of 11,283 Canadian soldiers whose 
bodies have never been found, ŵ hose 
names do not appear on a headstone 
In any of .the numerous Canadian 
cemeteries scattered over France and 
Flanders. Thus no man is forgotten. 
The Poppy Fund, insofar as the funds 
it can raise "permit, has attempted to 
see that no man of those living be 
forgotten. The- things Government 
cannot undertake to supply, clothing, 
furniture, the simple amenities of 
comfort in a home, are the routine 
provisions of the (Poppy Fund. It also 
meets certain kinds of emergencies 
medical and domestic. Its work is 
practically all voluntary. It tries to 
be, on behalf of its countless con­
tributors ou Poppy Day, the good 
Samaritan to the forgotten fringes ot 
the veteran problem. 

The Canadian Legion which con­
ducts the campaign in Canada is only 
one unit of the British Empire Ser­
vice League whic lion .\ovember 11, 
in its world-wide as.sociations in the 
British Empire is selling por)pies to 
fellow Britishers in all corners of the 
globe. The British peoi)les have their 
national holidays and red lettei- days, 
but in the gift you make on Poppy 
Eay, you are sharing in a duty uni­
versally British.

Afler middle life the av­
erage man and woman become heavy 
i . l i c i U the waistline, a condition def­
initely due to too much food and too 
little exercise, increased weight. In
