* “Later Macdonald" established: a
branch 'in Barkerville and by 1861 the
bank was shipping $602,000 worth of
gold. In that. year Macdonald bhegan
to get competition from the Bank of

British Columbia and the Bank of
British North America, so that by
1862 he omnly purchased $331,000

worth of gold from the miness.

“In 1864 the legislature passed laws
requiring charters for banks, and
Macdonald arranged to go to England
to get the necesary finances for it.
Previous to that he went to Barker-
ville, and while here his head oftice
at Victoria was Dburglarized of
$62,000.

Died in California

“Word of the robery reached Bar-
kerville,” continued Mr. Reid, “and
the branch there experienced a run
which Macdonald successfully with-
stood. In the meantime the Victoria
office was closed and the next spring
when word of this reached Barker-
ville, the bank’s notes in that centre
became worthless.

men in charge in Cariboo. -
Cariboo is a big county, and the
appropriations made for .the- district

are pitifully small. In spite of these’
drawbacks our officials have man-’

aged to keep our roads in good con-
dition, which is an accomplishment
of no mean merit. Flort George coun-
ty, to the north of us, gets prac-
tically the same appropriation tor
that district as we do for Cariboo,
but have only one quarter the mile-
age of roads to keep up. In fact, Fort
George can spend in four-Lo-one
ratio compared with Cariboo.

For this reason we wish to give
credit where credit is due for the
good condition of .our roads and for
the straightening out of curves and
improvements to the old -roadbed.
For every dollar spent on the roads
there has been a full dollar’s worth
of work put into them, and we think
that is a great deal more than many
districts in British Columbia can
say.

Our wish is that the present Gov-
ernment in Victoria would take a
leaf from old Caesar’s book and
build highways “wide and straight”
into the heart of the Province. Only
in this way will the Province be
developed.

The League of Nations has failed
miserably we hear. Countries have
been giving their representatives.
nice little holidays in Geneva over
the last decade or two. We had bet-
ter face the fact, and use our fares
and expenses for the building of
cannons.” what can we do when
