Transportation Costs
Transportation costs are the big fac-
tor in business in Cariboo. And | may
say that this has always been so.

In the days of the gold rush—from
1859 to 1865, the great necessity was
easier and above all, cheaper meauns
of getting supplies into the country.
The costs at first were fantastic. And
small wonder. I have in my posses-
sion the diary of an unknown Cari-
boo miner who was employed as
back-packer on the trail between
Quesnel Forks and Antler., With your
permission, Mr. Speaker, I shall read
to you two or three entries:
Thursday, June 12,*1862:

“Got job to pack 80 pounds weight
to Antler Creek 50 miles distance for
which I receive 50c per pound for
Mr. Kemble, a Boston man.”

Friday, June 13: ’

“Left Forks (Quesnelle For I\S) 7
a.m. with 100 1b. weight. Paid shilling
for a box of matches. Walk 12 mniiles
camp with packer. Alimost broken
hearted thinking of wife and -boy. God
bless them.

“Started at 6 a.m. Had a . . .. (in-
decipherable becaue of ink smears)
. could not stop tears from com.
ing thinking of home. Walked 11
miles, campt at bottom of Keithley
hill. Sunday wak about 4 miles, rain-
ing all day. Rested and pead the
Bible, which was a treat.”

The first five miles out of Keithley
is up hill; some of it so steep that
it appears to lean forward.

Canada's exports to .Japan leave
Cuanada in a most unenviable posi-|
tion. Canada as a signatory to the
Nine~-Power Treaty guaranteed the
national and territorial integrity of
China; and what do we find?—Can-
selling war materials to Japan as
fast as she can ship them.

Here are the Japanese imporgs in
war materials for 1936: aluminum
for the construction of aircraft $3,-
48 ,000, of which . Canada supplied
71.7 per cent; copper aboul $9,000,-
000 of which Canada supplied 97.11
per cent. In the first nine months of
1937 Canada has supplied aluminum
to the value of $1,855,970; lead $3,-

140,296:  nickel $2,889,687  and =zinc
$871,332. i . .
We are supplying the® sinews of

war which Japan is throwing at
in the form of shells and bullgts, and
for the manufacture of bombs which
have to date killed thousands of in-
nocent Chinese civilians. Yet Canada
has signed her name to the treaty
which was drawn up to avoid just
this terrible’ situaion. It is a dirty
‘business, and Canada has little to
bhe proud of in the part-she played in
it. S . :
Our representative solemnly sits
in Brussels and votes-agreement that
Japan is the aggresor nation in the
Sino-Japanese slaughter; that Can-
ada as a nation throws up her hands
in horror at Japanese ruthlessness,
and broadly hints  that Japan’s aims
include . the disintegration :of .the
Chinese® naion. Personally we would
be ashamed to sit for our country in
that conference.

Our statesmen have let us down.
Their actions in -the present crisis

have Dbeen such that our national
word is not worth the paper it is
written on. If we remember correctly
there was a lot of controversey a-
hout “a scrap of paper” in 1914, Can-
ada stands today in the same un-
fortunate position as that country.

In Cariboo we can to slight degree
salve onr national counscience. Our
people have at least donated liberally
to the Chinese defence fund and to
the fund for the relief of Chinese
refugees, and best of all, one Cari-
boo man who had sold three hundred
tons of scrap iron immediately can-
celled the contract when he learned
it was destined for Japan.
