Amendments’ to Land
Act Boon to Cariboo

Amendments were made to the
Land Act in the Legislature shortly
before prorogation. The amendment
which is of the most importance to
the Cariboo country was that deal-
ing with the classification of Crown
lands. This was as follows:

“Section 44 of said chapter 144 is
amended by striking out the words

- ‘or second class’ in the second line
“and substituting therefor the words
‘second class or third class,’ and by
adding to the said section the followT,

ing proviso: ‘Provided, if and ques-
tion arises in gregard to the proper

classification of the land or in the
absence or classification of any lands
as heretofore provided the classifi-
cation thereof may be made be the:
Surveyor-General at his discretion,

- from information contained in the
field notes of the surveyor or from
reports of official examination, which
‘classification shall be adopted as the
official classgification of the land cov-
ered thereby.””

“Section 45 of said chapter 144 is
repealed, and the following is sub-
stituted therefor:

“45. Open tracts of land suifable
for agricultural purposes or wild hay
meadow lands shall rank and be
classified as first class land. All oth-
er lands which are capable of heing:
brought under cultivation shall rank
and be classified as second class
lands. Mountainous and rock tracts
of lands which are wholly unfit for

The doctor said he
would not discuss the matter of diets
or menus, ag these may be obtained
free from the Child Weifare Dept.,
at Victoria, by anyone interested.

: Vaccination: Inoculatjon

On .the quection of vaccination and
inoculation, Dr. Baker said that, al-
thaough the opinions of laymen differ
on the subject of vaccination against
smallpox, the medical profession is
unanimously agreed that every child
should be vaccinated, preferably in
‘his first year. “Then, at about three
years,” he said, “it is most essential
that the child be given diptheria
toxoid. Later on, or in the event of
an epidemic of either . disease, he
should be given inoculations, for ty-
Dbhoid and scarlet fevers.”

Plenty of Water Important

Speaking of food, Dr. Baker sald
he could not too highly recommend
the pamphlets already mentioned,
which are obtainable from Victoria.
Continuing, he stressed the greatest
need for plenty -of water for every
child (and adult as well). “So often,”
he said, “an abundance of water is
better than drugs. Other vital nec-
essities include milk for the bhuild-
ing of bones and teeth; cod liver oil
for the prevention of colds and other
diseases; fruit, or the juice extrac-
ted from canned tomatoes (not to-
mato juice as bought in cans), and
greens, which contain valuable vita-
mins. These shouid not be boiled’ too,
long, nor should baking soda ever bel!
added.” Commenting on what are re-!
ally abnormalities in the diet of-
young. children: the eating of stones, ’
dirt, etec.r

the doctor said that such:

diet, usually of -calcium, and the
child - should"- be taken to a doctor
1m‘mediately -

“Of great 1mpoi'tance,,too, is ‘suf-
ficient rest,” he went on. '“The small
child requires 12 hours rest, ‘and
childréen of 12 or 14 years should
have . at least 10 hours. It's hard
sometimes, 1 know,” he agreed: “but
see that your children get plenty of
rest and they’'ll be all the better men
and women for it later on.”

“Teeth and tonsils require atten-
tion too, of course. The teeth should
be examined every six months, and
the first set given as much care as
the later ones. Infected tonsils must
be removed.”

The speaker also touched on the
incalcuable value of recreation, com-
petitive games and a hobby, in the
development of the child.

In conclusion and with great sin-
cerity Dr. Baker spoke of the urgent
need of the instruction of the young
folks on the subject of venereal dis-
ease. “If you had seen the tragedies
said the doctor,
“you would realize how vitally nec-
essary such instruction is. And,
should medical aid be required, do
not delay, but go at once to a doctor.
As Quesnel has been made ‘a clinic,
which means that such treatment is
free, no one should hesitate on ac-
count of finaneial considerations, If
treatment is begun early enough, an
absolute cure is assured.” ,

“Finally,” Dr. Baker advised, “if
your child is backward at school and
among his playmates: see a doctor.
His trouble may not be mental, but
rather, physical. Give him a- fair
chance; have him examined and his
trouble remedied so that he may
hold his righttul place at school and
in society.”
