According to the Punce George
Citizen, thie last portion of the new
Monkzman Pass ‘Highway, to link the
-Peace River Block with. the existing
Cariboo Highway road systef, has
been blazed out, During -the past
week two officials of the Monkman
Pass Highway Ass'n, Prince’ George
Branch motored to Hansard (where
the new road will join the existing
B.C. highway system) and met four
men who have spent the past three
weeks locating the last 25-mile link
from Hansard to the junction of the
South Fork and main "McGregor
rivers,

The trail bla7ers told the offlcxals
that they had thoxoughly blazed out
what would eventually be a first
class road. It was free from steep
grades, following for the most part
the flats bordering the height of land
north from Hansard to the junction
of the two rivers,

While blazing the trail ror this last
stretch of road, the party was met
by three young men woh had come
over the existing highway, built last
year, and across the Pass, from Al-
berta, They reported that the Pass
was combpletely free from snow, even
at the summit, which augurs well
for the practicabillty of the route
when completed. C

Work will be commenced soon at
both ends of this last "stretch, 95
miles from Stony Lake to Hansard.
