Tired, but pleased with the results
of the annual convention of Associ-
ated Boards of Trade of Central B.C.,
at Smithers, Quesnel delugates re-

-furned .home Sunday evening.Smithers

was in gala array to welcme the vis-
iting . delegates, and the town was
also celebrating its Silver Jubilee.
Delegates were treated to banquets,
sports and dances, and everything
was done to make their stay an en-
joyable one. Nearly all towns of the
.associated . organization ‘had a  full
delegation present, and all members
of the Legislature in the ridings
affected were also in attendance. Hon.
M. MacPherson, Minister of Pub-
lic Works in the Provincial House
was also present.

A total of 26 resolutxons were sin-
gled out for attention of the meet-
ing by the resolutions committee,
the most important being the ques-
tion of roads in the interior.

interior Roads- Major Question

In passing a resolution on road
the

Government “institiute .a comprehene-
sive -road programme in the interior,
and that present roads under con-
struction be finished and improved
before other major projects were
started. They endorsed Premier Pat-
tullo’s stand on the Alaska Highway
project, -providing satisfactory finan-
cial arrangements could be made
with the United States.

Radio Interference to Recewe

Attention

Radio reception was another mat-
ter dealt-with at length. Interference
in towns in the interior, instead of
being improved, was getting a great-
er nuisance each year. B. Irvine, of
the Canadian Broadcasting Commis-
sion, who was at the meeting, stated
that he had been instructed by the
commission to investigate radio in-
terference in the interior, and would
shortly start on a tour to effect rem-
edies. In view of the poor reception
in the central part of the Province
from the coast broadcasting stations,
a resolution was passed urging that a
broadcating station be establighed in
Prince George or Quesnel to serve
the interior district.

More Publicity for Dominion Housing
Act

The Dominion Housing Act came

in for discussion. Recent amendments

to the Act make it possible for house-

holders in the smaller. towns in B.C.

‘Greater publicity of the Dominjon

LOUIS LEBOURDAIS MLA

HE FIRST attempts at farming
in the Province of British Co-
lumbia were made just north of
the 54th parallel, at Fort St. James
on Stuart Lake. 'On May 11, 1811,
Daniel William Harmon, one of the
partners of the North-West FPur co.
planted potatoes, barley and turnips.
‘The first farming in Cariboo, prior
to the coming of the gold secekers in
1859, was at Fort Alexandria, just
south of the 5H2rd parallel, 33 miles
below Quesenl. It was here, on the
farm that now forms part of the
Webster Estate, that the North-West
Co., and later the Hudsons Bay Co.,
raised barley, which served as fodded
for man and heast—barley was used
as a green ration for the horses of
the fur brigades, which changed from
canoe to pack-train at Fort Alexand-
ria, and with five pounds of barley
couriers were sent out on four and
five day foot journeys. With musket
and ball they secured the other nec-
essary meat for their mulligans.

Early Gold Rush Days
Speeded Farming Development

In 1859 the miners came, and a
yvear later Cariboo’s first pre-emption
was recorded by Richard Dorsey, at
Beaver Lake, on the original trail,
via Quesnel Forks and Keithley, to
the gold flelds on Williams Creek, 60
miles east of Quesnel.

Other early ranches in the Cari-
bop country were those of George
Weaver (now the Tom Duglas place)
at Soda Creek; the Australian Ranch
at Australian, 21 miles south of
Quesnel, owned by the Yorston Bros.;
the Bohannon, or Hilborn place, be-
tween Australian and Kersley; aud

Turnips f{rom this farm in 1862
sold from 25 cents to $1.00 each, ‘the

crop that season netting the fortun-
ate owner $3,000.00.

That turnips and barley were uot
the only products of Cariboo even in
those early days, when the gold rush
was at its heighth, is proven by an

entry in the diary of George Hillis,
D.D., Anglican Bishop ol Columbia,
who, in 1862, made a horseback trip

from Victoria to Barkerville on Wil-
liams Creek. *“At Williams Lake,”
the diary reads, “we saw growing on
the farm of Davidson Brothers, turn-
ips, peus, beetroot, cabbage, radishes,

corn, Dbeans, tomatoes, melons, po-
tatoes and barley.”

The 100-Mile House Ranch, on
Bridge Creek, now operated as part

of a 50,000 acre estate by Lord Mar-
tin Cecil, was another of Cariboo’s
famous farms and stopping places in
the early gold rush days.

Great Diversity of Crops
Raised in Cariboo District

Tarmiung today is much more div-
ersified than in the early days, and
on Cariboo farms will be found
grains such as bard and soft wheat
(some of the finest No. 1 hard wheat
produced in western Canada has been
grown in the district .adjacent to
Quesnel), oats, barley, corn and veg-
elables of almost every known var-
iety.

Small fruits of all kindsg thrive well,
Timothy hay of excellent quality is
grown in all creek bottoms and on

bench lands where sufficient water
can be secured for irrigation, while

alfalfa and clovers yield abundantly.-

Cattle raising is carried on (fairly
extensively and the mujority ot
farms carry a few head of sheep and
liogs.

Renewed Mining Activity !
Affords Large New Market

With the advent of rencwed
ing activity, poultry, long a
Cariboo, has taken a major place on
many farms. (More than 2,500 dozen
eges are used each week in the arca
east of Quesnel.) )

Mining activity, too, is lLb[)OllulLuL.
for the renewed interest in the dairy
industry, and in order to supply e
local butter demands, Cariboo cows,
during the pagt few yewrs, have had
to have help from their countempor-
aries in the neighboring Province ol
Alberta.

With more than an average amount
of sunshine, no lengthy pum(ls of
extreme heat or cold, and with sul-
ficient moisture to ensure a crop, the
climate of the Quesnel District may
be aptly described as ideal. It is
pleasant, healthtul land favorable to
agricultural aectivities. The average
precipitation is around 16 inches.

The growing season cxtends [rom
early May to mid-September. There
are sometimes light frosts in carly
June, and as' a rule these are not
sufticiently severe to ¢lo harm to the
growing crops.

The first snow comes in November
as a rule, but quite often it is late

Page Croft, IBt., and the delegu-
tion from Great Britain touring Can-
ada with the purpose in mind of set-
tling British immigrants on Canad-
ian soil. ’
The question of immigration: one
which has been forgotten in Canada

in recent years, is of vital impor-
tance to our country. Canada is a
vast countlry, sparcely seltled, and

needs the right Lype of settler to de-
velop its farm lands and great natur-
al resources, ‘On the other "hand,
Greut Britain urgently needs to place
her swrplus population in suitable
vocations and on the land overseas.

The Central British Columbia area,
and particularly that lying along the
route of the Pacific Great Eastern
Railway, is an ideal area for the
placing of these families. ‘As this por-
tion’ of British Columbia stands to-
day, it is sparcely settled, with a
consequent difficulty marketing pro-
duce raiseéd owing to the small quan-
tities and costly haulage. In this area
there is much fine farm land and a
temperate climate, not to mention
the consequent development of na-
tural resources which would follow
from such settlement. The farming
in this area would be of a type most
suited to old country people, being
nearly all mixed farming with which
the British farmer is best acquainted.
