Pioneer Hardware Firm-
25 Years in ‘Business

Arriving in Quesnel in Septem-
per, 1912, to manage the Reid Estate
store, J.- G. Cowan just one year later
bought out the business, and this
year completed 25 years of success-
ful merchandising.

"The 25 years, however, did not pass
as smoothly and - uneventfully -as.
might have been expected. Bad Tuck
such as might have caused many an-
other man to throw up the sponge
‘came Mr. Cowan’s way. In January-
1916, the big fire that swept the main
business section of the town, burned
out his business. This was a war
‘year and conditions in Cariboo were
nona t00- pProsperous - ‘at the best, but
husiness was immediately resumed
in an old store owned by the Reid
Estate, on lower Front iStreet.

In 1922 Mr. Cowan conceived the
idea that Quesnel had grown suffic-
{ently to mantain = an up- -to-date
hardware - store, m place of the

small and inadequate stocks of hard-
ware carried by all local general
merchants. With this plan in mind
he approached the other merchants
and proposed that he go out of gen:

eral merchandising -and into. hard-
ware exclusively, providing” they
would discontinue their hardware

lines. A deal was made whereby an
exchange of stock. was effected.

No sooner had Mr. Cowan succeed-
ed in stocking his store with a new
line of goods, in the spring of 1923,
than a can of tar placed on a stove
by a clerk to, soften, exploded. As
this was in the days before the Ques-
nel Fire Department was organized,
the. volunteer bucket brigade was un-
able to cope with the resulting blaze,
and again the store and stock was a
total loss.

" Refusing to be discouraged, a new
store, brick this time, was built -on
the site if the old Reid Estate build-
ing on the corner of Front Street and
Carson Avenué, in 1923. In 1936 the
business had prospered to such an
extent that it was found necessary
to enlarge the store to.twice its or-
iginal size, and today the. Cowan
Hardware Company building is one
of the most modern of its kind in
the interior of the province, housing
a full line of hardware and employ-
ing a staff of four.

Pioneer TelegraphMan
On Visit Atter 40 Years |

Joe Tomkms whao. helped blllld the
Yukon felegraph line .jthrough this

in town Friday. Mr. Tomkins could
not even find the telegraph office,-
whieh he helped to build, the town
had changed so completely.
He told us, with a great deal of
unconscious humor, of the difficulty
experienced in stringing the tele-
graph line across the river at this
point, on which operation the line
crew wasted a month. Finally it was
decided to.- employ the services of
the small stern-wheel steamboat ply-
ing the river between Quesnel and
Soda Creek. The reel carrying- the.
telegraph wire was put aboard the
steamer, one end of the wire being
anchored to the Quesnel side of the
river, and after a cheer by the .us-.
sembled crowd who watched the op-
eration, the boat pushed oft for .the
farther bank. 1t did no go tar, how-
ever. As soon as the boat was suffic-
iently far from the bank to allow the
wire to sag into the water, it whip-
ped around and bound the steamer’s
stern paddles up tight as a drum, and
reel, boat and crew  went drifting
magnificently down the river. After
this experience a crew - in a. small .
boat, leaving the. reel on the- Jbank
this time and taking the loose. end
of the.wire, essayed aw attempt at
getting the line across. Total results:

SALVATION OF CANADA IS
SETTLERS—AND WORK

ON. J. G. GARDINER, in his ad-
dress to Quesnel and districl res-
idents - here Monday night, stressed
. the need of settlers in Canada, and
particularly in British Columbia. The
. lack of population to a great extent
was the the cause of Canadas econ-
omic distress al the present time.

The richest country in natural re-
gources in the world today, Canada
is- yet - the poorest in population. A
country blessed with one of the most
temperate growing climates where
bounteous crops can he produced
from the soil, yet millions of acres
are lying vacant waiting for the sect-
tler. Hundreds of square miles ol po-
tential mineral wealth where there
is- not a producing mine. Millions of
tons of coal not worth mining, be-
cause  there is no one to burn. it
Theseare a few of the things Mr.
Gardiner pointed out.

In' direct contrast, he pointed to
sections' of Britain where twelve mil-
lion-- people live within a -fifty-mile
radius.- Where congestion makes it
virtually impdssible for the residents
to live in comfort; where it is impos-
sible for a considerable percentage of
the: population to earn their living
without government assistance. This
‘condition was also general in a great
number of continenal European coun-
tries, and was one of the underlying
factors- in present world -unresi—-
wars, thheats of war rnd general dis-
content of the people.

Canada’s millions of acres of farm
lands - alone would largely solve this
problem.
