Affects Hunters

For the benefit of . those directly
interested, the local Game Warden
has asked us to publish the following
addition to the Game Act. Secticn .33,
subsection 3 ot the Act, reads as fol-
lows:

‘No person Who is not a resi-
dent shall at-any . time hunt big
game unless ‘he is accompanied by
‘a guide or a resident.”

"The Act has recently been amend-
and and added to as follows:

“And every resulent who - takes
out a person who is not a resi-
dent for the purpose .of hunting
big - game shall, before doing so,
obtain a permit therefor in .a
form prescrlbed by the Game
Commlssmn

Regulatlons 1938

The tollowmg are the Game- Regu-
lajons. for the 1938 season, as they
apply to game birds in this-district:

" OPEN. SEASONS
- Ducks, Geese, .Coots .

In British Columbia  (Bastern :Dis-

menace of venereal diseases has
now reached Big Business as evi-
denced by the prominence given- to
the subject in the current issue of
the official organ of the Canadian
Chamber- of Commerce.

The feature atricle in this number
' of Canadian Business is an interview
by Carlyle Gilmour with Dr. Gordon
Bates, General Director of the Health
League of Canada. The concern of
business in health generally is em-
phasized in the opening sentence,
which points out that “two per cent,
or one in fifty, of Canada’s popula-
tion is always ‘too sick to work—a
total loss per year of twenty-one mil-
llon working days—an annual cost
of three hundred million dollars to
business .and the country.”

Of this thirty million dollars are
attributed {o syphilis.
~“Today in Canada,” the inferview

states, “at a cost of two dollars per
a day per patient (a conservelive es-
timate” the cost.to Cannada of hospi-
talization of those suffering from gen-
eral paralysis of the Insane (syph-
iletic) and those with cerebral syph-
ilis would probably be a million dol-
lag annually.
