N ONE MAN only depends the
/. peace of Europe and of the civ
ilized world as this issue of The Ob-
‘server goes to press. Upon Adolphl's
address on Monday to the thousands
of Germans assembled at Munich at
the great Nazi rally, when Hitler will
talk on Gerniany's foreign policy, will
depend the lives of millions of men
and. the possible devastation ot Eur-
ope.

1t is hard to understand in our sup-
posedly civilized age that one man
should be allowed to hold control ov-
er the destinies of so manny millions
of men and the power to cause the
terrible ‘destruction which will inevi-
tably follow the declaration of a gen-
eral Eurpean war. And war in BEur-
ope today would mean war in nearly
every part of the civilized world.

‘We cannot believe that the vast
majority of the German peoples again
desire to enter an era drenched in
blood: and surfeited with suffering
and sorrow such as they and their
allies; and their enemies went though
during:the Great War years. But can
they: protest? Apparently not. Any in-
dividual who raises an objection to
Herr Hitler's regime is most summat-
ify ", dealt with. The German people
dare. not protest, but must: follow
blindly - their dictator- and destiny

- Buppression of free speech, iron
control of the press and regimenta-
tion-of the people has been the cause
of“Germany’s condition today. This
condition is serious and Hitler real-
zes that he must either sacrifice his
personal popularity by steering cleav
of - war, or preecipitate a war which
“will" undoubtedly cause the downfall
of his adopted country.

Let us all hope that he will sacri-
fice his own ampbitions rather than
the lives of millions of innocent peo-
ple. He know this is the hope of all
sane-thinking men, but the shadow of
a super egoist persists in our thoughts
these tense days and Monday, Sep-
tember 10th is awaited with a great
deéal of anxiety.

WHAT 1S CANADA DOING?

RESIDENT ROOSEVELT, accord-

ing to the American press, hasg
uged excellent judgement in the
choosing of the Alaska Highway Com-
mission to- represent that country.
This commisgsion is composed of five
men all chosen for their knowledge
of northern conditions and engineer-
ing ability. :

Most of the American papers com-
" menting on the President’s selection,
have congratulated him wupon his
choice, but all wonder where the
commission is to obtain the money
necessary to carry out its investiga-
tions, as apparently no provision was
made for this important detail.

‘What we wonder is what Canada
is doing about it? Have we got a
commigsion to work with that of the
Uniied States? Has the Federal Gov-
ernment been approached, and it so
what is’ its reaction to the proposed
highway? What have been the re-
sults of Premier MPattullo’'s confer-
ences with United States officials re
the financing of the road?

Apparently the American press and
public ‘are of the opinion that the
necessary arrangements have been
made with the Canadian authorities
for the building of the highway
through Canadian soil, but have these
arrangements actually been made and
a comprehensive building programme
agreed upon?

. ‘A MERICAN

in Ca_nad'a were three times as
large as those in any other country,”
states a recent United States Gov-
ernment report that estimates- these
direct investments at $1,936,000,000
at the end of 1946 as compared with
U.S. investments ‘in dSurope of $1,245,-
000,000, Between 1929 and 1936 a total
of 292 United States manufacturers
opened branches or subsidiaries in
Canada and U.S. investment in Can-
adian manufacturing is estimated at
$799,000,0000 as compared with $611,-
000,000 invested by the United Stat-
es manufacturing mtel ests in 26 Kur-
opean countries.

Canadian estimates of United Stat-
es, British and foreign capital invest-
ed in this country exceed $6,800,-
000,000 of which some 58 per cent
comes from the United States, 40 per
cent from Great Britain and the bal-
ance {rom foreign sources.

This foreign capital has been at-
tracted to Canada for several reas-
ons—first of which is the exploitation
of our rich natural resources. Lalter-
ly Canada's growing population has

served by Canadian plants which in
addition have entree to the British
Empire markei. This -influx of ‘capi-
tal has played an important part in
the development of Canada as a coun-
try. and in the stimulation of trade
and commerce within the country,
‘While Canada is more nearly on a
self-sustaining bhasis financially than
ever before there is still room here
for foreign capital .which, if properly
managed, should yield satisfactory
dividends.

And Canada still has much to offer;
stability in governmenti and stability
in business such as few countries of
leading rank can show. Ireedom
from excessive taxation, an adequate
supply of intelligent labor, a growing

export trade both within the British
Empire and without; these are the
essentials that foreign capital seeks
in the manufacturing field and which
Canada can supply for many years
to come.— The TFinancial Times of
Montreal.
