Record Number of Entries 

W E S T Q U E S N E L RESIDENT DIES 
A F T E R LONG I L L N E S S 

Quesnel's annual 'Fall Fair was of-
licially ojiened Wednesday after­
noon by Louis LeBourdais, M.L.A. for 
Gariboo. Introducing tlie first speak­
er .at the oiiening, A . S. Vaughan, 
President W. .A. .fohnston of the Cari­
boo Agricutural & Horticultural As­
sociation said tbat )ie had the honour 
of being the secretary for the first 
Fair held in Quesnel, some 27 years 
ago. 

in a short ' address Mr. Vaughan 
complimented the Association on the 
fine exhibit, and spoke briefly to the 
farmers present stating that Cariboo 
farmers at tho present time had a 
fine opportunity to reach new mar­
kets due to. the great increase in poi)-
ulatioa in the Wells and Bearkerville 
areas, but warned tliom ciiat they 
must co-operate for the common good. 
He alt-o advised most strongly IJiat 
the farmers establisli some kind of 
a grading system for their products 
as soon as possible. 

John A. Fraser, ex-M.L.A. and e.v 
M.P. for Cariboo, then spoke, and re­
iterated Mr. Vaughan's advice in re­
gard to grading. In his opinion this 
was most important. To obtain and 
hold this market he said, the farm­
ers must be prepared to grow what 
the market desired, not what they 
wished, to grow themselves; and, they 
must see to it that the quality of 
their products was as good, if not 
better, than that of competitors in 
the lower mainland. He i'o-^ -^r 
dress by complimenting' 
tion on the fine exhibits; - .ilu-
ing. Mr. H . J. Gardner was then cal­
led on and spoke briefly. 

In opening the Fair , Louis Le Bour-
dais spoke of tbe advantage of speak­
ing las t saying that most of what 
really needed to be had already been 
uttered by the prvious speakers. He 
made mention of the fact that both 
of the grand aggregate prizes had 
been captured by women—^Mrs. Jas. 
Williams of Macalister, and Mrs. R. 
White of Quesuel. The- men, he warn­
ed, would have to look to their laui--
els. In regard to markets, Mr. Le-
[Bourdais pointed out that Caniboo 
farmers were supplying only one-
third of necessary 2,500 to 3,000 dozen 
eggs used weekly in the Wells and 
Barkervil_le areasL, aiid^.that about 325 
tons "of aroYatb'es''were'shipped tlfere 
yearly. This market, moreover, Avas 
steadily increasing. .Tust before he 
closed his address, he presented Mrs. 
White with a handsome silver rose 
bowl in recognition of her winning the 
grand aggregate prize in the ladies' 
section. 

A l l of the exhibits this year were 
of excellent quality. Particular men­
tion should be made of the grapes 
grown by Miss Homan in Quesnel, 
the first we believe to be grown this 
far north; ' red and green peppers of 
fine qualit.v, and watermelons by Mrs': 
AVilliams of .Macalister, and niusk-
melons by Mrs. E . H . Allcock of 
Quesnel. Twenty years ago anyone 
attempting to grow such produce in 
this section would have been consid­
ered a bit weak in the head and would 
have been laughed at. It demonstrat­
es, however, tbat the North is grad­
ually, being rolled back. 

Books of pressed wild flowers and 
weeds prepared by the children was 
also an interesting feature, and one 
which won the commendation of tho 
judges. The home cooking exhibit 
Avas considerably larger than that of 
last year, as was the grain exhibit 
in spit of an adverse year the Fair 
had a few more entries than last. 

When they had completed the judg­
ing, Mr. and Mrs. Travis of Prince 
George complimented the directors 
on the manner in which they had the 
produce laid out for display and ease 
of judging, saying that tbe system 
employed by Quesnel was the best in 
the district, and also commended the 
exhibitors on the fine quality of the 
produce. - •

W. Irvine, formerly meniber for 
Wetaskawin, Alberta, in the Dominion 
Parliament, addressed an audience of 
Quesnel residents in the Rex Theatre 
Thursday night, speaking on eco­
nomic conditions in Canada at the 
present time. 

