Members of the local Board of 
Trade met a week later than usual 
this month, owing to the F a l l Assize 
Court being held on the regular meet­
ing date. Fifteen sat down to the din­
ner. Minutes of the last meeting were 
read and adopted and correspondence 
read ad filed. 
Mineral Act Amendments Discussed 

Business arising from the minutes 
of the'^ast meeting, E . D. Woodburn 
brought to the attention of the Board 
the matter of the. proposed changes 
to the "Mining Act." He dealt at 
some length with the proposed 
changes as published in the press. 
Considerable agitation was evident, 
he said, among the mining men who 
do not agree with certain of the new 
regulatioinis. A t a meeting of the 
Quesnel Liberal Association, held the 
Monday night previous, these amend­
ments had been discussed at some 
length, dealing particularly with the 
changes mooted in the grouping..of 
claims and the new manner !n which 
assesBment ^york must be recorded 
The meeting went on record as being 
opposed to these regulations, and Mr. 
Woodburn suggested that the Board 
of Trade also pas^ a resolution; to 
this effect. The matter of re-enacting 
the clause in the "Mineral Act" 
whereby- employers were obliged to 
guarantee with the Gold Commission­
er in each district the wages of the 
men employed on their projects was 
allso suggested. 

Dissiatisfaction with the wide pow­
ers which the Government had taken 
to itself with I'egard to the "Placer 
Mining Act" was also brought up, 
and as an example the granting of 
the extraordinary special lease of ap­
proximately 65 miles on the Fraser 
River from Soda Creek to a point 
'10 miles north of Quesnel to one com­
pany was quoted. This lease had been 
granted despite the vigorous objec­
tions of nearly every placer miner 
in the district. 

The Board, decided that there :was 
st i l l plenty of time t6 register its ob­
jections with the -local member before 
the question wil l be raised in 'the 
House, and wi l l wait for an official 
copy of the proposed amendments 
from the minister of" mines before 
taking action. 

Airport Situatipn .Favorable

LeBourdais, member for Ca-riboo who 
had left the previous day for Victoria, 
in which he stated that he had re­
cently had a letter' from J . Gray Tur­
geon, Federal member for the district 
in which the latter stated that there 
was every indication that Quesnel 
would obtain a grant to aid in the 
building of an airport at Dragon Lake 
from the Federal authorities. -Mr. 
Turgeon had been working on the 
project some months. I 

Old School Building Eyesore 
J . G. Cowan inquired as to whether 

a letter had been sent to the Ques­
nel School Board voicing the Board's 
objections to the condition of the 
local school yard, and asking in par­
ticular why the . old school building, 
which i t was understood had been 

•sold, had not been removed. He point­
ed out that it constituted an eyefipre 
to the entrance to the town in its 
delapidated condition. J . E . Barrett 
stated that a letter had been sent, 
but there was some excuse in that 
the purchaser had not yet been able 
to get a satisfactory tender for the 
moving of .the building. John A . Fras­
er pointed out that despite excuses 
the building should have been moved 
months ago. He recalled that the 
Board of Commissioners had sent a 
similar letter to the School Board 
a year ago, but no action had been

During last fall's session of the Pro­
vincial ', Legislative Assembly, the 
question of an Ac t to Amend the 
Mineral Act was discussed by the 
House at some length, and was fin­
ally dropped owing to strenuous ob­
jections to the proposed amendm"nts 
by the various mining centres of the 
Province ,These ••bjecl.ions were 
raised primarily because the men 
whom, the amendments would affect 
did not thoroughly understand them. 

This year, Hon. W. J . Asselstine, 
Minister of Mines and practical 
miner, under whose direction the Act 
to Amend the Mineral Act has been 
drawn up, has personally visited 
every important mining camp In the 
Province. He has» discussed with' 
miners, the various portions of the 
Act "Which in his opinion should be 
altered and improved. Their opinions, 
as well as his, have been incorporat­
ed into the -present proposed amend-' 
ments, which will be brought up at 
the session of the Parliament which 
convenes .Tuesday next."Here -the 
pros and cons wil l be debate^, -j 

There still appears .to be objectlbnsi 
from a number of •quarters, and an! 
^vlew" of 'the -fact th&t'4^tliesei-fimena4 
ments wi l l 'be of-^Vital concern to this; 
"district. The Cariboo Observer wil l ; 
publish the full text. Tlie text Is' 
lengthy, and for -this a-eason we can­
not publish the :Whdle of i t 'in one 
iseue, and sit -will take two, or pos­
sibly three Ussues to complete. The, 
first of teh series win be contained' 
in next wekJs'ObBei'ver. 

The amendments, very briefly sum­
marized, are for the object of: 

1. Including every known -type 'Of-I 
mineral and mineral deposit within* 
the Mineral Act. 

2. Permitting the bona fide free 
miner to stake more than one claim 
on a mineral deposit. 

3. Restricting promiscuous staking 
or blanketting. 

4. Insuring the staker of obtaining 
the ground he actually stakes out. 

5. Eliminating fractions* 
6. Eliminating overlapping. 
7. Insuring work being done Upon 

a mineral claim. 
8. Preventing re-staking from 

year to .year without assessment 
being done. 

