The superstructure wil l 
not likely be put in place until spring. 

The rebuilding of this bridge, 
which was erected when the line flrst 
entered Quesnel in 1919, presents 
quite a problem, as the new bridge 
must be built on the same site as 
the old, yet traffic must be kept rol­
ling.

That the Alaska Highway project, 
which;has been the subject of much 
controversy for the past two years 
is steadily gaining in popular favor 
is proved by the two recent despatch­
es beneath: 

H A R R I S O N HOT SPRINGS — A 
resolution approving construction of 
the proposed Alaska highway con­
necting the United States and Alaska 
through Brit ish Columbia and Yukon 
Territory has been adopted by the 
fivergreen Playground Association. 

The resolution, adopted at the 
tourist organization's annual meet­
ing here, said the road would be of 
great benefit to British Columbia 
Washington and Oi-egon. 

VICTORIA—Two of the younger 
Liberal members of the Legislature 
have joined in urging the Pattullo 
Government to go ahead rapidly with 
its Alaska Highway programme. 

W. T. Straith, Victoria, applauded 
the Premier's action in getting Ot­
tawa to appoint a Canadian commis­
sion on the road scheme and expres-
s;ed the hope it would be built "with­
in the lifetime of the present Parlia­
ment." 

Louis LeBourdais, Cariboo, said 
the people of the Interior are solid­
ly behind It. 

Now that both Canada's Federal 
Government and the Government of 
the United States have appointed 
commissions to study and route and 
arrange for financing the huge under­
taking, it is confidently felt in many 
quarters that,the work will he start­
ed in the spring. A week ago a num­
ber of surveyors passed through here 
en route to the north end of the 
present road system at Kispiox, a 
few miles north of Hazelton. 

Although the definite route from 
Kispiox northward to the Yukon bor­
der has not been decided upon, it is 
thought It will follow a line of deep 
valleys, keeping away from the deep 
snow areas. This will probably be 
somewhat longer than a direct route 
would have been, but wil l have the 
advantage of being a year-round high­
way ratlier than just a sumraer tour­
ist route. 

The Alaska Highway when com­
pleted will provide the most scenic 
tourist route in the world—150O miles 
of magnificent mountain scenery— 
and will no doubt be one of the most 
travelled in the world, certainly t'he 
most popular on this continent. This 
link will also join what wi l l be the 
longest motor road system in the 
world—from Alaska at the northern 
tip of North America, to Patagonia, 
at the soutliern tip of South America.

Qyesneile Qyartz In 
Rich New Ore Zone 

One Killed When Local 
Truck Goes Over Bridge 

E. A. Winder, secretary of the lo­
cal truckmen's ass,ociation, received 
a telegram on Monday from George 
Brooks, until recently a resiident of 
Quesnel, but who now lives at Prince 
George, Informing him that his truck, 
en route to Quesnel wih a load, had 
crashed the railing of a small bridge 
a few miles south of Cisco Lodge and 
one man was killed and another ser­
iously injured. 

The victim of the accident was a 
man named Rade, who haa made his 
home In the vicinity of Prince George 
for a number of years. The injured 
man was S. Johnson, also from the 
Prince George section, who had just 
delivered a load of produce to Van-
cuver via the Brooks Motor Freight 
and was en route home on the same 
vehicle. 

The truck apaprently skidded as it 
came on the bridge and went out of 
control. Brooks and H . Johnson, his 
relief driver, managed to jump, but 
Rade and Johnson went over with the 
load. When the two men scram'bled 
down to the wreck they found Rade 
dead, but immediately went for help 
for the Injured Johnson, 

It is reported that an Inquest has 
been held and Brooks and Johnson 
exonerated of any blame for the ac­
cident. 

To Be in Prince Monday 
Word .from Prince George is to the 

effect that seven men who have been 
working on the Monkman Pass High­
way since early August arrived in 
that city on the 8th of the month. 
A l l men were highly pleased with the 
progress made on the road this year, 
and told admiring friends that the 
trail they had labored on would soon 
become a flrst class road. 

Among the seven men men was 
Pranois 'Murphy, who is well known 
in Quesnel, and to whom a great deal 
of the credit for the successful pro­
gress of the stupendous task of cut­
ting the 1'50 miles thorugh the dense 
bushland la due. Mr. Murphy arrived 
in Prince George with his head ban­
daged, the result of an accident with 
an axe while.at work on the road. 

The flrst car over the road, the 
Model T. Ford, is expected in Prince 
George on Monday, when the city wil l 
tender the driver and crew an official 
welcome. Just when the party wi l l 
leave the northern city for Quesnel, 
and on l o Vancouver, the ultimate 
goal, is not known, but alhould be 
some time in the coming week.

Enrichment encountered in raising 
on Vein 16A at Quesnelle Quartz has 
been an encouraging factor in recent 
development.

The matter of chain store licences, 
which has,been tabled for some time 
came up for attention, and it was de­
cided to let the matter rest for the 
time being, as this question waa be­
ing dealt with in larger centres, and 
Quesnel would wait for a precedent. 

The nia'.ter of heavily laden trucks 
breaking down the sidewalks in town 
was discusbed. It was decided that if 
tr.iuiks,;-rro'5.4ed.;tlje:. s 
ing tiiem, except, where crossings 
were installed, the owners of the ve­
hicles would be liabei for the dam­
age. . 

The Commissioners instructed the 
clerk to communicate with a few who 
are delinquent i n the matter of their 
trades licence returns, bringing the 
situation to their attention. 

The naatter of the annual election 
was brought up. This year a new 
Commissioner wi l l be elected to take 
the place of John A . Praser, whose 
term of office expires at the end of 
the year. Thisi year the election wi l l 
ibe held one month earlier than us­
ual, in December. Heretofore the el­
ection has taken place in January. 

The meeting adjourned at 10 p.m.
