Land Settlement Board 
Changes Aids Farmers 

• Tlu-ougn the efforts of Cariboo's 
member in the Legislature, Louis Le-
Bourdaiis, assisted by others, in the 
Hotise, a complicated formula placed 
before the Legislature last week! 
promises to relieve farmers of mount­
ing and wholly imposisjible charges 
on Land :Slettlement Board farms. 
This wi l l be particularly welcome 
,news to a number of Cariboo farm­
ers who moved into the district and 
bought farms at greatly enhanced 
values during the settlement era fol­
lowing the Great Wr. 

The amount of relief to be afforded 
is not mentioned in the bill , but ov­
erdue charges against the land is 
over the million dollar rnark, and ac­
cording to'Government figures the 
Land Settlement Board owes the 
Provincial treasury over five million 
dollars. 

Briefly the provisions of tlie meas­
ure made known to date are as fol­
lows : \ • • 

In Place of interest on overdue 
loans that liaye : been compounded 
since, the depression .years,, the in­
terest rate wi l l be ^reduced retroac­
tively to-six per-cent up to May 31 
1936, and four";and a half per cent 
from there ,on.'".Once a farmer has 
brought his ihb'rest payments up to 
date he wi l l receive credit each year 
in the interest he pays toward wip­
ing on the principal. Thus he wil l be 
able to pay, the pricipal of his debt 
by,merely keepiiig interest payments 
up to date. " •• 

Farmers wi l l also be allowed t 
claim part of the value of buildings 
or other improvements ' they have 
made on their lands as a rebate a-
gainst the portincipal of their debt 
Finally, and this is most important 
as far as this district is concerned, 
th'e Land Settlement Board w i l l be 
given power to reappraise the var­
ious properties and. wipe out;-the dif­
ference from amounts/"•yf?-"'.'..-;

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BRITISH C O L U M B I A C R U D E OIL? 

BRITISH C O L U M B I A ' S Govern-' 
.nieut last week lifted the reserve 

on the staking of land for coal, oil 
and petroleum in the districts south 
of the Canadian National Railway 
(Grand Trunk Pacific). Just why thi.s 
reserve was applied, some five years 
ago, no one seems to know.. 

Indications of a crude oil field in 
the basin of the Fraser River in the 

.vicinity of . Quesnel ,.ai'e very marked, 

.'according to various engineers.';and 
J.;. rcctical oil men who have inspected'j 
t'ie area, which extends from ahout 
six miles north of the town to Aus:. 
tralian, twenty miles smith. A well' 
was started at Australian .ibut Vas 
never completed, although ci'ude' oil 
seepage and gas were encountered 
at about fifteen hundred feet depth. 
Just "about that time, for no apparent 
reason, the Government saw fit to 

a reserve on all lands in the im-
••^sdiate district as far as oil, coall 
-,M I petroleum were concerned. 

Our Province of British Columbia 
imports thousands of gallons of 
crude, oil each year, which' are re­
fined in B.C. andthe products and by­
products sold to our people. Would' 
it not be.much more advantageous i f 
we could provide our own crude oil ' 
and thus employ our own people and 
at the same time save the, millions 
of dollars which are pouring out of 
the Province each year for the raw 
product? 
' We nhderstand the govemmen't~;.is 
subsidizing an oil drilling programnie 
in the Peace River country at th'e' 
present time in a,n effort to "discover 
a. coramercia.1 field. We suggest that 
the same scheme be .applied i n this 
part of the Cariboo. If, a,s i s ' quite 
possible, an oil basin underlies this 
section, what a difference it would' 
make to the economic welfare of the 
Province, the Carrboq district, and 
to our Government-owned Pacific 
Great Eastern Railway.

Here' was a 
government official who, on the sol­
emn assurance of Dr. Weir, would 
viisit Europe at his own pxpense.

The pioneer prospectors held flm 
ly to a belief in (he existence of a 
"mother-lode" in the hills in the 
immediate vicinity of the rich placer 
diggings.

The gold recovered 
from Williams, Lightning and Antler 
creeks was umisually coarse and 
much of it was angular in form and 
associated with quartz. This clearly 
Indicated a local origin, and this evi-
dtnce was coiififmed hy the early dis­
covery of outcrops of nuartz veins 
near the upper limits of the aurif­
erous gravels of the creeks.
