"Canada," Mr. Turgeon said at Hal­
ifax and at other points at which he 
spoke, "would be a creditor nation at 
the close of the war so far as her 
relationship with Great Britain was 
concerned. And as such would have 
to be pren*\r-
ed to accept 
payments of 
her debt in 
Bri 11 s h ex­
ports. This in-
creas ed im­
portation in­
to the country 
would prove a 
severe threat 
to Cana d a's 
secondary in­
dustries, and 
create added 
labor un em­
ployment un­
less drast i c 
steps were 
taken. T h i s 
problem, he 
believed could J- G. TURGEON, M.P. 
be solved by 
an adequately financed and efficiently 
arranged program of colonization es­
pecially in the far eastern and west­
ern sections of the country. 
' "Even now," he said, "we should 
be preparing for that step of colon­
isation. We in British Columbia "are

Mr. Turgeon has long been an ad­
vocate of properly financed settlers 
from the British Isles. On the occas­
ion of the visit last year of Sir Henry 
Page-Croft, Councillor R. S. Dal-
gleish, and Brig.-General 'Hornby, 
when they were urging action in con­
nection with immigration from Great 
Britain, Mr. Turgeon accompanied 
them from Lillooet to Smithers. In 
Victoria, during the past session, he 
conferred with members of the B.C. 
Land Settlement Group and Brig.-
General Hornby. And on Mr. Turjj-
eon's recent tour he was joined by 
the latter in the Maritimes.

for her vast unpopulated areas. The 
action to meet, the dire developments 
he predicted for the years following 
the war must he made now, he man-
tained. 

In addition to encouraging properly 
financed British Settlers to come to 
Canada, something should be done to 
assist our own people to get back on 
the land; and assistance of some 
sort might be given some of those 
now on the land who are finding it 
difficult to make a living.

Strike on Baker Creek 
Causes Mild Stampede 
Considerable* excitement was .evi­

dent around Quesnel during the lat­
ter part of last week when Pete Old-
stead, prospector, brought in samp­
les of ore and some concentrates 
from Baker Creek. 

According to reports Oldstead was 
was prospecting along the creek 
when lie uncovered what looked like 
rich ground. He panned some of it 
and iif'Cu testing found it carried 
considerable gold but the main, but 
the man value was in the concen­
trates, which went 2S per cent pl-.'i-
inum. Prospecting further he uncov­
ered a quartz lead, aud samples have 
assayed high in both gold and plat­
inum. Owing to weather conditions 
it is practically! impossible to do 
much development at the present 
time, but the vein has been uncov­
ered to a width of of eight feet with­
out encountering either wall. 

(Jetting wind of the strike a num­
ber of residents left immediately to 
stake claims, and unite a number 
have already put their stakes in. Al­
though the exact location of the find 
has not been divulged, it is known 
to he several miles up Baker Creek, 
and above the Quesnel Light & Wa­
ter Company's hydro plant. 

Prospecting has been carried out 
inermitfeutly along Baker Creek for 
the past 30 years, but nothing spec­
tacular was uncovered. It is known 
that a Tertiary channel crosscuts 
the creek about four miles from its 
mouth, and gold had leached from 
this channel into the creek. The 
appearance of gold values above the 
Tertiary channel had been a cause 
of much speculation, but these values 
are explained by the discovery of 
the quartz vein.

Buried at Lytton 

Alphonse Hautier.SO. who came to 
the interior of British Columbia as 
a babe, in a basket on the back of 
a squaw, came back to his.old stamp­
ing ground at Lytton on December 
21 for burial. 

For many years Alphonse Haulier 
operated the Globe Hotel at. Lytton 
and was known to nearly everyone 
in the north country. Bad luck clog­
ged his trail the latter part of his 
life, and he who once was wealthy 
died practically penniless. He was 
buried in the same plot with his par­
ents, two miles west of Lytton,'at 
what was once known as Fori Dal­
las, a Hudsons Bay Company post in 
the early days. Many gathered from 
considerable distances to pay their 
last respects to cine of the oldest 
pioneers of the Province. He was the 
last charter member of the Oddfel­
lows Lodge of Ashcioft.

Weekly Digest of 
War News 

During the week the stubborn 
Finnish resistance to the Russian 
"steam roller" not only haltod their 
foes in their tracks along all fronts, 
but administered stinging counter 
offensives which had Stalin's troops 
the run in many sectora. Along Lake 
Ladoga ou the Karelian Peninsula, 
the Russians attempted a mass at­
tack across the ice. The Finns merely 
blasted the ice to bits when the Russ­
ians were about tbe middle and thou­
sands were drowned. In the northern 
sector the Finns have driven Russ­
ians back in a rout. Cold weather 
and poor equipment for winter cam­
paigning has caused the Russians to 
practically abandon the fight in that 
sector. In addition, a suicide squad 
uf Finnish volunteers are reported to 
have penetrated the Russian defence 
between Leningrad and Murmansk 
and have blown up large sections of 
the railway connecting the cities. 
If this is true' the northern army will 
not be able to receive supplies. Stalin 
is reported angry at the slow progress 
of the war. and has removed three 
generals from their commands. 300,-
000 additional troops, consisting of 
crack Cossack and Siberian regi­
ments are reported to be enroute to 
the front. 

