Tiefensee left for Wells, where 
they will make their home, 

It will be recalled that the sugges­
tion of settling a colony of Saskat­
chewan Mennonites in Cariboo was 
discussed at. the November meeting 
of the Quesnel Board of Trade, and 
that action was deferred until the re­
turn of the Member for Cariboo, who 
is secretary of the Land Settlement 

-group.,.of' the -Biltiah - Columbia Legis­
lature. 

At the December meeting of the 
Board Mr. LeBourdais stated that as 
secretary he had received resolutions 
from the Vanderhoof Board of Trade, 
the McBride Board of Trade and the 
McBride Farmers' Institute. These 
resolutions had urged the members 
of the Land Settlement group to take 
up with the Premier and the Minis­
ter of Lands the matter of bringing 
in additional .Mennonites for settle­
ment upon vacant lands In tlieir re­
spective districts. 

The question had been gone into 
fully, 'Air. LeBourdais stated, and 
while the Alinister of Lands had had 
very favorable reports of the dies-
latta Lake settlement, which had 
been established last spring, it was 
not the Government's intention to 
encourage any large numbers of these 
settlers at the present time. He had 
received resolutions from the Vander­
hoof and McBride districts, the Min­
ister advised, aiu" i l ' 'he representa­
tives from these respective districts 
raised no objectiu1.:. lie would be a-
greeable to the bringing in of small 
experimental groups. 

The .Member for Cariboo told tho 
Board of Trade members that he had 
visited the Mennonite settlement at 
Cheslatta. and also tlie Swiss settle­
ment at Smithers and the Dutch fam­
ilies near Houston, in the Bulkley 
Valley, lie had found them to be good 
settlers, and their neighbors in all 
districts appeared to be exceptionally 
well satisfied with them. The chief 
objection to .Mennonites—who were 
not to be classed with Doukhobors— 
was that they had been exempted 
from bearing arms. Tbis exemption 
hud been granted to them by the 
Canadian Government in 1873, when 
large groups were settled i.. Ontario 
and Manitoba. But many of the 
younger generation were waiving this 
exemption and enlisting for active 
service with llie Canadian forces. 

The Mennoniies who had settled 
in the Cheslatta Lake section, on sub-
inarginal lands 50 miles from the 
railway, were native born Canadians, 
of second and third generation. There 
was nothing to prevent their coming 
into British Columbia on their own 
account, and purchasing or leasing 
land for agricultural purposes, but 
they would not be encouraged to do 
so unless representations were made 
to the Government asking fo.' such 
settlement. 

Mr. LeBourdais further explained 
that the Land Settlement group had 
recommended to the Government that 
certain areas of its best, lands in all 
districts be set aside for returning 
soldiers after the war. And this the 
Government had agreed to do. 

There were many acres of sub-
marginal lands In British Columbia 
upon which an experiment might be 
carried out with these land-minded 
people of another Canadian province 
—a province, where, due to drought 
conditions of the past few years farm 
land was now extremely scarce—but 

no action was planned with the ex­
ception of the instances mentioned, 
by the Government in this respect 
at this time. 

Since the matter had been discus­
sed by the Board at a previous meet­
ing,; he was taking this opportune 
ity, he said, to explain the procedure 
ffeeSllitary to obtain • these -settlers, 
if desired. An agreement entered in­
to by the Saskatchewan Government 
with the British Columbia Govern­
ment provided for the financial main­
tenance or each family, on the regu­
lar relief scale—.paid for by the Sas­
katchewan Government — until such 
time as they were able to provide 
for themselves, over a period of three 
years. In addition each family must 
have at least $100 in cash on arrival 
a well as the necessary stock and 
farm equipment. The Cheslatta Lake 
group of 25 families had brought in 
44 carloads of equipment with them. 

If proper representations were 
made to him by responsible organi­
zations in any part of the riding, re­
garding a small settlement of Men­
nonites, he would submit these rep­
resentations to the Government, Mr. 
LeBourdais stated. Otherwise no fur­
ther action would be taken on his 
part.

