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Alaska Highway Now Held THE CARIBOO OBSERVER 
Necessary Defensive Move 

Donald McDonald, sometimes re­
ferred to as "the father of the 
Alaska International Highway," 
left Seattle today for Washing­
ton, where he will place before the 
United States Government a plea 
that the Alaska International 
Highway be started at once. 

Mr. McDonald is backed by pow­
erful groups throughout the Pac­
ific Northwest and Alaska. He will 
point out that the need for the 
road today is greater than ever 
before. Just the other day a ship­
load of women and children dock­
ed at Seattle from Alaska, being 
forced to leave the territory thru 
a feared food shortage. It is ap­
parent, Mr. McDonald said, that 
food supplies to Alaska cannot be 
maintained in sufficient quantit­
ies by sea in case of emergency in 
the winter months. If Alaska is to 
be adequately defended, a direct 
road connect ng the territory with 
outside points is essential. Now 
that war has broken out in the 
Pacific, the need for the highway 
has become acute. 

With the reports of the interna­
tional commission, which was ap­
pointed to report on the project, 
now complete, coupled with the 
fact that President Roosevelt is 
believed to be sympathetic toward 
the building of the road, it is 
thought Mr. McDonald's plea will 
carry considerable weight.

Rumors which have been circu­
lating throughout the Cariboo dis­
trict to the effect that the gold 
mines in the Wells area are on 

tlons,* have been enectively spiked 
during the week by officials of the 
two large hard rock mines. 

R. R. Rose, managing director 
of the Cariboo Gold Quartz Mining 
Co., stated that the reported shut 
down was news to him, and that 
the Gold Quartz had never enter­
tained any intention of closing-
down the mine. According to Mr. 
Rose, the rn'ras will keep operat­
ing as long as there is ore to pro­
cess, and that will be for a num­
ber of years. 

Similarly, J . A. Pike, manager 
of the Island Mountain mine, said 
that the Island Mountain Com­
pany has neither heard nor en­
tertained any intention of clos­
ing the workings. He also pointed 
out that at this time of greater 
war effort gold was of particular 
value in maintaining our foreign 
credits. Gold was one of the com­
modities of which efforts were be­
ing made to increase its. produc­
tion. Canada produces something 
like $200,000,000 in gold a year, 
and most of this goes to the Unit­
ed States to purchase materials 
of war. 

No one seems to be able to pin 
down the source of these rumors, 
but they look suspiciously like a 
little fifth column work in our 
midst.

trade and close Wednesday after­
noon. This is also applicable to 
other classifications of trade where 
their place of business is located 
in a farming community. It is ex­
pected that the Department Stores 
in Vancouver will close. 

At a meeting, however, of the 
down-town Retailers held here o* 
Friday morning last, it was de­
cided that each Retailer would 
make his own dec'sion and it is 
believed that the majority of 
down—town Retailers, as well as 
those in the outlying area will be 
open Wednesday atfernoon, De­
cember 31. This also applies to Re­
tailers doing business outside the 
cities of Vancouver and Victoria. 

The only change that will be 
made in the Weekly Half Holiday 
Act will be to make provision for 
the New Year season. There will 
be no change whatever through­
out the year. 

The recent Red Cross cam­
paign for membership for 1942 re­
sulted in the neighborhood of 120 
members. Compared with the 1941 
figures of 289, this compares very 
unfavorably, and citizens are asked 
to get in touch with any local 
branch officer and renew their 
membership.

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A BETTER YEAR 

O N THURSDAY we mark the 
beginning of a new. and, we 

hope, a better year. At this fag 
end of 1941 it might be well to 
pause a moment and compare our 
position with that of twelve 
months ago. 

In January, 1941, we had just 
finished winning the Battle of 
Britain in the air, although Na?i 
night raiding was still taking a 
heavy toll of civilian lives and 
causing serious property damage 
We were just beginning to see 
daylight in our terrible plight 
caused by the swift collapse of 
Prance and the conquering of the 
low countries. We were still in a 
desperate position. 

Germany had not made her ill-
fated atack on Russia: the United 
States, while doing all in her pow­
er to aid us with materials, was 
not yet a belligerent: Japan was 
rattling the sabre and keeping all 
the democracies running hot and 
ccld with her particular brand of 
diplomacy: our position in the 
Mediterranean, after April, was 
precarious, and the Battle of the 
Atlantic was taking tremendous 
toll of our shipping and war ma­
terial. 

