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War Week
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War II is at hand, according to

General Bernard Montgomerys
Eighth British Army again has its
Axis enemies in full fiight across
the Libyan desert, having moved
out of ecastern Libya into Tripoli-
. tania during the week. It is not
expecfed that Field Marshal Irwin
Rommel’s forces will be able to
make a stand in Libya, but will
probably try and take - his badly
battered forces through to Tunisia
" and- join the German and Italian
‘forces fighting there. It appears
that the main Libyan port of Tri-
poli has been so  badly battered
that it will not even serve as an
embarkation base. -
. In Tunisia ground action has
been slow during the week due to
bad weather conditions. Rain has
-fallen almost steadily turning the
unpaved desert roads into quag-

- mires. It has been practically im-

possible to move mechanized e-
quipment. There has been consid-
erable air activity, however, and
it appears that the United Nations
have overcome the early air lead
the Germans had built up. The air
forces are now on about even
terms, but it is reported that great
numbers of American and- British
planes are pouring into Algeria
- and Morocco and we will shortly
. have complete supremacy of the
air. Great damage to Axis ship-
ping has been caused by British
submarines and allied planes in
the short sea route between Sicily
and Tunisia. More than twenty
ships have been sunk in recent

days, besides severe damage to a
number of others. A large number
of Axis air transports, ferrying
soldiers between Sicily and Tun-
isia have also been shot down; All
in all the North African campaign
is not only seriously embarrassing
" Herr Hitler, but is proving very
‘costly also:’

. Berlin reported this week that
there has been another shake-up’
in the German high command.
_General Franz Ha.lder has been

10 ~_pplitica.l general
‘oductsor-the~Nationii~5oci Hist
movement. General Halder is of
the old PrusSian military cast, all
- of whom have little regard for
Hitler. It is apparent. that there
is growing friction between the
really able German generals and
the feurhrer, owing no doubt to
his psychic generalship which has
cost Germany millions of men.
Two special communiques have
come from Russia this week de-
scribing the tremendous offensives
which are under way by the Red
army in the Stalingrad and Mos-
cow sectors. With .each passing

day the predicament of German |

divisions in Russia is becoming
more grave, particularly around
Stalingrad. The Russians report
that the Nazis have been unable
to break out of the trap in that
area. Over 300,000 men are threat-
ened with annihilation or capitu-
lation. The weather, which has
been ususually mild, has turned
bitterly cold and again there are
stories of hundreds of Germans
suffering from frosbite and gan-
grene. It is reported that some of
the German troops are slightly
better clothed than last winter,
but the number is negligible.

From Berlin also comes a report
that the Russians have started a
third offensive in the Don River
elbow, which drive would be aimed
at either Rostov or Kharkov. In
the event the Russians succeeded
in Investing either of these places
the fate of all the German armies
in the Stalingrad and Caucasus
sectors would be definitely sealed.
No confirmation of this report has
come from Russian quarters. It is
to be noted, however, that the Red
high command generally waits un-
tll an offensive is well under way
before announcing the fact.

With both Gona and Buna tak-
en by the allled armies in New
Guinea, the remaining Japanese
forces have been pushed into a
narrow strip of territory only a
couple of miles long, and it should
not be many days before that part
of the New Guinea campaign is
over. The remaining Japanese
have been ordered by their em-
peror to fight to the death, and
they are carrying out the order to
the letter. Both British and Amer-
fcan forces are also attacking the
Japanese farther west along the
coast of New Guinea where they
have established a beachhead,

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New Order Regarding
Milk Subsidy Explained

OTTAWA. — Further details of
the new plan reducing prices of
milk to consumers by two cents a
quart, effective December 16, were
announced during the past week
by the Wartime Prices and Trade
Board, making clear a number of
points on which there had been
uncertainty, particularly among
milk producers.

It is emphasized that the plan
does not in any way affect the
prices received by farmers for milk.
they deliver to distributors. The |
reduction applies only to retail |
sales, and must be made by all|.
classes of distributors, large and
small, including the farmer who
has a little milk route of his own.
Anyone who sells milk to consum- |
ers is required by law to reduce
the price to his customers by two |.
cents a quart or one cent a pint.
The reduction applies to every
‘part of Canada, no matter what
the previous price has been. v

Through the payment of a gov-
ernment subsidy, all these distrib-
utors will be given a refund of
the two cents per quart, and ar-
rangements have been made with |
the chartered banks of Canada_ to
pay out these refunds at their
branches -at stated periods.

The first refund payment will be
made at the end of December.
Milk distributors should keep a
detailed record of their sales each |
day. On December 30 forms will be
available at local banks on which |.
they will fill. out the record of
their sales to that date. The banks
are authorized to pay then the|
money due for the first two weeks
period, December 16 to 31.. After
that refunds will be made by the
ba.nks to ‘distributors at the end
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the forms referred.to will not be
available at any bank until Dec-
ember 30, but after that date will
be available at any time, though
refunds will be paid only at the
end of each calendar month, on
sales made during that month.

Distributors who do not deal
with any particular bank at pres-
ent are advised to select one with-
which they wish to deal in con-
nection- with their milk refunds,
and to continue to deal with the
‘same bank hereafter in this mat-
ter, so that records may be kept
in order.
