That intangible but essential at-
“tribute to victory—the initiative—
apparently has been secured by
‘the Allies in the Ssuthwest Pacific.

There, where for two long years
small forces have been holding
the Japanese, the time for attack
on a large scale has arrived, and
it would seem from the develop-
ments. on New Britain, the Gil-
‘berts and Marshalls and other is-
“lands, that the time is not being
wasted.

With bold, sure strokes General
. Douglas MacArthur and his staff
: have sent their forces surging a-
" 'galnst the numerically superior
Japanese in devastating and suc-
cessful combined operations mov-
es—apparently aimed at the re-
duction of Rabaul as an enemy
fortress.

And it seems the move will cul-
minate in just that as Australian
and United States fighting men in-
that sector supreme in the air, and
unchallenged on the sea, are slow-
ly gaining the upper-hand on land.

It is quite a change, too. It seems
only a short time ago that Aus-
tralia was girding herself to repel
an invasion—and the only orders
those fighting men had were to
hold, at any. cost, and to retreat no
farther.

Phillipines Next

Now they are advancing, headed
for' Rabaul and eventually the
Philhpmes They won’t get there
in a hurry and the path will be
studded with bitter battles, but
the movement seems desiined to
achieve its objective.

That objective. of course, is not
just to gain the prestige of having
taken back some Pacifle islands.
It has the cold, military objective
.of smashmg a. cham which Jap'm'

Once it is gone there will be
thousands of miles of water sep-
arating Tokyo from Allied ven-
geance, but the sea lanes leading
there will be easier for the United
Nations to control than for the
Japanese grand fleet.

VICTORIA (CP) — British Co-
lumbia is girding itself against an
invader—the flu germ, which al-
ready has taken more than a score
of lives in eastern Canada and
hundreds, in Great Britain..

While doctors deny the disease
has reached the proportions of an
epidemic, hospitals’ in Vancouver
are barring visitors as a precau-
tion against its spread, and Dr. G.

Mackenzie Speech
Marts Political
Pot Boiling At Coast -

VICTORIA (CP)— When Pens-
ions Minister Ian Mackenzie charg-
ed before the Vancouver Liberal
Association that a “Tory-financial
conspiracy” against the govern-
ment eixsted in British Columbia,
he kicked a political football that
hasn’t stopped bouncing yet.

Mr. Mackenzie’s specific charge
was that an organization had been
formed with a fund of $250,000
“aimed at the protection of vested
interests against socialism, and
this in turn has been deflected a-
gainst the government.”

Howard Green, progressive-con-
servative member for Vancouver
South, issued a statement declar-
ing Mr. Mackenzie’s charges were
“untrue and unworthy of any re-
sponsible public man.” But the
pensions minister said he would
“stand by every word I have said”
and added, “If those responsible
continue to deny this thing, if they
do not take steps to disband the
organization, I will repeat the
charges in the House of Commons
on my full responsibility as a min-
ister and member.”

In his original speech the min-
ister mentioned the name of S. G.
Blaylock, president of the Consoli-
dated Mining & Smelting Com-
pany. Mr. Blaylock said at Mont-
real that he understood a non-
political association had been
formed in British Columbia to pre-
pare for post-war developments so
that “free enterprise has a chance
after the war.” But he declaved
any support the Consolidated Com-
pany might give the group “would
depend entirely on it remaining
free from politics.”

Harold Winch, C.C.F. leader in

the B.C. Legislature, joined the
fray by agreeing with Mr, Mack-

enzie that the “Tory-financial con-
spiracy” existed, but he said its
main object was to break up the
C.C.F. He predicted a very heavy
advertising campaign would be
lanunched against the C.C.F., and
that the interests backing it would
come out in support of the pro-
gressive~-conservative party *‘when
the time was opportune.”

The same night Mr. Mackenzie
was speaking in Vancouver, the
national C.C.F. leader, M. J. Cold-
well, made an address at Red Deer,
Alberta, in which he charged that
Gladstone Murray, former general
manager of the Canadian Broad-
chsting Corporation, was the spear-

FRANCE'S FATE

WHEN we read these days about
the tragedy of France, the cor-
ruption of its government, the be-
trayal of its friends there are cer-
tain things to remember, Profes-
sor Albert Guerard, of Stanford,
an authority on French -civiliza-
tion, reminds us of these things
in a recent article.

The whole process of French de-
moralization, he says, began with
a total misunderstanding of
France by Britain and the United
States. They persuaded her at Ver-
sailles to abandon the strategic
frontier of the Rhine by the prom-
ise of a specific Anglo-American
treaty of mutual protection and
the general protection of the Les-
gue. The treaty collapsed when
the United States Senate refused
to ratify it and the League soon
became impotent.

Then, says Professor Guerard,
“we helped Germany evade pay-
ments for damages willfully done,
but we demanded payment from
France, as though she had not al- |
ready contributed to the common
cause an appalling price in devas-
tation and blood. When she claim-
ed that Germany was re-arming,
we laughed. When she tried to or-_
ganize the smaller powers for re-
sistance we raised the indignant
cry of “Imperialism!” Until France,
discouraged, ceased to be the
France we had so constantly op-
posed, attempted to retire behind
the Maginot Line, that pitiful er-
satz for Channel or Atlantic.—The
