CHRISTMAS 1944 
. T IS THE night of the eve of the 
first Christmas Day. As here, so in 
Palestine, the hills are covered 
with snow. At the foot of these hills 
nestles the city of David, the little 
town of Bethlehem, dressed it its 
mantle of winter wliite. Above, cer­
tain shepherds keep the night 
watches over their sheep. There Is 
a peaceful quiet. Around is an ecri-
ness peculiar to nature at night. 
The shepherds talk softly to one 
another, recalling the days of their 
forebears. The conversation brings 
them to the present, and they dis­
cuss John the Baptist, and recall 
the promise of Jehovah that the 
Messiah would come. An expect­
ancy fills the air. Midnight passes 
—"'And the angels of the Lord 
came upon them, and tlie glory of 
tho Lord shone round about them." 
Then the angelic voice proclaim­
ing the birth in the city of David 
of a Saviour, which is Christ the 
Lord. The announcement of the 
angel finishes — "And suddenly 
there was with the angel a multi­
tude of the heavenly host praising 
God and saying, "Glory to God In 
the highest, ancl on earth peace, 

good will towards men." 
Influenced by the heavenly at­

mosphere surrounding them, the 
shepherds said one to the other, 
"let us now go even unto Bethle­
hem." 

"In the beginning God"—so be­
gins creation's story, and St. John 
takes up the theme "In the be­
ginning was the Word, and the 
Word was with God, and the Word 
was God." The angels who sang 
creation's story, once again wing' 
their flight earthwards to proclaim 
the Messiah's birth. Herein is the 
revelation of the" character and be­
ing of God—the God of Creation, 
the God of Love. 

Human conception of values and 
their relation one to another is so 
very limited and inadequate that 
the mind but feebly conceives the 
harmonious and perfect relation­
ship of the character of He who 
was "In the beginning God," and 
Who "In the beginning was the 
Word," with the infant born in 

earthly poverty and the most low­
ly surroundings of a stable. Per­
haps this partly explains "the gen­
eral "tendency towards paganism 
in the observing of Christmas. Yet 
without the birth of Christ, there 
would not be any Christma.s—no 
Christ Mass, or Christ Pea.st, 
which is the fundamental reason 
for all the material celebrations. 
Why, for. instance, exchange or 
give gifts? Isn't it because of the 
great and perfect gift of Love, "the 
Gift of God Himself on the first 
Christmas Day?" 

' Take then, time to "Go even un­
to Bethlehem," and there learn 
more soulfuUy the great message 
of Glad Tidings. "Peac'fe on Earth" 
now in the midst of this terrible 
war? Why, indeed yes, to "men of 
good will." To the individual there 
can come that peace which is from 
Heaven, and the sure knowledge 
that the Love of God so revealed 
on the flrst Christmas Day, is still 
as active as ever In this His world, 
bringing His peace to all those who 
are sad, anxious and bereaved 
through this war. Foi" "There'll al­
ways be the Christmas bells a-
rln|lng in the heart. The message 
that of gladness tells and bids all 
care depart, gives inward peace 
that lights the eyes and fortifies 
the mind. Wliatever in tlie future 

lies, God v/ill to us be kind."

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Slicing her way through the velvet hlack of a racific iiig}il, the 
hospital ship Centaur headed for Australia M'ith 294 wounded. 
She was white, hrightly lightc<l and garlanded with the red cross 
of iliercy. 

But at 4:10 oa a July morning, the Japs smashed two torpedoes 
into her and started 16 fires. 
Asleep was chief nurse Eleanor Savage of Northern Ontario, and 
with her was Helen Reid, a South African. 
The blast broke Miss Reid's arm and two of Miss Savage's ribs, 

* but the nurses hurried from bed to bed trying to get the woundccl 
on deck. 

Quickly the jnercy ship listed. Sailors struggled with ballere<l 
boats. Soldiers, alreatly wounded, dove overboard. 
Eleanor Savage saw lhal most of llicm were diving into pu<!<lle.s 
of oil and suffocating before ihcy swam len strokes. 
From the other side of tlic stricken shij> flames spurted 30 feet, 
but beiiealli those flames was safe water. 
While Miss Rci<l uscti licr one arm lo play a hose on blankets 
brought by a lad of 1.5, Eleanor .Savage wrapped wounded in those 
wet blankets and persiia<le<l them lo leap through the fires to 
safety. 

Although ordered over the side herself, Eleanor Savage slayc*!, 
encouraging the woun<le<l until the jlecks were awash. Miss Rei«l 
jumped before lh(̂  ship ."̂ cllled but lost her life. 
Eleanor .Savage was the only woman among the 64 rescue;*! atwl 
her citation for bravery said she had saved the lives of 11 mon 
among thoxe 61.
