Seed Production

Upon his return from the Do-
Food Production Confer-
ence at Ottawa, Hon. Frank Put-
nam, Minister of Agriculture, an-.

It is with this object in
view that he is making every effort
to assure that the Dominion and
Provincial Governments will give
encouragement to the seed grow-
ers. This is of particular interest
to Cariboo, where seed growing is
developing into a considerable in-
dustry. :

The Sloan Report on the British

Columbia Forest industry will be
submitted to the government early

Hon. E. T. Kenney, Minister of
Lands and Forests., An early study
of the findings will be made for
the purpose of formulating govern-
ment policy with respect to forest
‘resources and allied industries.
Gasoline Price Control

More stringent control of unfair
practices in the gasoline wholesale
and retail field are being brought
into effect under a new set of reg-
ulations, it was announced by Dr.
W. A. Carrothers, chairman of the
Coal and Petroleum Products Con-
trol Board. The new ‘regulations
overcome the  excessive competi-
tion which in ‘the ‘past, has led to
instability -in the gasoline trade.

Campbell River Power Project

A further .step was ‘taken this
week by the B.C. Power Commis--
sion for the devélopment of Camp-

iy
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commission. Tenders have been
called for clearing a 90-foot right-
of-way for the 132,000 volt power
line to link Campbell River with
Nanaimo, a distance of 94 miles.

Contracts have already been let
for turbines and the engineers are
surveying sites for a power--house
and water lines prior to calling for
tenders. Ultimate development - of
the Campbell River project is 150,-
000 horsepower. The first unit now
being developed will produce 25,-
000 horsepower.

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Sportsmen, Guides Mowe
To Protect Game From
Being Entirely Decimated

Imediate . plans for the protec-
tion of the game of the Cariboo
District drew the largest attend-
ance at a game meeting ever held
in Quesnei, Tuesday evening at the
Municipal Hall. Some 30 members
of the Quesnel Rood and Gun Cluh
and interested guides met to dis-
cuss the situation.

Briefly, both guides and sports-
men are alarmed at the number of
moose and deer which have been
killed and taken out of the district
this season by outside hunters. Un--
fortunately, the greater number of
these people were straight “pot
hunters,” who merely made the
trip in" a truck to kill a moose or
deer, or both, and haul the meat
home. Some ol these persons, ac-
cording to the guides, were none
too particular about what they kill-
ed.

H. J. Gardner was in the chair,
and briefly explained to the meet-
ing the points to be. discussed. He
suggested that the guides and the
Rod and Gun Club amalgamate to
form one strong association.

All guides and hunters were un-
animous that the moose through-
out this part of the Province were
growing scarcer as the years went
by, and smething would have to be
done soon to protect them or they
wuld soon be exterminated. ‘

After considerable discussion it
was decided to recommend to the
Game Commission that the first
two weeks of the moose seasn, Sep-
tember 15 to 30, be cut off, and
that the season should start on
October 1 and end December 15,
as formerly. This would allow a
longer breeding season for the
moose.

Another important question was
the length of the deer season. In
the experience of many, the deer
were so poor at the end of the sea-
son that they were not worth kill-
ing. One man had found four fine
bucks left dead in the bush by
hunters the latter part of the sea-
son for this reason.

It was finally decided to recomi-
mend the shortening of the deer
season in this area.

A motion was passed asking all
guides present to -join the Rod and
Gun Club and act as one associa-
tion. All guides present expressed
their willingness to become mem-
bers, and joined before they left.
"Louis LeBourdais, M.L.A. spoke

briefly stating that he had come
to urge sportsmen that any needed
changes in Game Act regulations
should be presented early as pos-

| sible. These recommendations were

helpful in the House when the Ses-
sion commenced. He also mention-
ed the tremendous interest in this
patr of the country at the Coast
and in the Western United States.
The-hunters we saw this year, he
said, were only the vanguard of
what will come when tires and new
cars are available in quantity.

A recommendtion was passed
that grouse, which have been

open this season, as the birds ap-
pear to have made a satisfactory
recovery.
