Water Struck At 350
Feet At Local Airport

Driller Hance Hadlin, who has
been drilling for water at the local
airport for the past month, struck
a plentiful supply at 350 feet dur-
ing the week. There is now 130 feet
of fine water in the five-inch cas-
ing, and a 24-hour pump test, dur-
ing whch more than 9,000 gallons
were pumped out, lowered the wa-
ter level in the casing only about
18 inches, and this rose immediat-
ly upon cessation of the pumping.

The water was struck at a level
about 100 feet below that of the
Fraser River, and the water is soft
and non-metallic. It is about 39
degrees ¥, Women at the airport
are pleased now that they will
have all the water they care to
use. For the past several months
water ‘has been hauled in tanks
from town to the airport each day,
and it had to be used sparingly.

Hadlin has done much drilling
for the Department of Transport
at various fields in British Colum-
bia, the Northwest Territories and
in the Yukon.

Mr. and Mrs. Swindland of Park-

Frank Smith, who has been op-
erating dragline dredges in Cali-
fornia, will shortly start operation
of one unit on the Cottonwood
River, near Cottonwood House on
the Quesnel-Barkerville road. We
understand Mr. Smith’s equipment.
has already arrived here and is en
rcute to the mining site.

The E. A. Kent dredge operating
on the Swift River is now running
three shifts, floodlighting having
been installed a short time ago.
It is expected that the dredges will
be able to operate until about the
middle of December, unless an un-
usually early fall sets in.
"Reports in mining circles indi-
cate that the success which has
attended_the first two dragline op-
erations in this area will be the
means of bringing in many more
dragline units next season, and
miles of potential dredging ground
have been staked throughout the
d strict. '

Trusiees may be .forgiven if at
times they ‘cok with envy upon
those who, like us, are just plain
citizens faced with nothing more
serious than, -say, housing, nail,
butter, clothing, or sugar shortage;

OR YEARS British Columbia’s

Governments have blandly ig-
nored ail protests from every sec-
tion of the province against the
impossible road conditions which
exist here. We have the poorest
roads in the Dominion of Canada,
and probably the worst on the en-
tire continent.

Now, however, the powers that
be are being told in no uncertain
terms by prominent visitors. Don
Short, travel editor of The New
York Journal-American bluntly in-
formed British Columbians at Van-
couver last week that:

“Poorly surfaced highways and
poorly marked roads, lack of
accommodation and incompe-
tent service may cause Can-
ada to miss her share of the
90,000,000 Americans who will
take to the open road next
year.”

. Mr. Short, however, ‘merely vis-
ited Vancouver and Coast points—
he should have made a trip into
@he interior, and particularly the
interior north of Cache Creek.
These roads would have left him
speechless,

‘In connecltion with his mention
of poor accommodation for the ex-
pected tourist traffic: one cannot
expects up-to-datle lodging ol the
1946 standard when the roads are
of the era of 1867. Owners can
scarcely be expected to risk an
investment involving thousands of
dollars on a tourist camp or hotel
when it is extremely unlikely that
they will get much patronage -lue
to bad road conditions.