Condition of Farmers Pitiful 
Dealing first Avith agriculture, Mr. 

Irvine gave bis listeners a first-hand 
picture ot the plight of the farmer 
today, iiarticuarly in the Prairie 
t^rovinces. The living standards of 
Canada's agriculturists, Mr. Irvine 
said, had been steadily growing Avorse 
The farmer had been forced to aban­
don one by one the luxuries of life 
until at the present time he Avas 
barely able to clothe and feed his 
family, aud many, too many, were 
unable to even accomplish this much. 
The great gap between the price the 
farmer is paid for i i is iprodiice, and 
the price lie must pay for commodi­
ties, the speaker gave as the cause 
for this condition. "Sixty* per cent of 
Canada's agricultural population is 
hopelessly in debt and the people's 
farms are mortgaged to tlie hilt," Mr. 
frvine said. 
Second Class Wage Earners in Same 

Pligh't 
Moving from agricultural prob­

lems to those of the Avage earner in 
the second class bracket, Mr. Irvine 
stated that the plight of this group 
of people is as bad as that of the 
farmer. Wages are not commensurate 
witli the cost of living. This chiss is 
suffering also from the lack of proper 
food and adequate clothing, and 30 per 
cent aro eking out a miserable exist­
ence on relief. 

Canada's economic situation is so 
serious that something drastic in the 
way of legislation will have to take 
care of i t "Hie public debt of the 
Canadian people," said Mr. Irvine, 
"has reached the staggering sum of 
-'0 billion dollars, altiiough Ibis i 
not generally known." 

Only Discouragement for Young 
People 

Canada's universities, schools and 
technical institutions are turning out 
liuiulreds of young iieoplo each year, 
who, when tliey try to make tlieir 
way in the world, are met only witli 
discouragement. There is no i)lace 
for tiieui in the scheme of things in 
Canada, as tlio country is constituted 
today, and the picture yearly be 
comes more gloomy. 

The speaker then detilt with inter­
national situation as it alfected Can­
ada, and the present crisis in Europe, 
lie traced back to the failure of the 
League of Nations ICuroiie's unsettled 
state. Mussolini's invasion of Ethiopia 
encouraged Japan to attack China;

Tlie monthly meeting of the Boai-d 
of Trade, held at the Nugget Hotel 
Cafe was featured by the iioorest turn 
out of members In years, only eight 
sitting down to the table. Minutes of 
the last meeting Avere read and adopt­
ed aud correspondence was read and 
filed. 

The Hornby plan of land settle­
ment in the centra/ Interior then 
came up for considerable discussion, 
and it Avas decided to liave a number 
of copies of the Quesnel Board of 
Trade resolution on the matter print­
ed and sent to various interested 
parties. In addition, several copies of 
the lengthy brief as presented to Sir 
Henry Page Croft and V . Dalgleish, 
Avho travelled through this district 
in the interests of Bri t ish Immigra­
tion, Avere prepared by M . H . Ram­
say. These Avill be sent to the Fed­
eral and Provincial members for 
Cariboo. 

Reporting for the Airport commit­
tee, j\Ir. LeBourdais stated that there 
were tAvo possible sites on Dragon 
Lake, which had been inspected by 
the committee. A l l other proposed 
sites in the Quesnel area had been 
abandoned in favor of Dragon Lake 
for the reason that either of the two 
.fields there Avould provide both land 
and Avater facilities, AVhich was highly 
desirable. One of tlie sites, the easi­
est of the tAVo to construct iuto a 

•proper landing field, Avas the poorer 
of the'two owing-to its prQximj.t3C t̂Q 
a high bluff, Avhich Avould cause 
trouble from dOAvndrafts. The best 
site was on the land now owned by 
J . ,1. Donnelly, AVhich he had gener­
ously offered to the committee free 
of charge. This site Avould provide a 
runway over three-quarters of a mile 
in length, Avith a take-off over Dragon 
Lake and" Avould be ideal for both 
land and water planes. The etimated 
cost of ylearlng and levelling this 
site Avould be between $10,000 and 
$15,000. The Federal Government Avill 
be approached to aid Avith funds for 
this construction. It Avas also report­
ed that unless a suitable field was 
constructed for Avlnter landing on 
skiis, the Aveekly mail and passenger 
plane would pass Quesnel by. 