9. 'Providing an .appeal to the 
Minister in .the 'case of disputes over 
assessment work. 
ilO. Permitting the Minister to orderf| 

an examination of the 'asseasment; 
Tvork done on a claim. 

11. Providing the Minister wl^h 
authority to throw open foi- -staklilfc. 
If assessjment work .has not beeit 
done.

Funeral services ftbdk place at the 
Roman Catholic Church, Wells, with 
Fathers Faber and Conway officiat­
ing . Burial -took place in the historic 
old Barkerville cemetery. 

Cariboo-Hudson 
Grinding Mid-November 
_ Reports from Wells indicate that 
Cariboo^Hudson Mining.Co. Ltd. , onie. 
of the ventures of .Fred M . Wells, 
Dr^ W ; Hf̂  Biirhetti^ O; ̂ H . : Solibakke; 
and associates, who brought the" Car­
iboo Gold Quartz mine-at Wells into 
production, wi l l start grinding ore 
about mid-Noveniber if present pro­
gress is continued. The plant w i l l be 
capable of handling ilOOi tons daily. 

M i l l building, crusher, ore bins, 
ball mi l l and filters have been com­
pleted, and the tanks and minor in 
stallations are rapidly nearing com 
pletion. 

Co-incident with the starting of the 
lOariboo-Hudson mi l l w i l l be that of 
the Quesnelle Quartz mine at Hixon, 
which expects its ni i l l -to be started 
about the same time. Cariboo wi l l 
shortly have four, instead of two, 
mines grinding oUt new wealth and 
lessening .'the unemployed rol l of the 
Province. 

Also -from Wells comes further en­
couraging reports from the Cariboo-
Thompson development, located a-
bout two miles, from the Cariboo-
Hudson. Although this ,i>roperty has 
been under active development only 
a short time, veins struck in the low 
level tunnel being driven give every 
indication that there wi l l shortly be 
another lode producer on the famous 
old Barkerville placer zone.

CHINA ON T H E DEMOCRATIC 
HIGH A L T A R ? 

E V E N T S have moved Avidi start­
ling sfwiftness in the Far Eastern 

campaign during the past week, aud 
official reports from the Orient are 
to the effect that Canton, key city ol 
south China, has fallen to the .lapa-
nese drive launched in that sectoi 
two weeks ago. 

This causes ns to .ponder just what 
France and Bri ta in w i l l do about the 
situation—^Britain in particular. Hong 
•Kong, a Bri t ish port lying at the 
mouth of the PearL River,, on whose 
banks Canton is built, is Britain's 
moat important commercial centre in 
the Far East, expoirt and I import 
trade passing through the port in the 

: course of a year amounting to . over 
eight hundred million dollars. Japa-

• nese control.of South China would 
' mean the loss of this trade and the 
-weakening of an-important defence 
post-in the Britisih empire. France, 
•00, would be seriously handicapped 
..1 that it would place the Japanese 
sphere of influence next door to her 
irastern colony, French Indo-China. 

W i l l Britain and France bring pres­
sure to bear on China to have that 
country cede the five northern prov­
inces to Japan, which is apparently 
what Japan's aims embrace? W i l l 
they again, to satisfy their commer­
cial aims, allow another fiasco such 
as the disgraceful Munich Agree­
ment? W i l l they again allow the dic­
tator nations to swallow and place 
under the yoke of tyranny another 
peace-loving people? . The • Chamber­
lain and Deladier Governments liave 
been demonstrated to be paiufu,lly 
weak and vascillating. 

'On the other hand, is the reason 
for such dalliance the fact that the 
Democratic nations have been cauglit 
off their feet and are afraid to. gamble 
on the issue of a war? Doe.'j it mean 
that, the past and present govern-
mente of the Bri t ish Emnire and 
other Democracies have been lulled 
and mollycoddled with peace twaddle 
to such an extent that they have al­
lowed our nations to grow painfully 
weak in national defence, while the 
dictator nations heve bent every ef­
fort to re-arm to the degtee that they 
now control the world situation? 
• The, latter appears to be the situa­
tion. Every move the Democratic 
governments have made in the past 

.six years, commencing with their 
weak stand when the Japanese in­
vaded Manchuria in 1932, the re-occu­
pation of the Rhineland by Hitler, 
down to the degrading dismember­
ment of Czechoslovakia, can have but 
one answer—weakness and fear. 

W i l l we now witness another con­
ciliatory move on the part of the 
Democracies? Another bit ot blood 
barter to the dictator slave-drivers. 
We are afraid that this wi l l prove to 
be the case.. The gold of trade, we 
fear, wi l l far outweigh anv sense of 
:.(ir;il right or decency on the part of 
our three great Democracies—the 
•iri ish Empire, France and the Unit­
ed States.