In the war on the Western Front 
there was very little activity. Britain 
and Franne announred that they bad 
seized over 1,000.000 tons of goods 
bound for Germany. Several air bat­
tles occurred over the North Sea, 
with a few ships on pach side being 
shot down. On the sea Britain and 
France lost a few trawlers, and one 
battleship is reported to have been 
torpedoed on Friday, but had made 
port. Germany claimed that the bat-
leshipf was of the Queen Elizabeth, 
class,1 but the Admiralty has dented 
the charge. 

Breaking a tradition which has ex--
;isted -̂since:-ISjWL, Eopft.Plna ^ L Y M A L * 
ed King Victor Immanuel and Queen 
Elena, Thursday. The visit indicates 
better feeling between Italy and the 
Vatican. It was announced that tbe 
Pope will shortly make a strong 
appeal for a just peace. In this plan 
it is thought, he will be aided by 
President Roosevelt of the United 
States, who has just named a repre­
sentative who will be stationed at 
the Vatican. 

Result of the war in Germany may 
be seen in the three tragic railway 
accidents which have occurred in that 
country in the last, three months. In 
the latest accident, on Friday last 
at Genthin, the death toll has risen 
to 196 dead, some sixty having died 
of injuries since the accident. Many 
more are not expected to live.

Little Albania, on the Medi­
terranean lost her independence af­
ter-a futile fight against the arms 
of Italy, a sop to the military ambi­
tions ot • the Italian iDuce. The first 
Canadian troops have landed In Eng­
land-for-the second time in a quarter 
century to assist the Mother Country 
In her fight. And just as the year is 
closing Comrad Stalin, the meek, des­
pite protestation of peaceful inten­
tions... has made a dastardly attack 
on: little Finland which has aroused 
the fury of all free peoples—and- so 
history was made in 1939. 

It is our wish that in the New 
Year at hand men may come to un­
derstand the needs of others and of 
peace in this world of ours, and strive 
for it. That the necessary battles 
may be fought around the council 
tables, rather than on the battlefield. 
W« wish, that all the.fine things you 
desire may be yours in abundance in 
1940, and that all the fine qualities 
and' combinations of circufstances 
which will get. them for you will 
surge up and for you unceasingly, 
and bring - you A Very Happy New 
Year.

Canada Third In 
Gold Production 

OTTAWA. — Canada ranked third 
among the sold producing countries 
of the world in 1938, when the pro­
duction of new gold in the Dominion 
from all primary sources totalled 4,-
725,117 fine ounces in 1937. The gross 
value ot the Canadian output in 1938 
amounted to $166,205,990 or an in­
crease of almost 18 per cent over 
that for the preceding year.Tiie quan­
tity and value of gold produced in 
Canada in 1938 were the greatest 
ever recorded in the history of the 
Canadian mining industry. 

Of the total output in 1938 the 
mines of Ontario contributed 2,896,-
477 ounces; Quebec 881,2€3 ounces, 
British Columbia 605,617 ounces, 
Manitoba 185,706 oun3ces.Lesser quan 
titles were recovered in Yukon, Sas­
katchewan, Nova Scotia, the North­
west Territories and Alherta. 

Production included 80.80 per cent 
in crude gold bullion bars produced 
at gold mines; 2.50 per cent from al­
luvial gold mines; 11.24 per cent in 
blister or anode copper; 0.92 per cent 
in base lead bullion fade chiefly from 
silver lead ores; and 4.54 per cent 
in ores, copper-nickel matte, slags 
etc., exported. 

The estimated average price per 
fine ounce of gold in Canadian funds 
was $35.17 in 1938 compared with 
$34.99 in 1937. Practically all of Can­
ada's newly-mined gold bullion is 
sold to the Dominion Government 
through the Royal Canadian Mint at 
Ottawa or the Assay Office at Van­
couver. This gold is refined, convert­
ed into fine gold bars weighing ap­
proximately 400 ounces each, and is 
disposed of in world markets where-
ever the most advantageous net price 
can be obtained. 

The total production of gold in the 
world since the discovery of Ameri­
ca has been estimated at 1,294,935.-
511 fine ounces. Production in the 
United States since 1792 is placed at 
249,850,780 fine ounces; production 
in the Transvaal since 1884, the 
commencement of the fields, 340,-
091.604 fine ounces, and 65,131.113 fine 
ounces valued at 11,650,506.113 have 
been proudced in Canada since the 
first recording of gold statistics in 
1856.