Cariboo District Roads 
Improving Alter Thaw 
A few inches of snow, particularly 

if it is wet snow, would greatly im­
prove travelling conditions through­
out Cariboo. For the past three weeks 
due to extremely mild weather and 
rain, the main highways between 
Ashcroft and Quesnel, and Quesnel 
and .Prince . George, and between 
Quesnel and the 16-Mile post on the 
Barkerville road, have been difficult 
to negotiate due to ice conditions. 

The public works department Is to 
be commended for sanding the worst 
hills, and in this way making travel 
conditions safer, but even with this 
precaution some motorists have had 
difficulty in staying on the road at 
times. 

Last Saturday night's rain, follow­
ed by more rain on Sunday left an 
extra coating of ice, and for a day 
or two conditions were difficult and 
trying indeed. 

It was noticeable, however, that 
experienced drivers, like those of the 
I. T. Stage Co., while they may have 
had trouble at times making some of 
the hills, maintained their schedules 
throughout. 

The light snow flurries pf the past 
few days have improved the roads 
somewhat, and further improvement 
may be looked for soon.

Seattle Congressman 
Presses For Highway 

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Representa­
tive Warren G. Magnuson, Seattle 
Democrat, and chairman of the Al­
aska International Highway Commis­
sion, said upon his return to the cap­
ital that he planned to urge upproval 
by Congress of the proposed roadway 
during the coming session. 

Magnuson said the proposed high­
way would be of outstanding defence 
value in getting supplies to Alaska 
and maintaining communications with 
the Territory if war arose in the Pac­
ific which made oceau travel dan­
gerous. 

Would Cost $25,000,000 
The American Commission has rec 

commended to President Roosevelt 
selection of a route from the vicin­
ity of Seattle running through Can­
ada to Whitehorse in the Yukon and 
entering Alaska in the Klune Lake 
region. The road would cost approx­
imately twenty-five million dollars 
and would provide year round com­
munication with Alaska. 

The representative said he expect­
ed to call a meeting of the commis­
sion early iu January and invite the 
Canadian Alaskan Highway Commis­
sion to be present. He said he plan­
ned to ask the House and Senate 
roads committee to hold exhaustive 
bearings on the proposal and recom­
mend immediate action to Congress. 

Report on Surveys 
Magnuson said the meeting with 

the Canadian commission would seek 
to iron out the final details of the 
plan and agree upon means of financ­
ing construction of the road. He said 
the two commissions were "generally 
agreed" upon the route. 

He has received a letter from C. 
Stewart, chairman of the Canadian 
commission, in which the Canadian 
said engineers sent out during the 
summer had reported on surveys 
on the Canadian sections of the road. 
The reports, he said, would be ready 
for presentation to the joint meeting 
of the two commissions.' 

Stewart enclosed a letter from Vil-
Jalmur Stefannson, Arctic explorer, 
in which he urged three or four high­
ways to be completed from the Unit­
ed States to Alaska passing through 
Canada. He said one of these should 
go from Winnipeg through the Great 
Slave Lake region and through the 
Fort Norman oil fields. 

Stefannson added, "a road to Al­
aska would cost less than one battle­
ship." 

Well, that's that. Now for an ap­
propriate welcome for 1944.

A CRITICAL Y E A R 

W EDNESDAY midnight we cross 
tbe threshhold of a new and 

critical year for the British Common­
wealth of Nations—the year which 
in all probability will decide our fu­
ture and that of the world's democ­
racies. It is a sobering thought, and 
one which all of us should contem­
plate. 

We must be prepared to euter the 
year 1941 with our sleeves rolled up, 
for it is apparent that there is still 
a mysteriotis legarthy in Canada re­
garding this war. It is not just an­
other war; it is a war of attrition, a 
war to the finish. Tt is the violent 
clash between two ideologies — the 
one for the advancement of culture 
and freedom of the people, and the 
other for tyranny and barbarism. 