As we go into the year 1942 we 
see this picture changed. Russia 
has administered what in reality 
amounts to a knockout blow to 
German arms. The Soviets have 
forced a complete change of tac-
t cs by the Nazis: they are on the 
defensive. What the result of the 
German debacle on the Eastern 
Front will mean to German mor­
ale is yet to be ascertained, but it 
will be serious when fully realized 
by the German people. 

The United States is now with 
us as a fighting ally, and is rapidly 
gearing herself for active partici­
pation in the war. 

Japan, by her treacherous at­
tack of December 7, has declared 
herself, and now must fight to the 
finish. This creates a serious situa­
tion in the Pacific, but at least it 
clears up all doubt in this theatre 
of war. 

During the year the threat of 
the Italian navy has been com­
pletely removed—two thirds of the 
Fascist fleet is lying at the bottom 
of '"Mare Nostrum." The Libyan 
campaign is at last swinging to­
ward victory for the Allied arms. 
The Battle of the Atlantic is slow­
ly but surely being won, and the 
tonnage of shipping losses goes 
lower month by month. 

When we look at the picture as 
a whole this January 1, 1942, we 
find we have accomplished a great 
deal more than we might have 
supposed possible twelve months 
ago. And fate, or whatever it might 
be called, has played into our 
hands with the role the Russians 
have, and still are, playing in the 
eventual downfall of Nazism. We 
have much to be thankful for, but 
the wheel has not yet stopped 
spinning, and it will take the com­
bined strength and determinat'on 
of all the Aliles, and the sweat, 
blood and tears which Churchill 
promised us, to bring the war to a 
successful issue. 

Yes, the world looks brighter for 
the y.ar 1942, but the battle is vet 
to be won. 

DEMOCRACY LEARNS BY 
EXPERIENCE 

I AM of the opinion that a demo­
cratic government tends in the 

end to increase the real strength 
of .society; but it can never com­
bine, upon a single point and at 
a given time, so much power as 
an aristocracy or a monarchy. If 
a democratic country remained 
during a whole century subject to 
a republican government, it would 
probably at the end of that period 
be more populous and more pros­
perous than the neighboring des­

potic states. But it would have in 
curred the risk of being conquered 
much more oftener than they 
would, in that lapse of years. 

The difiiculty which a demo­
cracy has in conquering the pas­
sions, and in subduing the exig­
encies of ihe moment, with a view 
to the future, is consp cuous in 
the most trivial occurrences in the 
Unit:d fy.ales. . . . Whenever 
it is solicited to undergo a priva­
tion or any kind of inconvenience, 
even to attain an end which is 
sanct oned by its own rational 
conviction, it almost always refus­
es to comply at first. 

. . . When these things are 
pointed out to the American stat­
esmen, they content themselves 
with assuring you that time will 
operate the necessary change, and 
the experience of evil will teach 
the people its true interests. . . 
But a democracy can only obtain 
truth as a result of experience 
and many nat ons may forfeit 
their existence, whilst they are a-
waiting the consequences of their 
:rrors. 

The great privilege of the Amer­
icans does not simply consist in 
their being more enlightened than 
Dther nations, but in the'r being-

able to repair the faults they may 
commit. — "Democracy In Ameri­
ca" (1838); by Alexis DeTocque-
ville.

You can tip the balance towards success. 

Will you, then, undertake to make the successful 
control of commodity prices an established fact? We 
know you will. And we know that when you undertake

T h i s i s t h e w o r k y o u a r e a s k e d t o d o 
i . Make a list of commodities 

We want you to sit down today and make a list of the 
things you buy from week to week and from month to month. 
Write down food and clothing items iu particular, because 
these accounc for the biggest share of your expenditures. But 
we want you to list those articles you buy at the drug store, 
hardware store, and other stores, too. 

2. Make notes about quality 
Now go over your list again and mark down the necessary 

details about quality, type, grade and size. Then when making 
future purchases you will be able to compare values as well 
as prices. 

3. Write down prices 
After each item we want you to write down, if you can, the 

highest price charged at your store during the period September 
15 to October 11,1941. If you cannot remember the prices charged 
during that period, fill in your list with today's prices. Our 
survey shows that retailers, with few exceptions, are keeping 
prices well within the "ceiling" levels. As exceptions are 
being discovered they are being quickly brought into line. 

4. Keep this list —use it when you buy! 
Make up this price list neatly and accurately. You will 

not be able to get all the items at once. Keep adding to your 
list from day to day. Make it your permanent check list— 
your personal safeguard against any further rise in prices. 