A report on the banquet tendered 
Sir Henry Page Croft and party Avas 
presented by M . H . Ramsay. The 
committee in charge Avas ' comipli-
mented on their handling of the 
affair. 

Proposed amendments to the "Min­
eral Act" Avere brought to the atten­
tion of the Board by a number of the 
members. It wi l l be remembered that 
amendments Avere proposed by the 
Mines Department last year, but Avere 
given a year's hoist at the last ses­
sion of the Legislature Avlien they 
were objected to in a number of 
quarters. These amendments will be 
thoroughly discussed at tlie next 
meeting of the Board. 

.L G. Cowan then brought u]) the 
matter of the old school buildings, 
decrying tho fact that although the 
noAV school building had been in op­
eration for over a year the old build­
ings, which constituted an eyesore 
to people entering town, were still 
standing. The secretary was instruct­
ed to write the Board of School! 
Trustees asking that something be 
done about the matter. 

Louis LeBourdais then passed a 
resolution complimenting J. G. Cowan 
of the Cowan Hardware Co. on the 
completion of 25 years of business 
in Quesnel.This Aves seconded by C.H. 
Allison. .Mr. Cowan responded, thank­
ing the members and comparing the 
prosont town of Quesnel Avitli that of 
25 years ago wli^n he started busi­
ness. He mentioned the old freighting 
days, when six months' supi>ly of 
merchandise was brought in in the 
fall, and notliing further was ordered 
until spring. Then came the G. T. P. 
railway to Prince George and freight 
came in by steamer, and lastly the 
P. G. E. railway arrived in Quesnel. 

Tlie meeting adjourned at 2:00 p.m. 

Swiftly-moving events in Europe 
during the week have made it virtu­
ally impossible for American readers 
to keep pace with the trend of the 
Gzechoslovakian crisis. FoUoAving Hit­
ler's sjjeech on Monday a general 
European Avar seemed inevitable. Des­
perate efforts by the British cabinet, 
which included an aiz'plane journey 
by Prime Minister Chamberlain to 
Germany, Avhen he conferred with 
Hitler, seemed to ease the tense sit­
uation for a time. 

Joint cabinet meetings of the Brit­
ish and French Governments at the 
end of the Aveek seem to indicate 
that they are agreeable to the hand­
ing over to Germany of the Sudeten 
area of Czechoslovakia. The Czech 
Government on the other hand refus­
es to consider the handing over of 
this area, or the holding of a propos­
ed plebiscite. 

Itussia has gained permission from 
Roumania for movement of her arm­
ies to the Czech border, and is back­
ing the Czech Government in its 
stand. 

Mussolini favors the control by 
Germany of the Sudeten area, but has 
made no definite statement as to It­
aly's policy in the event of Avar. 

There the situation remains dead­
locked at the present time, and the 
ne.xt move in the international chess 
game seems to be up "to Hitler . If he 
makes good his threat to aid the Su­
deten .Germans, Avar st i l l Avill be the 
outcome.

and danger entailed in the difficult 
game of prospecting, on the wheel 
of fortune in the same win or lose 
method of tbe money speculator.

The Fraud's 
Prevention Act, while designed, we 
believe in good faith, to protect the 
investor aud speculator has throttled 
(lie latter and has not provided oppor­
tunity for the former to place his 
ca])ital.' i t is'apparently a case where 
the cure is,a lot more costly than the 
disease. This Act badly needs over-
liauling. 