England has awakened from a 25-
year sleep, a period of indifference, 
muddling and sloth, and she is pay­
ing in full for that indifference to­
day. Our own country is awakening, 
but too slowly. We must realize in 
its true significance what would be 
the fate of Canada should this war 
be lost, or should the democracies 
fail to obtain a decisive decision. 
1941, and possibly 1942, must be 
years of sacrifice, when personal aims 
and ambitions must for the time be 
put aside in favor of the interests of 
the state. 

This.may not be the "war to end 
all wars," but it can • be said with 
some measure of confidence that at 
its conclusion the world will enjoy 
a long cycle of peace and security. 
Let's put on full speed ahead and get 
on with it. 

TURNING F A R M W A R D 

HISTORY teaches that business, 
weather, social changes and most 

other things worldly tend to move 
in cycles. Today there is a new cycle 
developing in city and farm relation­
ships. City people are becoming in­
tensely interested in agriculture, and 
many are buying farms. For a good 
many years now wealthy business 
men have been hobby farming, and 
then there has always been a good 
representation of farm-bred men and 
women in the city, who are still 
farmers at heart. 

Today, however, there are new and 
dynamic urges behind the buying 
wave. First, there is the urge for 
self-preservation, the feeling that a 
farm represents an investment of 
real value that financial depressions 
or bombs cannot completely destroy. 
It will always furnish work, food, and 
if necessary, clothing for the family.

He sees the farm in a new light, and 
is keen to try his hand at this most 
interesting of all occupations.

The fertility resources of the soli 
have formed the foundation pillar of 
city prosperity. Now, thoroughly ed­
ucated to the value of science in in­
dustry, these new farm owners are 
applying lime and fertilizers to build 
up worn out soils; they are Improv­
ing their buildings, and in a great 
many other ways are putting new 
life into Canada's greatest industry.

TOO BUSY NOW 

T HE TROUBLE with some people 
is they haven't any trouble. It took 

a national crisis apparently to dis­
tract the attention of many London­
ers away from themselves. With 
most of (he population engaged in 
either military service or war pro­
duction, psychiatrists report that 
mental disorders which were expect­
ed to develop under bombing are 
"strangely missing." 

Before the war, it. is estimated, 
their patients numbered about seven 
per cent of the citizenry. With black­
outs, constant bombardments, loss of 
sleep and other conditions which 
psychiatry would be most unlikely to 
recommend as remedial, their prac­
tice has curiously dwindled away. A 
phenomenon of national danger has, 
of course, always been the rapid 
shelving of all personal grievances. 
The instance referred to is but an­
other indication of the extent to 
which unselfish thinking can uproot 
self-pity, which is acknowledged to 
be very largely the basis of the so-
called nervous disorders. The seven 
per cent, says Alan A. Michie, in the 
Survey Graphic, "have something else 
to think about now."—The Christian 
Science Monitor.

Our provincial staff is very small 
but we have some 300 names on our 
list of volunteer workers who are 
glad to come to Provincial Ifead-
quai'lers whenever asked. These, in­
clude older men who cannot join up 
or who are retired. They do every­
thing from bookkeeeping to the heavy 
work of packing and shipping. We 
tave many women who come faith­

fully every day to do office work or 
list and pack our supplies. We even 
have children salvage string and tear 
strips of cotton for parcels of wooll­
en goods. 

Only Fifteen Branches 
Sixteen months ago when war was 

declared we had only ir> Red Cross 
branches in this province. Today we 
have 98, which, in turn, have an ap­
proximate total of a thousand units. 
These units are groups of men and 
women volunteer workers iu every 
part of the province. We also have 
1,322 Junior Red Cross branches with 
an approximate membership of 40,000. 

Our province responded most gen­
erously to the three national major 
Red Cross appeals of 1940. The half-
mililon dollar quota for the national 
campaign number two was oversub­
scribed. The spring appeal for blan­
kets resulted in 12,000; that for am­
bulances 29. Our Junior Red Cross 
members raised $1,750. the price of 
one ambulance. 