Prices May be Different in Different Stores 

There has always been a difference in {vices in different 
stores—even stores in the same locality. This may depend 
on the kind of service the store gives, or the way it oper­
ates. Some stores, for instance, have delivery service, give 
credit, or provide other extra services. 

Under the new Price Ceiling Order there will still be 
differences in prices at different stores. The new price 
regulations will not do away with competition. The high­
est prices in any particular store must not be higher than 
the highest prices in force in that start during the period 
September 15 to October 11. They may be a little lower 
or a little higher than the prices in other stores. 

The prices you will mark down will be the highest 
prices charged at the store where you shop. 

A Few Points to Remember 

1. The ceiling price is not necessarily the price you 
paid. It is the highest price at which the store sold the 
particular item between September 15 and October 11. 

2. A merchant may reduce his prices for sales or other 
reasons—he may also raise them provided they do not go 
above the ceiling price. 

3. Variations in seasonal prices on fresh fruits and 
vegetables arc permitted. Rulings on seasonal markets wili 
be announced from time to time by the Wartime Prices and 
Trade Board in newspapers and over the radio. 

4. Fill out your price list without bothering your mer­
chant. In many cases he is making a financial sacrifice to 
sell under the price ceiling. The war has left him short-
staffed and the Christmas rush is on.

In the opinion of the Interna­
tional Pacific Salmon Fisheries 
Commission there is reason to be­
lieve it may be possible to restore 
the great sockeye fisheries of the 
Fraser River which at one time 
provided a catch by American and 
Canadian fishermen of the North 
Pacific coast in the recurring big 
years which today would be worth 
$30,000,000 or more, but which 
since 1913 has brought in on the 
average only four or five million 
dollars. This conclusion was reach­
ed at their meeting in Seattle last 
week. 

At the meeting the six commis­
sioners, B. M. Brennan, chairman; 
Tom Reid, secretary; Edward W. 
Allen, A. L. Hager, Charles Jack­
son and A. J . Whitmore, heard a 
report by their scientific staff 
headed by Dr. W. F. Thompson, on 
an obstruction which exists in the 
Fraser River canyon at Hell's 
Gate, where it has now been con­
clusively shown that heavy losses 
Are incurred by the runs of sock­
eye bound from the sea to their 
spawning grounds, hundreds of 
miles inland. 

This conclusion was based upon 
careful scientific investigations of 
wide scope financed by the gov­
ernments of Canada and the Unit ­
ed States under a treaty which 
was ratified in 1937. 

As a result of extensive sockeye 
salmon tagging experiments car­
ried on in previous years, the com­
mission scientists found that there 
was serious delay and high mor­
tality at some points during the 
annual migration from salt water 
to the spawning grounds. These 
experiments reached a climax this 
year when over 13,000 salmon were 
tagged above and below the sus­
pected blockade at Hell's Gate, 
where railroad building in 1913 
caused a large mass of rock to 
slide into the Fraser River. 

The tagging returns showed that 
salmon were not able to pass a 
section of extremely rapid water 
in Hell's Gate canyon. 135 mile's 
up the Fraser, when the river was 
between certain water levels. There 
were sockeye which passed the ob­
struction when the stage of water 
permitted, sufficient to give cer­
tain of the spawning: grounds a 
moderate e^aperri^nt in 1941. i n ­
cluding quite a substantial spawn­
ing on the Important Chilco Lake 
grounds, in the Chilcotin. It WKS 
apparent, however, that the runs 
to many districts were very ser­
iously damaged. 

Although tnp Investigation is 
not yet completed, the commission 
has concluded that the extensive 
snawnmer grounds of the unper 
Fraser River system would have 
been heavily seeded in places by 
salmon several times the number 
which eventually reached the 
grounds had it not bpen for the 
obstruction at Hell's Gate. Regu­
lations in force during the past 
year were, in their opinion, adie-
quate, to have allowed an abund­
ant reproduction had no obstruc­
tion been present. 

The discovery and study of this 
obstruction has been a most sur­
prising and remarkable story. It 
has long been known that salmon 
congregated In great schools be­
low Hell's Gate. The disappearance 
of these schools was erroneously 
laid to their successful passage un 
the canyon. It has now been found 
however that the salmon thus de­
layed were passing through phv-
siological changes normal to m i ­
grating and spawning fish. Th°se 
Included a change In habit of the 
fish from active swimmers at the 
surface during the period of m i ­
gration through the fast waters, 
to a. bottom and much quieter ha ­
bit of life which caused them to 
disappear into the turbid waters of 
f he Fraser. The commission scien­
tists found these great schools of 
sockeye present below the surface 
of the Fraser for miles below the 
gorge long after they had sup­
posedly made their way up- the 
river. The scientists are now fol­
lowing these fish and their fate 
as they gradually disappear by 
death, just as thev would have 
done had they reached their nor­
mal spawning grounds.. They have 
long ceased to have any energy or 
the instinct to pass up the river 
through the fast water there en­
countered. Some of these delayed 
fish have laid their eggs in places 
where their survival is most un ­
likely. 