To take the place of the Fraud's 
Prevention Act, the Governmen 
would do w.ell to investigate the 
IBi'itish system. l-Iei-e there is no 
throttling legislation. A man is free 
to speculate, or invest, as lie sees 
(it. But, to protect tlie public the 
iiritisli Government has ii "Diiyc-
lors' UcsponsibilKy Act." 'Jliis Act is 
drafted to see that tbe speculator 
has a lair run for his mone.v. The 
directors are resiioiisible under lh$ 
Criuiiiial Code for any (lis(;repancio;s 
which might appear in the promo­
tion or development of a mine. The 
whole directorate of a mining com­
pany, where tliere had been any evi­
dence of graft, misappropriation of 
the comiiawy's funds, or gross mis­
management, would have to account 
(0 (he Government, and. wluu. is more 
io tho iioinl, in the few cases of tliis 
iuUi.>re whicii Iiave been tried in the 
Hvltish courts, these directors have 
drawn stiff prison sentences. This 
discourages the crooked element in 
mining promotion, yet it allows easy 
and simple development of prospects, 
whether they turn out good, bad or 
indifferent, jiroviding the manage­
ment has been above board and hon­
est in its dealings with its share­
holders. The Act is simple and not 
cluttered up with red tape, and at 
the same time jJlaces responsibility 
where it belongs.

It should not be so 
hard to get capital to develop pi-os-
pects to the point where they are 
either disproven or semi-proven."

C A P I T A L AND T H E PROSPECTOR 

T T O W A R D T. M I T C H E L L , manag-
-tJ- ing editor of The Financial 
News, Vancouver, has some highly 
interesting observations to make in 
the columns- of liiK paper recently. 
Returning to Vancouver after a trip 
through the mining fields of thcProv-
ince, he has become increasingly 
aware of the enlarging gap between 
the prospector and capital in thie 
mining field. Editor Mitchell says 
this gap is directly responsible for 
the dearth of new mining prospects. 
On the one hand the prospector can­
not get sufficient backing to develop 
his prospect to a stage wehre big 
companies will be actively interestP;(l 
and on the other, the big com.^janies 
with capital enough to prove a likely 
prospect wil l not sri^nd money on 
mere surface sh.O'vvings. There the 
matter stan'is today. 

A l^.rge portion of this trouble is 
attributed by IMr. .Mitchell to the 
heavy restrictions placed by the Gov­
ernment on the small promoter, and 
the conseciuent drying-up of capital 
ohtained from the speculator, as op­
posed to the straight and cautious 
investor' The man who wil l gamble 
legitimately, his money for high 
stakes, is being discouraged. Mr. 
Mitchell says in ))art: 

"There is an opinion amongst some 
observers whoso opinions are wortliy 
of respect that what the Government 
nf Hrilisli Columbia should do is to 
draw the lino between speculators 
and investors—that it should protect 
the latter as zeahni.Hly as it plea.ses, 
but should dismiss tlie s|)oculator 
from its licniKn care with a warning 
and a ))lo.ssing Jind lot him look out 
for himself as he has had lo do in 
the past." 

It would bo virtually impossible to 
jioint out a mine in Urilsh Columbia 
wliich in (ho (irst place has not boon 
made by the speculator, and e<|ually 
as dilTicult to find a sinsjle inin,o 
which luis been made liy Ihe inves­
tor, in tho real meaning of the word. 
The investor ilooks for a medium 
where his money will Urmii him i;i 
safely Kuarantoed, though small in­
terest on Iiis money. 'I'lie speculator 
gambles his money, win or lose, to 
make a "kil l ing," or, in other words, 
returns cutiipeiisato with his risk. 

The original iiromotor of a mine is 
tli(, prospector, and lie is a siiecuiator 
of tlio (ir.st water, l ie doos not. it is 
true, gamble money: nine times out 
of ten lie has nodiing but a small 
grubstake and the clothes he has on 
his bacl<: but ho gambles the etiual 
of money.