The Spirit of Giving 
Most of us believe that we are 

fighting primarily for the preserva­
tion of our democratic way of living, 
and that it is our duty to do every­
thing we can to win this war. But 
every day I am impressed with the 
spirit of giving behind this "duty," 
the willing sacrifices, and above all. 
the deep concern for the needs of 
others. Several have come to me 
telling me facts about personal pro­
perty, and income. Invariably each 
says: "I don't need all this for ray-

Th«>. men I ion of ihe Nam Sing ranch 
in last issue recalls one o( the most 
interesting weddings at which I have 
ever been called upon to officiate. 
The Nam Sing family had long been 
resident in Cariboo. The young men, 
usually wearing chaps, were familiar 
figures in Quesnel. The young ladies, 
too, were to be seen on the road, 
driving in an open buggy. The father 
had gone, and the mother stayed 
strictly on the ranch. 

The time had come for the mar­
riage of the elder daughter. She was 
to marry a Chinese merchant from 
a distance. When I was asked to of­
ficiate, 1 was at a loss how to pro­
ceed. The language of the marriage 
ceremony, 1 knew, was quite beyond 
the range of the bride's vocabulary. I 
decided upon two expedients. I recast 
the ceremony in simpler English, and 
J went to a Chinese merchant to get 
the actual vow translated into Chin­
ese. When he encountered a little dif­
ficulty, he suddenly stopped and ex­
claimed: "Why do you go to all this 
trouble? She won't run away from her 
husband. And if she did, her family 
wouldn't take her back." I still 
thought that May ought to know what 
she was promising, so in due course 
the translation was completed and de­
li vered to the bride-to-be. 

The day appointed duly arrived. 
The ceremony was to be at 10:00 a. 
m.. The doctor, the real estate men, 
their wives, and a few other citizens 
were invited. Ten o'clock came. All 
was in readiness except the bride. At 
10:30 we began to joke about the de­
lay. At 11:00 a.m. we ventured to ask 
when the bride would be ready. "Oh 
after a while," was the non-committal 
reply. The brother could do nothing 
about it. The bride's mother was in 
full command. I forget whether it was 
1:00 p.m. or 2:00 p.m. that the cere­
mony did take place, but it was duly 
performed. 

The experience was a salutory one. 
We often speak of our noisy years 
being but moments in the eternal 
silence; we sing: "Take time to be 
holy"; and we go on steadily sand­
wiching 'tir various appointments, as 
best we can into our crowded time­
tables. And we enjoy it. We are lost 
without the rush. I remember a visi­
tor from Winnipeg visiting our coun­
try Manse in the Okanagan.

Perhaps that may 
be because she doesn't live so fast 
as Japan.

Island Mta. Profit 
Well In Excess Of 
Dividend Outlay 

Operating profit of Island Moun­
tain Mines Ltd. in nine months of 
1940 was considerably in excess of 
dividend requirements for the full 
year. An official report last week ad 
vised shareholders that estimated qp 
erating profit for the nine months 
ended September 30, 1940, was $243,-
062. Dividends for the full year com 
prising Sc per share in May and 7c 
in December amount to $157,607. This 
would appear to give the company 
good margin for additional federal 
taxation this year and still continue 

! its unbroken record of adding year 
! by year to working capital. 

In nine months of 1939 operating 
profit on the same basis was $197,-
530, while in nine months of 1938 
the corresponding figure was $168,-
244. 

In the nine month period of 1940 
Island Mountain milled 35,651 tons 
for a recovery of $591,397, an aver­
age of $16.91 per ton. 

In the nine month period of 1939 
the company milled 34, 291 tons for 
a recovery of $506,705, an average of 
$14.78 per ton. Higher return on gold 
was partly responsible for the im­
proved recovery but monthly figures 
issued by the company show that 
actual gold content of the ore has av­
eraged higher this year than last. In 
the first quarter of this year recovery 
was 0.46 against 0.42 oz. per ton' in 
the first quarter of 1939. In the sec­
ond quarter the average was down 
slightly at 0.40 against 0.41 while In 
the third quarter the average was 
0.454 against 0418 oz. per ton, The 
average in October was a new high 
record at 0.49 oz. per ton against 0.46 
in October 1939. The average In Nov­
ember was 0,39 against 0.47 in Nov­
ember 1939,