The commission scientists have ; 
also followed those races and 
schools of fish which did succeed 
in passing the obstruction when 
the water levels made It possible. 
The tags placed on these escap­
ing fish have been shown to ac­
count for the spawners counted by 
commission observers in various 
sections of the Fraser above Hell's 
Gate. Fortunately, the Gate did 
open at times. Because of this, a 
considerable portion of some runs 
at least have escaped to carry on 
these valuable races of salmon. 
Because of the long distances they 
must travel against strong river 
currents, the commiercial fishery 
believes that during their life at 
sea these salmon have stored up 
unusually great amounts of rich, 
nutritious materials. This fact is 

said to make the up-river Fraser 
sockeye superior to any other red 
salmon. 

The commission is taking every 
possible measure to hasten remed­
ial action. The continuation of this 
obstruction threatens the supply 
of sockoye from the spawning 
grounds above Hell's Gate and pre­
vents an early resumption of an 
income which is estimated should 
be, for ievery fourth year, $30,000,-
000 in excess of what fishermen of 
Washington and British Columbia 
now secure from the Fraser River 
run. The commission is hopeful 
that whatever funds are required 
to enable the fish to pass this ob­
struction will be voted by the gov­
ernments of Canada and the Unit ­
ed States at the earliest poss.ble 
moment. The treaty under which 
the committee is working provides 
that this commission shall recom­
mend action to the respective gov­
ernments and that these govern­
ments shall appropriate such sums 
as they deem necessary. 

The commission elected the fol­
lowing officers for the two-year 
term commencing January 1, 1941: 
Chairman, T o m Reid of New West-
mnster, who is a member of the 
Dominion Parliament; Secretary, 
Edward J . Allen of Seattle, who 
was also recently elected chair­
man of the International Fisheries 
Commission, that body having 
charge of the Pacific coast halibut.

Canadian-Made Cartridges 
Prove Second to None 

In a veritable no-man's land 
fifty miles from Montreal, where 
flaming arrows of Indians may 
once have described their grace­
ful arc, tracer bullets, modern 
flaming arrows, are fired by the 
thousands day and night, while 
the valleys echo and re-echo con­
stantly with the sharp crack of 
rifle fire and the quick, breathless 
staccato of machine guns.^This ac-
tivityrnas our "one'THirpose—to test 
the amunition produced there in 
the plant of Defence Industries 
Limited, wartime subsidiary of 
C-I-L, so that it may deserve the 
trust of airmen whose lives de­
pend upon it. 

In the manfacture of cartidges, 
almost as much money is spent on 
testing and checking the parts and 
the finished product as is spent 
on production itself, according to 
an article by J. Harwood-Jones in 
the December issue of C-I-L Oval. 

The article draws a parallel be­
tween the tests and examinations 
a would-be R.C.A.F. pilot under­
goes and the tests given to the 
cartrdges he will use. Medical ex­
aminations and" interviews in one 
case are paralleled by chemical 
and metallurgical tests and end­
less inspections in the other. The 
Link trainer, which tests a pilot's 
reactions at the controls of a plane 
before he leaves the ground, finds 
a parallel in ihe queer instruments 
of the ballistics laboratory, which 
check a cartridge's performance 
from every conceivable reaction 
and enables defects to be traced 
immediately to their source. A fix­
ed number of cartridges are pick­
ed at random from every lot pro­
duced by D.I.L. for these tests. 

After the Link trainer, the pilot 
begins actual flying. Continuing 
the parallel, after the ballistics la­
boratory the cartrdges are tested 
under active service conditions on 
an outdoor test range. Down the 
range, protected by huge mounds 
of earth and concrete, are obser­
vation posts where a competent 
staff of experts check the perform­
ance of every bullet fired, keep re­
cords of accuracy, and in the case 
of tracer bullets, check the length 
of trace. 

It is the thoroughness of these 
tests that has enabled nearly nine­
ty per cent of all ammunition so 
far produced by D.I.L. for military 
use to be accepted as serviceable 
for use in R.A.F. and R.C.A.F.
